This bibliography lists documents on higher education
that appeared in the January through June 1969 issues of
RIE. n additic-n to documents abstracted by the Clearing-
house on Higher Education, it includes documents on higher
education that fall within the scope of other clearing-
houses and therefore do not appear under an HE heading in
RIE. Owing to the limitations of space, documents on edu-
cational facilities are omitted, as are materials on
junior colleges, unless the topic is directly related to
four-year colleges and universities.

Abstracts of documents in this bibliography appear in
the issue of RIE referred to in the last line of each entry.
Microfiche and hard copy of the complete text are usually
available from the ERIC Document Reproduction Service (EDRS)
National Cash Register Company, 4936 Fairmont Avenue,
Bethesda, Maryland 20014. Since compilation of the biblio-
graphy, the hard copy price of each document has increased
25 percent. Payment must be included for orders of less
than five dollars.. Those documents not available from EDRS
may be obtained from the institution listed in the entry.

This bibliography, which will be compiled twice a year,
is intended to make information retrieval a less time-con-
suming and mre efficient operation for Members of the edc-
cation community.
