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INTRODUCTION

This'report presents data which were collected and summarized
for the purpose of facilitating the Georgia Educational Models
Feasibility Study. The sources from which the data were taken
are footnoted on the tables and figures to which they contributed.
The data are not inclusive and may be modified as additional pro-
jections are made.

Certification of Elementary Teachers

Table I shows a summary of the number of bachelor degree
graduates recommended for certification for elementary school
teaching in the state of Georgia for the period 1961 through 1968
and a projection for the period 1969 through 1974. This pro-
jection was accomplished by coﬁputing the average percentage
increase for the past five years. Also contained in Table I is
a summary of the number of graduates of the University of Georgia
undergraduate elementary education program., Projections of the
number of graduates from the University of Georgia is based on
the assumption that there will be a '25% increase in enrollment

(over the base year, 1969) by 1975,

Enrollment for Elementary and Early Childhood Teaching

Table 2 presents a summary of the enrollment figures in
the College of Education at the University of Georgia for students
majoring in elementary and early childhood education for the period
1967 through 1969, About 9% of the students list early childhood

education as their major field of emphasis.

It is anticipated that there will be a gradual increase in
undergraduate enrollment in both elementary and early childhood
education to a total of 1390 students by the opening of the 1975~

76 academic year (based on a 15% increase over 1969).

Projected Needs for Elementary School Teachers

Table 5 projects the number of elementary teachers needed
'in Georgia over the period 1969 through 1972, This projection is
based on the data contained in Table 4. It is anticipated that
there will be a gradual increase in the number of teachers needed
during this period, The additional number of teachers that must
be brought into teaching from outside sources, taking into account
teacher turnover and additions from Georgia colleges to the pro-
fession, for the period 1969 through 1973, is also presented. The
number of additional teachers needed is expected to drop during
this period from 2,448 to 2,035 indicating a slight trend toward
a more balanced loss-~gain rate in the state.

Teacher Turnover

Figure 1 presents a flow diagram of elementary teacher turn-
over in the United States for two separate periods, 1957-58 and
1959-60. From 13.0% to 16.1% exit from teaching each year. No
data are available with regard to when they might re-enter teach-
ing. Reasons are given for teachers exiting after the 1959-60
school year,

Figure 2 shows teacher turnover of beginning teachers (com-
bined sample of both elementary and secondary teachers) in a select
group of school systems in Georgia for 't’he 1964~65 school year.
The figure shows that 57.9% of these first year teacherxs entered
their second year of teaching in the same school system, An
additional 13,5% moved to another school system, 10.4% moved to
another state or their employment status was unknown, and 18.,2%
exited from the teaching profession to other forms of employment,

Figure 3 summarizes a two year study of teacher turnover of
beginning teachers (combined sample of both elementary and second-
ary teachers) in a select number of school systems in Georgia over
the period 1965 through 1967, 1In this study it was found that
50.2% of the teachers remained in the same school system after

one year, After two years this number dropped to 32.4%.




However, 4.7% re-entered the profession after a one year lapse.
A total of 9,6% moved to another school system over the two year
period, After a two year period, a total of 53.2% of the be-
ginning teachers had exited from teaching.

In a more recent study} which dealt with the overall teacher
population rather than just the beginning teacher, it was esti-
mated that the turnover in the state of Georgia was 13% during
the 1967-68 school year, It was also noted that the turnover

was about the same for both elementary and secondary teachers.
