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EXPLANATORY SHEET - COMMUNITY DISTRICT PROFILES

Vhy were 1959-~1570 data used instcad of 1970-1971 information?

Data included represent different reporting dates throughout
the school year, For example, Metropclitan Achievement Tests
will not be administered for the 1970-~1971 year until early in
1971, Thus, in order to provide as complete a profile as
possible, the 19562-1970 school year data was used,

Why are the per capita figures cited in this publication
(September 1970) different from those district per capitas
indicated in An Analxsia of Citz Frnded Per Caaita Budgeted

Costs and Staff Ratios, August 19707

Per capita figurns iandicated in the Community District Profiles
of September 1970, include Special Education (CRMD, Blind, Health
Conservation etc.), Those figures cited in the Analysis of City
Funded Per Capita Budgeted Costs of August 1970 do _not include
Special Education positions, dollars and enrollment.

Why are there significant variations ia per pupil budgeted cost
even within the same district?

Average teacher salary rates differ from school to school. Thus
schools with high average teacher salary rates would show per
capita costs above the district average. Lower average salary

rates would result in per capita costs below the district
average,

Additional staff position allowances have been allotted to schools
with special programs thus generating higher per capita costs.
Examples of such special programs are All Day Neighborhood Schools,
Enriched Elementary Program, Pilot Intermediate Schools, ete,

Schools with large numbers of disadvantaged children have been
the recipients of more liberal staff allowances as reflected by

class size and staff ratio faccors. This would result in higher
per capita costs,

The historical pattern of position allocation to a school may have
been to allot a more generous number of staff positions because of
an immediate existing need or special educational project, Since
allotments were made on an incremental basis, (anticipated register
increase or decrease), this additional allocation often remained

in the school even though in some cases the need may have lessened
or the special project dropoed,

The special formula used for allocation of positions for the
19790-1971 school year was designed to reduce inequities in
position allocation which may have existed in previous years,
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Why are there sizeable variations in the percentage of
experienced teachers within the same district and from
district to district?

The rate of teacher turnover is higher in schools in dis-
advantaged areas. The provisions of the Transfer Plan
contained in the preseunt contract with the UFT have been
designed to reduce this turnover.

Why are there wide variations in building utilization?

School enrollment is not evenly distributed among or within
school districts.

Within a school district the pupil population characteristics
may vary, For example, a part of a district may have a
significant percentage of its school age children attending
non~public schools.
