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INTRODUCTION

In today's schools, it is necessary to use a wide range of instructional
materials which can satisfy the diverse needs, backgrounds, and talents of
pupils, and offer insights relevant to individual problems in learning and
self development. In addition, in the media market, there is a great
multiplicity of materials from which teachers and media specialists must
select for instructional programs of growing complexity.

Wise selection has become increasingly difficult. As a result, teachers,
media specialists, and other personnel are asking such questions as:

. What books are best to introduce preschool children to reading?

. Are there materials to interest potential secondary school drop-
outs reading at a level far below normal?

. What are the best books and audiovisual materials on such current
issues as environmental education, drug abuse, intercultural
relations, and poverty?

. What media are available for gifted pupils in both elementary and
secondary schools, in such subject fields as science, literature,
philosophy, mathematics, and sociology?

. What films are most highly recommended for studying the motion
picture as an art form?

. What instructional materials are available that develop basic
concepts important in understanding a multiethnic society, e.g.,
the motivations, traditions, social, and economic conditions of
minority groups?

. Which of the reviewing publications have reliable evaluations
of audiovisual materials?

. What audiovisual selection tools concentrate on specinc subject
areas?

The purpose of this bibliography of lists is to suggest answers to these and
related current questions pertaining to media selection. It describes selected
book lists and periodicals which review books, audiovisual materials, and
multiethnic instructional materials. The bibliography is divided into three
sections:

I. Book Selection Sources
II. Sources of Audiovisual Materials
III. Sources of Multiethnic instructional Materials

The lists and periodicals cited contain reviews of materials for pupils from
the elementary grades through high school. No attempt has been made to
separate the lists according to school level. Only lists published since
1965 are included. A directory of publishers and an author-title index are
included in the last pages of the publication. Inclusion of a list or
periodical does not imply official endorsement of it or any item in it by
the U.S. Office of Education.

This publication can be useful to State and local education agencies partici-
pating in ESEA, Title II, and other Federal programs which-provide for instruc-
tional materials. The current objectives of the U.S. Office of Education,
which include such important concerns as the Right to Read, education of the
disadvantaged, equal educational opportunity, and environmental education,
require, like all other areas of education, instructional materials of
quality. This compilation is also an effort to contribute to the attainment
of those objectives,

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I. BOOK SELECTION SOURCES
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A. Book Selection Aids

The volumes described below are primarily quick-reference tools.
For the book selector they indicate the range of the field and of sub-
ject categories, as well as current availability. Two of them use the
term "selective," but since the element of choice has been exercised
only by the cooperating publishers, the lists are included here.

Lists 38,000 juveniles representing nearly 400 publishers;

kindergarten through grade 12. Also includes information on trans-
lator, price, imprint, year of publication, and data as available
on binding, edition, number of volumes, and grade range; annual
revision.

3. El-Hi Textbooks in Print 1970. New York: R.R. Bowker, 1970. 370 pp.

Subject, title, and author indexes to 15,000 elementary, junior,
and senior high school textbooks, pedagogical books, and related
teaching materials; to be: revised annually.

241 pp. Free to college professors; rates on request.

A guide to approximately 14,100 inexpensive reprints and original
publications chosen for college classroom use by 164 cooperating
publishers; annual revision.

A subject guide to approximately 5,500 inexpensive reprints and
originals chosen by 143 cooperating publishers; annual revision.

Purchase information is given, and grade levels and
subject headings are suggested for each book. The total of 3,068
titles included were chosen from about 12,000 juveniles published
during the 5 years covered. Selection and reviewing were by Helen E.
Kinsey, Editor of Children's Books, and her staff and consultants.
Aanual pa^erback supplements each year follow the same pattern and
include reviews of an additional 3,330 books.

