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ABSTRACT
The objective of the summary sheets is to inform

teachers and educators about available instructional materials for
elementary school behavioral. sciences. Emphasis in this first
compilation is upon presenting projects, but a few games are
included. Selection criterion is based r.don whether the study of
human behavior is the central focus, and whether elementary students
are target audiences for the materials. Each of the one page sheets
includes the following information: title, director or author,
publisher, education level, a list of materials, and a short
annotation. The sheets, arranged alphabetically by project title, are
loose leaf for the convenience of supplementation as new information
becomes available. (SJM)
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The attached summary sheets have been compiled to inform teachers and
other interested persons about available instructional materials for ele-
mentary school behavioral sciences. The projects and materials covered are
those on which the Clearinghouse has sufficient information to compile a
summary sheet. The sheets are in loose-leaf form so that they may easily
be replaced or supplemented as new information becomes available.

No attempt has been made to summarize nny evaluative data available on
the materials nor to discuss in depth the content or instructional techniques
that characterize the materials. The information provided would thus be used
most wisely as a starting point for further inquiry.

Criteria for inclusion of projects and materials in the compilation are
as follows:

1. whether the study of human behavior, as approached by a number of
disciplines , is a central focus;

2. whether kindergarten and grades 1-6, singly or in combinations,
are target audiences for the materials. In those instances where
materials are more comprehensive, information has been provided
about the full range of materials.
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Certain descriptors may need some clarification. "Director or author"

1:1 directs the reader to the person who, by virtue of his central role in devel-
opment of the materials, is presumably best informed about them. For a for-

mal project, the person named is the director of that project but not neces-
sarily the author of the materials; for a series sponsored by a commercial
publisher, the person named is the author of the series. "Financer" notes
the agency that provided funds for the development of materials (as opposed
to underwriting just the actual costs of production).
