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ABSTRACT

: In April 1965 the Educational Research (now
Resources) Information Center (ERIC) was delegated the, responsibility
of improving the availability of educational information, especially
information about the disadvantaged. The purpose was to assist local
education agencies to develop and implement their own programs for
the disadvantaged and for all students. Documents related to
educational programs for the disadvantaged were obtained, and a total
of 1,740 were selected for classification and dissemination.
Demonstration packets of these documents on microfiche were

.distributed to the 50 state departments of education and selected.

large and medium-sized city school systems. These documents on the
disadvantaged are the first 1,740 ED references in the ERIC system.
This volume is a sequential listing of the documents by ED number
with full bibliographic citations.

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INTRODUCTION

In April 1965 the Educational Research Information Center (ERIC) of the Office of Educa-
tion was delegated the responsibility, through the Elementary and Secondary Education
Act of 1965 (P.L. 89-10), of improving the availability of educational information,
especially information about the disadvantaged, The purpose was to assist local educa-
tion agencies to develop and implement their own programs for the disadvantaged and

for all students.,

ERIC contacted local and State specialists and consultants in order to locate programs
already attempting to meet special educational needs. Of the many identified, the 23
programs listed at the end of this introduction were chosen for distribution. A
letter was sent to the program director asking permission to describe the program and
to disseminate documents about it, Each program, described in a 500~word summziy
written in journalistic style, highlighted the development and status of the program
and included educational innovations of interest to public school administrators and
faculty. The program description also inc¢luded an index which organized selected
related documents on two levels: horizontally, the index related the documents to the
specific program described ox 1:6 a similar program; vertically, the index set up 10
categories for classification of documents: gen;atal description, curriculum guide,
materials, teacher's iguide, tests and measurements, public relations material,

implementation, assumptions, evaluation, and general discussion of issues.

_ Selected documents related to educational programsr for the disadvantaged were

obtained from organizations which developed the 23 programs and from the Offi;:e
of Education, Harvard University, Yeshiva University, the Southern Education
,Reporting Service, California's Instructional Technology and Media Project, Adams
State College, and the New York St:a_,t:e Depart:ﬁent: of Education.

0f those documents received, a total of 1,740 were selected for classification
and dissemination, Some related to the 23 previously mentioned programs; others

-were of more general interest,
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The 1,740 documents were processed through a joint effort cf the central ERIC staff

along with contractual support, ‘A resume - consisting of a full bibliographical
citation, an abstract, énd a list of descriptive index terms - was prepared for each
document, The document and resume were put on microfiche. Copies of all documents
in the collection, in microfiche and hard copy, may be obtained through the ERIC

Document Reproduct:ion Service.

The documents with their appropriate program descriptions, program indexes, and
general indexes vwere distributed as four P.L. 89-10 information packets in August 1965
(120 documents), October 1965 (600 documents), January 1966 (600 documents), and
Harch 1966 (42C documents). The 50 State departments of education and 100 large city

school systems received the following items:

(1) A covering letter and description of the program and its services.
(2) A hard copy resume of each document,

(3) The program descriptions, program indexes, and general indexes.

(4) The full text of each document in microfiche form. (Included in each

microfiche was a copy of the resume form,)

A sli;ht:ly different distribution was addressed to 500 randorly selected mediumesized

city school systems. These packages consisted of:

(1) A covering letter and description of the pi'osram and its services,
(2) A hard copy resume of each document.
(3) 'l.'h_e program descriptions, program indexes, and gerieral indexes.

4) Microfiche copies of document zesumes.

The first group of recipients thus obtaired both the resumes and full text of the

documents on microfiche; the second, only the resumes of the documents on microfiche.

To enable the user to locate the documents in the P,L. 89-10 collection, two
