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A Note for the User

Political and Diplomatic History of the Arab Wﬂrld consists of brief accounts in chronological order of internation-
ally significant events concerning the Arab world, 1900-67. These two volumes constitute a keyword index to those
accounts. )

It should be clearly understood that this is not an index to the sources from which the accounts were drawn; it is
rather an index to the accounts as recorded in the chronology. The index has been designed, however, as a multipurpose
tool and can be used without the chronology for in-depth research.

Under each keyword are one or more entries. Each entry supplies two items of information: one is a brief reference
to an event, i.e. a few words excerpted from the account of the event as given in the chronology, and the other is the
date on which the event occurred. '

Thus the user can first peruse the references under the tDplc or topics he has selected and, if amplification of any
reference is desired, he can then consult either the account in the chronology or contemporary accounts in newspapers,
journals, government documents, and other primary material generated on or about the dates cited,

The initial breakdown is temporal. Thirty-three separate indices using identical subject headings have been prepared;
they cover periods varying from six 1onths to twenty years, depending on the volume of political activity—and the
material generated thereby— in any given period. The dual objective of this arrangement is to present subject-oriented
material in conveniently usable increments and to allow a subject-in-time as well as a purely subject approach to research.

Within each index, subject headings are gwen alphabetically. Applicable cross-references are listed below each subject
heading, followed by the entries themselves, in chronological order. As the index is based on key words, each event, on
the average, is listed under three or four keywords thus providing comprehensive coverage for users with varied

approaches and goals.
