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A BIBLIOGRAPHY OF SURVEYS
IN PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND RECREATION PROGRAMS
FOR IMPAIRED, DISABLED, AND HANDICAPPED PERSONS

Individuals, representatives of different groups and personnel in
various agencies are showing increased interest in the status of physical
education, recreation, and related programs for impaired, disabled, and
handicapped persons. National, regional, state, and local surveys have
been conducted at different times to gather information from diverse
settings about specific populations participating in adapted physical
education, community/municipal/therapeutic recreation, sport, and athletic
programs for participants with various handicapping conditions.

This indexed listing is for students, professors, researchers,
practitioners, and other interested persons whe wish to become more
aware of what has gone on and what is currently happening nationally
and in certain states in the areas of concern. This listing is delimited
to program status--surveys of opportunities available, populations served,
participation, problems, and needs; none fccus on activities, methods,
facilities, philosophy, or other specific program areas per se. A separate
section lists surveys dealing with various aspects of professional prepa-
ration, certification, and training in these areas.

Additional information of this type and results of surveys that are
unpublished or have had limited distribution can be obtained for some
states from-- .

State Departments respcnsible for developing, amending, and implement-
ing comprehensive outdoor recreation plans.

. State Departments of Education (Divisions of Physical Education and/or
Special Education) regarding special surveys conducted about status of school
centered physical education for impaired, disabled, and handicapped children
and youth.
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. Colleges and Universities with special programs in adapted physi-
cal education, corrective therapy, therapeutic recreation, rehabilitation,
recreation for the ill and handicapped, physical education and/or recre~
ation for the handicapped about state or regional surveys conducted in
planning or evaluation phases of their programs. Several institutions
receiving funds from the Division of Training, Bureau of Education for
the Handicapped, Department of Health, Education, and Welfare have con-
ducted such surveys as part of their overall program efforts.

. State Affiliates of groups such as Associations for Retarded
Children, Associations for Children with Learning Disabilities, Easter
Seal Societies for Crippled Children and Adults, and Cerebral Palsy
Associations about surveys in which recreation, camping, play, physi-
cal activities, social enrichment, and related areas have been included.
