INTRODUCTION

This Directory is intended as a companion piece to the ALY
Jourcebook cf Elementary Curricula, Programs, and Projects, published

by the Far West Laboratory for Educational Research and Development in

1972. The editors of the Sowrcebook realized that descriving the pro-

grams--innovations in elementary curriculum developed during the past
ten years--was only a first step, and»that mahy readers would want to

know the reactions cf school people to those programs after they had

- adopted and used them. The purpose of the Directory is therefore to

provide the profession with a 1ist of schools in which the various
Sourcebook programs are currently being used, and which are willing to
receive visitors and/or answer telephone or mail inquiries about them.

In an effort to obtain a representative listing of schocls for the

Directory, the distributor or the developer of a Sourcebook program was

requested to provide the Laboratory with the names of schools considered
to be using the program in the way the developer had intended. It should

be kept in mind, however, that the Directory is not in any way intended

E as a1 evaluative report. Although an effort was made to learn trom a

school whether the instructional staff had received training in the use

of the listed prrgram, no Far West Laboratory staff visited any of the

g

schools listed, and no recommendation for any school is implied.

The Jirectory is, therefore, simply a listing of schools using
Sourcebook programs. By intent the 1ist is not comprehensive. Rather,
each program is represented by a few schools in different parts of the

nation. Not all geographic areas are represented for all programs, since




the Directory editors were dependent on both the references supplied by
the distr.butors or developers and the willingness of nominated schools
to accommodate inguiries or visits.

Not all of the Sourcebook titles are represented in the Lirectory.
For obvgpus reasons, all entries under the Sourcetook heading ”R%?ources"
are autometically excluded. All entries.under “Models" which already
list a dimonstration site are alsc excluded. Any curriculum materials
which are solely supplementary--such as individual kits--are not included.
In addition, some of the distributors or developers of whom we requested
school addresses were eiiher unable or unwilling to suggest one. And,
finally, wien we wrote to the schools themselves to requést further
information and nbtain their consent to be listed in the Directory, some
renlied that they were unwiiling to receive visitors, others that they
had discontinued the program; some had used the program on a pilot basis,
but were not intending to adopt it; some were using the program in grades
other than preK-5 (the grade range of the Sourcebook); and, from soue
inquiries we received no reply at all.

In contrast to the Hourceboqk, which is organized by subject area,
the Directory lists tha programs in straight alphabetical order. The
schools representing each program are listed in geographical order, east
to west. For every entry, the name of tne appropriate person to contact
to arrange visits or reply to telephone or mail inguirice is providad.

In general, the schools responued enthusiastically when asked if they

would welcome visits or inquiries. We hope, in turn, that this Director,

will be 0f use to Sourcebook readers,