Includes approximately 3,080 books, chosen for their
close relationship to the elementary school curriculum and to the
needs and interests of children; all books here are recommended for
first purchase to establish first-year collections in new school
libraries and for addition to existing collections, although the list
is "not intended to describe a collection meeting minimum standards."
Provides brief descriptive annotations and buying information for
each book; list was current as of July 1968. There is a section on
Professional Tools for Building Book Collections, a single index
for subjects, titles, and authors, and a directory of publishers and
distributors. Compiled with the advice of the ALA Editorial Committee's
Subcommittee on New List for School Libraries.

Annotates about 8,000 books and 2,000 audiovisual items chosen
by a selection committee aided by an advisory committee. Classified
catalog (DDS), has sections for Reference, Nonfiction, Fiction,
Easy Reading, Periodicals, and Professional Tools, with audiovisual
media integrated with books on the same subject; entry is by author,
in catalog-card format, with indication of suggested phase of
purchase (1, 2, or 3), grade level, and purchase and binding infor-
mation. There are author, title, and subject indexes; appendixes
include a grade listing, a classified listing of audiovisual mate-
rials, and a classified listing of large print books. Annual edition
is planned for fall publication, with supplement in late spring.

H.W. Wilson Company. Standard Catalog Series. Bronx, N.Y.: Wilson.

Each of these volumes is revised periodically, and the service is
kept current with annual paperback supplements. In each, Part 1, which
is classified by the Dewey Decimal System (DDS),-provides bibliographic
information for each book and suggests grade levels and subject
heading; Part 2 is an author-title-subject index; Part 3 is a directory
of publishers and distributors.

Includes 4,274 titles; about 1,700 additional titles are covered
in the annual supplements. Part 2 gives 11,496 analytical entries
for fairy stories, folklore, short stories, plays, collective
biographies, and other parts of books.

twelfth edition due in, 1971.

12. Junior High School Library Catalog. 2d ed. 1970. 808 pp. $30.
Includes four annual supplements, 1971-1974.

Includes 3,411 titles, with approximately 2,000 additional titles
to be covered in the supplements. Part 2 provides 8,817 analytical
entries for stories and plays in collections and other parts of books.
Revised every 4 years.

13. Senior High School Librar Catalo:. 9th ed. 1967. 1,044 pp. $20 in
U.S. and Canada; $25 elsewhere. Includes five annual supplements,
1968-1972.

Includes 4,231 titles, including adult titles considered appro-
priate to advanced high school curriculums. Part 2 provides 15,678
analytical entries. Revised every 4 years.

The 1968 edition was compiled by the Children's Book Committee.
There is some reorganization of basic selection, and addition of new

Childhood Education, for a total of approximately 1,600 books.
includes an inserted section of "Reference Books" chosen by a
committee chaired by Alice G. Smith. Next revision due in 1971.

Includes about 600 books, largely paperbacks, chosen by a
committee representing parents, teachers, and librarians. Arrangement
is by such categories as Picture Books, Fairy Tales, Biography,
Science, Reference, and Fiction, with subdivision for age levels
where appropriate, entry is by title, with very brief annotations,
and there are title and author indexes.

University of Chicago Press, 1966. 407 pp. $2.95; paperback.

Includes 1,391 books, most of which were favorably reviewed in the
Bulletin of the Center for Children's Books during the years 1950 to
1965, and which are still in print; not intended as a balanced list.
Coverage is preschool through high school, with majority for grades
4 through 9. Arrangement is alphabetical by author, with a subject-
title index. Entries include bibliographic information and grade
levels; annotations are analytical and evaluative. Introduction
discusses good book selection practices, suggests general criteria
of evaluation, and describes the method of analyzing books at the
Center for Children's Books, which uses terminology based on
Havighurst's Developmental Tasks and Education.

Covers approximately 20,000 books compiled with the advice of
300 consultants to relate to the curricular requirements of junior
and community college transfer and liberal arts programs as well as
to the needs of secondary schools with accelerated programs. Titles
are arranged by a subject system developed especially for this volume,
incorporating classification principles used in both the Dewey and
the LC systems.

Entry within the subject is by author,-and purchasing information
is given; there are also author and subject indexes. The publication
is jointly endorsed by the American Association of Junior Colleges
and the American Library Association.

However,
the editors suggest also a far wider use in that the annotated
bibliography of 200 titles is a source of much information in
children's literature about America in general as well as Illinois
in particular.

fields. It was designed to alert librarians, teachers, and students
to new and important publications in various subject areas; of inter-
est for senior high schools with advanced programs. There is a sepa-
rate checklist of about 400 periodicals "suggested as suitable," in a
general subject arrangement.

Classified according to the Library of Congress System, with a
conversion table from Dewey. In classified arrangement, entry is by
author and by title, with subject headings and purchase information
indicated in each cane.

Approximately 3,500 titles considered by a committee of the
National Education Association, American Association of School
Librarians, colleges of education, and local school systems to be
appropriate for elementary and secondary school use.

Free.

The Educational Resources Center is supported by the New York
State Education Department. This bibliography annotates 49 titles
selected by a group of educators who tested the books with American
students and teachers both in India and in the United States. Books
are arranged by school level, with entry by title. A separate section,
"Levels and Situations," suggest particular uses of the books, and
relationships to curriculum patterns. Many of the books are Indian
publications, and the Guide suggests an exporter in the United States
who will supply the books individually or in sets; Teachers are
asked to report on their own classroom experiences in the United States
with these books, and comments are welcomed for their effects on
future revisions of the Guide.

will be "of interest chiefly to the African school;" some adult titles
are included and designated as such; an author-title-country index.

51. . Latin America: An Annotated List of
Materials for Children, edited by Elena Mederos de Gonzalez and Anne
Pellowski. New York: The Center, 1969. 96 pp. $1.

Evaluates 493 titles selected by a committee of librarians,
teachers, and Latin American specialists, nationals, or former
residents of the countries concerned, in cooperation with The Center
for Inter-American Relations. Attempting to evaluate all in-print
English language materials on the subject, the Committee fully
annotated only those items recommended as the best; limitations are
noted for some otherwise recommended items; books reviewed but not
recommended are listed separately, with reasons indicated; a few
Spanish language materials are listed which are considered classics
in countries of origin. Arrangement is by region, then by country,
then alphabetical by author. Bibliographic information and grade
levels are indicated; author-title index.

52. Irwin, Leonard B., comp. A Guide to Historical Reading- Non-Fiction.
McKinley Bibliographies, Volume II. 9th ed. Brooklawn, N.J.:
McKinley, 1970. 276 pp. $10.

Annotates about 1,600 titles "For the use of Schools, Libraries,
and the General Reader;" arrangement is by region and period, with any
books specially directed at junior high level 'toted separately in each
section; entry is by author, with author and ti-le indexes.

53. Kircher, Clara J., comp. Behavior Patterns in Children's Books. Washington:
Catholic University Press, 1966. 132 pp. $3.75; $1.95 paperback.

Annotates about 500 titles for consideration by those interested
in bibliotherapy; there is a section of selected readings from
professional literature on the subject, and three indexes: behavior,
author, and title.

54. Library of Congress. Children and Poetr : A Selective Annotated
Bibliography, compiled by Virginia Haviland and William Jay Smith.
Washington: U.S. Government Printing Office, 1969. 67 pp. 75 cents.

Annotates about 160 titles which the compilers hope will "help
children find what is both pleasing and rewarding" among the rich
available store of poetry books; arrangement is in five categories:
Rhymes, Poetry of the Past, 20th Century Poetry, Anthologies, and
World Poetry, with an autnor-title index. There is an introductory
essay by Mr. Smith, Consultant in Poetry at the Library of Congress
at the time of this compilation.



55. . Folklore of the North American Indians:
Annotated compiled by Judith C. Ullom. Washington:

U.S. Government Printing Office, 1969. 126 pp. $2.25.

Annotates 152 titles, of which 50 are children's editions, the
others being source books for teachers and secondary school students.
There is a section of books presenting an overall picture of North
American mythology and folklore, and succeeding sections are arranged
according to the 11 North American Culture Areas, with "children's
editions" identified in each section; compiler- title index.

56. Logasa, Hannah, comp. Historical Fiction. McKinley Bibliographies,
Volume I. 9th ed. Brooklawn, N.J.: McKinley, 1968. 383 pp. $10.

This "Guide for Junior and Senior High Schools and Colleges, also
for General Reader," lists about 3,600 books, very briefly annotated;
symbols are used to indicate those "especially valuable" and those
for junior high. Arrangement is by region and period, with entry by
author, and an author-title index.

57. . Science for Youth: An Annotated Bibli-
ography for Children and Young Adults. McKinley Bibliographies,
Vol. VI. Brooklawn, N.J.: McKinley, 1967. 159 pp. $7.50.

Identifies about 1,200 titles with annotations consisting of a
descriptive phrase or a single sentence; no annotations for biography
or for science fiction. No grade levels are given; a symbol is used
to indicate "for younger readers," although this term is not defined.

58. National Council for the Social Studies. American History Booklist for
High Schools: A Selection for Su..lementar Reading, edited by
Ralph and Marion Brown. Bulletin 42. Washington: The Council, 1969.
206 pp. $2.50.

Includes about 2,300 titles, briefly annotated; compiled by a
committee of the Council concerned with helping the high school
teacher locate books to enrich programs. Arranged in 15 chronological

\sections, with two additional sections devoted to reference tools
And source materials. Provides general bibliographic data, but not
aziecific ordering information.

59. Children's Books to Enrich the Social
Studies for the Elementary Grades, compiled by Helen Huus. Bulletin 32,
rev. ed. Washington: The Council, 1966. 201 pp. $2.50.

Annotates 630 titles, arranged in five sections: Our World, Times
Past, People Today, The World's Work, and Living Together. Within each
topic, books are listed by title, usually in increasing order of
difficulty, and grade levels are indicated for each book. Also
included are a general introduction and introductory comments for
each topic, on the use of the literature in teaching; there is an
author -title index.

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60. . World Civilization Booklist: Supplemen-
tary Reading for Secondary Schools, edited by Morris Gall and Arthur E.
Soderlind. Bulletin 41. Washington: The Council, 1968. 234 pp. $3.50.

Annotates about 1,200 titles, compiled by a committee of the
Council. Part 1 lists books according to Time Periods, Topics, and
Geographic Areas; Fart 2 lists and annotates books alphabetically
by author; Part 3 includes a title index, and lists other social
studies bibliographies. Each entry includes bibliographic informa-
tion, date and price, and a general estimate of age/maturity level.

61. National Council of Teachers of English. Books for the Partially Sighted
Child, edited by Thomas D. Horn and Dorothy J. Ebert. Champaign, Ill.:
The Council, 1967. 80 pp. $1.

Annotates about 700 titles, kindergarten, through eighth grade,
indicating type sizes. The publication, reprinted from Elementary
English, includes introductory comments on criteria used, explanation
of type face terminology in relation to special and varying needs of
visually limited children.

62. . Dimensions of Dialect, edited by
Eldonna L. Evertts. Champaign, Ill.: The Council, 1967. 76 pp.
$1.25.

Primarily a tool for the classroom teacher attempting to translate
theories of language development and social dialectology into practice,
with 12 articles drawn largely from Elementary_English; however, 53
titles are covered in an "Annotated Bibliography for Elementary
Children in English and Foreign Editions," arranged alphabetically by
author.

63. National Council of Teachers of Mathematics. The Elementary and Junior
High School Mathematics Library, compiled by Clarence Ethel Hardgrove
and Herbert F. Miller. 2d ed. Washington: The Council, 1968.
50 pp. 80 cents.

Briefly annotates about 40u titles, organized at three levels:
primary grades, intermediate grades, and junior high, and arranged
alphabetically within each; bibliographic and grade level information
provided.

The High School Mathematics Library,
compiled by William L. Schaaf. 3d ed. Washington: The Council,
1967. 73 pp. $1.

Includes about 800 titles, very briefly annotated; the compiler
has marked with one star those he recommends for first purchase;
arrangement is by mathematical categories; also included are sections
identifying Mathematics for Parents, Professional Books for Teachers,
Dictionaries and Handbooks, Paperback Series, and Periodicals and
Journals.



65. New York City Board of Education. Suggested Readings in the Literatures
of Africa Chinas India, Japan. Curriculum Bulletin, 19671968 series,
No. 13. New York: New York City Board of Education, 1968. 124 pp.
$2. paperback.

Annotates about 500 titles selected for their pertinence to the
City's non-Western study programs, primary grades through senior
high school. Arrangement is by subject, then by form: Drama, Fiction,
Folklore, Nonfiction, Poetry; grade levels are indicated. There is
an introductory section on guidelines and suggestions for teachers;
index is author-title.

66. Reinhart, Bruce, ed. The Vocational-Technical Library_Collection: A
Resource for Practical Education and Occupational Training. Newark:
Bro-Dart, 1970. 377 pp. $35.

Annotates briefly about 8,000 titles which may be useful "in public
schools from high school through college;" designed as a selection
guide for "newly-emerging institutions and programs," but "not intended
to supplant the selective and evaluative responsibilities" of school
librarians or advisory committees. Three libraries are included in
the collection: Instructional Library, Professional Library, and
Journal Library; these are ranked in three phases of priority for
purchase. Arrangement is by 31 subject categories, and entry in
each is by title; bibliographic and ordering information is given,
and each title is marked for either secondary or postsecondary use.
There is a general subject index.

67. Spache, George D. Good Reading for Poor Readers. 6th ed. Champaign, Ill.:
Garrard, 1968. 242 pp. $3.75.

Identifies about 1,800 titles which remedial reading specialists
have found useful, including trade books, some textbooks, series
books, workbooks, kits, games, programmed materials, periodicals,
materials for visual perception, indexes, and reading lists. Brief
annotations and grade levels are provided for elementary and secondary
school materials. There are chapters on selecting and using books
with poor readers, and a section on the development and the appli-
cation of the Spache Readability Formula in evaluating primary level
reading materials, along with author and title indexes.

Arrangement is
by world areas and time periods, then by "lower grades" and "upper
grades;" entry is by author, and there is an author-title index.

U.S. Office of Education. National Center for Educational Communication.
Bibliographic series from the Educational Materials Center. Washington:
U.S. Government Printing Office, various dates.

Most of the bibliographies identified below report on textbooks
and teachers' resources as well as trade books for children; listings
of textbooks and professional literature are unselective. However,
only those juvenile trade books are listed which have been favorably
reviewed in standard professional journals.

The section "Trade Books: Juvenile Literature for Supplemental
and Individualized Reading" annotates about 200 books of 1968 and 1969.

The section "Juvenile Literature" annotates 284 books published
in 1968 and 1969 which were selected because their content can add to
a child's knowledge of history or geography, or to his understanding
of the lives and behavior of citizens of other countries as well as
his own.

Designed to aid librarians and faculties of undergraduate colleges,
universities, junior colleges, and high schools with advanced placement
programs, this magazine evaluates 500-700 new publications each month;
reviews, often comparative, are written by undergraduate faculty or
librarian subject specialists. Author, title index, and list of
reviewers in each issue; annual cumulative index in February issue.

Published
monthly, 11 times a year, with combined July-August issue. The

Designed as an aid to ordering and cataloging. All reviews from
regular issues, individually reprinted 3x5 cards; collated in order
used in magazine, each review identified by subject heading and issue
date.

79. . Istp_oLthe News. Published quarterly.
Availatle only as a membership service, not for separate subscription.

Journal of the Children's Services Division and the Young Adult
Services Division, providing in each issue brief annotations for
approximately 30 books considered currently significant by the Book
Evaluation Committee of each division; this Children's Services
Division Committee each year selects the list of Notable Children's
Books, which is published also in the Top of the News.

80. Ap raisal: Science Books for Children. Children's Science Book Review
Committee. Published 3 times a year. $3 a year; $1.25 a copy;
foreign, $3.75 a year.

Covers about 50 books in each issue, preschool through junior
high school. A unique feature is that each book is evaluated by
two persons, one a children's librarian, the other a specialist in
the subject field; opinions, which sometimes differ, are expressed
in both favorable and unfavorable terms. .Arrangement is alphabetical
by author; standard bibliographic information is provided, and age
levels indicated. Reviewers are listed for each issue, and there
is an author-title index for each volume. The magazine is jointly
sponsored by the New England Round Table of Children's Librarians
and the Harvard Graduate School of Education.

81. Bookbird. International Institute for Children's Juvenile and Popular
Literature. Vienna, Austria: Published quarterly, in March, June,
September, December. $4 a year in Europe; $5 a year elsewhere.

Issued jointly by the International Board on Books for Young
People and the institute, whose headquarters is in Vienna. Provides
news from all over the world about activities related to juvenile
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literature, reprints acceptance speeches of authors and artists
winning international awards; and annotates juvenile books of
international interest. A major feature is "Recommendations for
Translation," submitted from member countries; the U.S. list is
the work of a subcommittee of the ALA International Relations
Committee.

Gives critical evaluations of about 65 books each month, indicat-
ing for each book whether it is recommended or not, whether it has
only marginal value, or might be useful as an additional purr+ se,
or for special-interest readers; age and/or grade levels are down.
Reviews are prepared by librarians, classroom teachers, and subject
specialists working under the direction of the editor and librarian
of the Center for Children's Books. Carries no advertising. Annual
author-title index in July-August issue.

Includes special sections for Views on Science Books, Poetry,
Biographies, and an Outlook Tower, which covers adult books of
interest to young readers. Only books recommended are reviewed
although some limitations are identified; sometimes editorial objection
to types of books is published, with an occasional "difference of
opinion" noted. The magazine contains articles of literary criticism
along with articles by and about authors and illustrators and their
work. Each issue includes an author-title-illustrator index; annual
cumulative index in December. October issue includes annual "Fanfare,
the Horn Book's Honor List of Children's Books," available as a
reprint; see section II B.

84. Kirkus Reviews. The Kirkus Service, Inc. Published semimonthly. New York:
The N.Y. Review, Inc. $36 a year to school libraries.

Covers about 4,500 titles, adult and juvenile, annually; carries
no advertising. Reports, sent out in bulletin form, are printed 6
to 10 weeks in advance of book publication dates and are indexed
cumulatively at 2, 4, and 6 month intervals.

Juvenile Section, $25 a year.
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Covers about 2,400 titles a year, preprimer through young adult
levels. Annotations summarize content and evaluate unfavorably as
well as favorably; age levels are suggested and ordering information
provided. Arrangement is alphabetic by author within categories:
Picture Books, Younger Fiction, Younger Nonfiction, Older Fiction,
Older Nonfiction, and Adult Books Suggested for Young Adult Consider-
ation; juvenile author index on same schedule as complete service.

85. Library Journal. R.R. Bowker. Published semimonthly, except monthly
in July and August. $12 a year; $1 a copy; Canada Postal Union of
the Americas and Spain, $13 a year; $14 elsewhere.

Appraisals of new books by practicing librarians and subject
specialists; feature articles and news of the library world. Contains
School Library Journal bound in each 15th-of-the-month issue.

Covers approximately 200 new books for children and young people
each month. Appraisals are by 250 volunteer school and public
librarians, teachers, 10 volunteer subject specialists, and the four
members of the au Book Review editorial staff. Both favorable and
unfavorable reviews are published; books considered excellent among
others of their kind are marked with a single star; difference-of-
opinion discussions are printed in a "Letters" column. Titles are
grouped in categories, as: Preschool and Primary Grades, Grades 3-6,
Junior High up, Reference, and Young Adult. Each year the Eta editors
identify "Best Children's Books of the Spring," and in December print

a list of "SLJ Best Books of the Year," which are available as
reprints. Like the N, the aka contains feature articles and news
of the book world, in this case, juvenile.

87. Publisher's Weekly. R.R. Bowker, $16.50 a year, single issue $1, announcement
numbers and other special issues, $2.50 each; Canada and Panama, $17.50
a year; $19.50 elsewhere.

Lists all new books, as published; those children's lxtoks considered
likely to be successful sales items are briefly annotated 'in advance.
Special "Spring Children's Book Number" and "Fall Children's Book
Number" containing single line listings, by author and by title, of
all children's books advertised in PW, are useful to librarians
seeking current publishing news rather than a tool for selection
purposes.

Part 2: Specialized Periodicals

Only official journals of professional organizations have been included
in this section: they give varying amounts of attention and space to the
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selective reviewing of books for children and young people. Those repre-
senting education and the language arts cover juvenile books of general
interest, sometimes rather fully, and the editors frequently call upon
experts in children's literature as reviewers. Others may review only
occasionally, and cover a smaller total of books; however, in the cases
of the journals of separate disciplines, when the attention of a subject
specialist is engaged in the evaluation of juvenile books, the school
librarian usually finds it profitable to consider the specialist's
assessment of the accuracy and timeliness of the material presented.

88. Childhood Education. Association for Childhood Education International.
Published monthly, October through May. $12 a year (includes membership).

Provides brief notes on about 15 books each issue, prepared by
the Book Review Committee; reviews are cumulated and some are
incorporated in successive editions of the Association's Bibliography
of Books for Children, revised every 3 years.

89. Elementar En lish: A Magazine of the Lan ua e Arts. National Council of
Teachers of English. Published monthly, October through May. $10 a

' year; $1.50 e copy.

Reviews about 20 books each issue in "Books for Children" section;
articles about writers and illustrators of books for children are
frequent features of this journal.

90. The English Journal. National Council of Teachers of English. Published
monthly, September through May. $10 a year (includes membership).

Reviews about 10 books each issue in a special "Book Marks"
section, covering adult books of significance for secondary school
programs as well as some "juvenile" literature for adolescents.

91. Science and Children. National Science Teachers Association. Published
monthly, September through December, and February through May. $4 a

year, 75 cents a copy.

Annotates briefly about a dozen children's bookS each month in
a special section, "Resources Reviews," which also covers audiovisual
materials and textbooks.

92. The Science Teacher. National Science Teachers Association. Published
monthly, September through May. $8 to schools or libraries; $1 a copy.

Annotates briefly about 20 books each month (some for adults,
some for young adults and the junior high school age) in a "Resources
Reviews" section which also covers audiovisual materials and textbooks.



Part 3: Periodicals of General Coverage

Information about current books kor young people can also be found in
some general newspapers and magazines.

The Saturday Review, in periodic roundups, features brief annotations
of new children's books, usually prepared by a specialist in children's
literature, although the books are not always evaluated in terms of
school use or curriculum relationships.

The Sunday editions of the New York Times and the Chicago Tribune
publish special book sections which give some attention to children's
books, with feature issues in Spring and Fall; the Chicago Tribune's
"Book World" is a syndicated section in some local newspapers. Both
of these newspapers involve specialists in the editing of these periodic
sections and features, but the reviewers are not always practicing
librarians or professional critics of children's literature.

Identifies the 52 awards in the field of children's books which
were still in existence as of 1965, with indication of any discontinued
between 1965 and 1969, The list includes distinctions conferred by
professional organizations, State agencies, publishers, regional andr-



local agencies, newspapers, universities, and foundations, including
some from abroad. For each award there is a brief statement of its
history and its terms.

97. Library of Congress. Children's Literature: A Guide to Reference Sources,
compiled by Virginia Haviland and others.

An annotated bibliography of 1,073 items covering books, pamphlets,
and articles in periodicals, selected for their "estimated usefulness
to adults concerned with the creation, reading, or study of children's
books."

Studies, and National Studies. Pertinent to the concerns of media
selection are listings under such subheadings as General Lists and
Catalogs, Reading Guidance, Story Telling, Book Selection, History
and Criticism of Literature.
