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ABSTRACT

The text of a joint resolution of Congress is
provided in three sections. The first authorigzes the President to
call a White House Conference on Library and Information Services by
1978 and includes specifications for: composition of the conference,
the role of the National Comamission on Libraries and Information
Science in planning and coordinating the conference, travel «¢xpenses,
a final conference report, the establishment of an advisory committee
of the conference, and appropriations. Section two amends the privacy
of parents and students provisions of the General Bducation
Provisions Act. Section three contains amendments to the PRducation
Amendments of 1972 clarifying provisions concerning discrimination
based on sex. (LS)
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Joint Resolution

To authorize and request the President to call a White Mcuse Conference on
Library and Information S8ervices not later than 1978, and for other purposet.

Whereas access to information and idees is indicpensable to the devel-
opment of human potential, the advancement of civilization, and
the continuance of enlightened self-government ; and

EDUrATION POSITION OR POLICY

Whereas the preservation and the dissemination of information and
ideas are the primary purpose and function of libraries and infor-
mation centers; and

Whereas the growth and augmentation of the Nation’s libraries and
information centers are essential if all Americans are to have rea-
sonable access to andequate services of libraries and information
centers; and

Whereas new achievements in technology offer a potential for enabling
libraries and information centers to serve the public more fully,
expeditiously, and economically ; 2and

Whereas maximum realization of the potential inherent in the use
of advancec technology by libraries and information centers
requires coope.ation throu;i planning for, and coordination of,
the service - o< libraries and information centers; and

Whereas the National Commission on Libraries and Information
Science is developing plans for meeting national needs for hibrary
and information services and for coordinating activities to meet
those needs; and

Whereas productive recommendations for expanding access to librar-
ies and information services will require public understanding and
support as well as that of public and private libraries and informa-
tion centers: Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
Ntates of America in Congress assembled, That (a) the President of
the United States is authorized to call a White House Conference on
Library and Infornation Services not later than 1978.

(b)(1) The pur of the White House Conference on Library
snd Information Scrvices (hereinafter referred to as the “Confer-
ence’) shall be to develop recommendations for the further improve-
ment of the Nation's libraries and information centers and their use
by the public, in accordance with the policies set forth in the preamble
to tl.is joint resolution.

(2) )l'he Conference shall be composed of, and bring together—

(A) representatives of local, statewide, regional, and nationsal
institutions, agencies, organizations, and cssociations which pro-
vide library and information services tothe public;

(B) representatives of educational institutions, agencies, orga-
nizations, and associations (including professional and scholarly
associations for the advancenient of education and research) ;

(C) persons with special knowledge of. and special competence
in, technolocy as it may be used for the improvement of library
and information services; and

(D) representatives of Federal, State, and local governments,
professional and lay people, and other members of the general

ublic.
(cr( 1) The Conference shall be planned and coenducted under the

direction of the National Commission on Libraries and Information
Science (hereinafter referred to as the “Commission”).
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(2) In adwministering this joint resolution, the Connnission shall—

(A) when appropriate, request the cooperation and assistance

of other Federardepartments and agencies in order to carry out
its responsibilities;

(B) make technical and financial assistance (by grant, con-
tract, or otherwise) available to the States to enable them to
organize and conduct conferences and other meetings in order
to prepare for the Conference; and

(C) prepare and make available background materials for the
nse of delegates to the Conference and associated State confer-
ences, and prepare and distribute such reports of the Conference
and associnted State conferences as may be appropriate.

(3) (\) Each Fedeial department and agency is authorized and
directed to cooperate with, and provide assistance to, the (‘ommission
upon its request nnder clause (A) of paragraph (2). For that pur-
pose, ench Federnl department and agency is nuthorized to provide
personnel to the Commission. The CCommission shall be deemed to be
a part of ary executive or military department of which a request is
made under clause (\) of paragraph (2).

(B) The Librarian of Congress is anthorized to detail personnel to
the Commission. npon request. to enable the Conmission to enrry ont
its functions under this joint resolution.

(4) In carrying out the provisions of this juint resolution, the Com-
mission is authorized to engnge such personnel as may be necessary,
without regard for the provisions of title 5. l'uitm{ States Code,
governing appointments in the competitive civil service, and without
regard for chapter 51, and subchapter 111 of chapter 53 of sucl title
relating to classification and General Schedule pay rates.

(5) The Commission is nuthorized to publish and distribute for the
Conference the reports suthorized wnder this joint resolution.

(6) Members og the Conference may. while away from their homes
or regular places of business and attending the Conference, be allowed
travel expenses, including per diem in lien of subsistence. ns may be
allowed nnder section 5703 of title 5, United States ('ode. for persons
serving without pay. Such expenses may be paid by way of advances,
reimbursement. or 1n installments as the Commission may determine.

(d) .\ fiaal report of the Conference, containing such findings and
recommendations as may be made by the Conference, shall be sub-
mitted to the President not later than one hundred and twenty days
following the close of the Conference, which firal report shall
nade public and, within ninety days after its receipt by the Presi-
dent, transmitted to the Congress together with a statement of the
President containing the President’s recommendations with respect
to such report,

(e) (1) There is hereby established a t wenty-eight member advisory
committee of the Conference composed of (A) at least three members
of the Commission designated by the Chairman thereof; (B) five per-
sons desiznated by the Speaker of the House of Representatives with
no more than three being members of the House of Representatives:
(C) five persons designated by the President pro tempore of the Sen-
ate with no more than three being members of the Senate; and (D)
not more than fifteen persors appointed by the President. Such advi-
sory committee shall assist and advise the Commission in planning
and conducting the Conference. The Chaitinan of the (‘ommission
shall serve as Chairman of the Conference.

(2) The Chairman of the Commission is authorized. in his discre-
tion. to establish, prescribe functions for. and appoint members to,
such advisory and technical committees as may be necessary to assist
and advise the Conference in carrying out its functions.
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(3) Members of any committee established under this subsection who
are not regular full-time officers or employees of the United States
shall, while attending to the business of the Conference, be entitled to
receive compensaticn therefor at a rate fixed by the President but not
exceeding the rate of pay specified at the time of such service for
grade (5-18 in section 5332 of title 5, United States Code, including
traveltinie. Such mem"ers may, while away from their homes or regu-
lar places of business, be allowed travel expenses, including per diem
in lieu of subsistence. as may be authorized under section 5703 of title
5, United States Code, for persons in the Government service emploved
internittently.

(f) The Commission shall have authority to accept, on behalf of the
Conference. in the name of the ['nited States. grants. grifts. or bequests
of money for immediate disbursement by the Commission in further-
ance of the Conference. Such giunts, gifts. or bequests offered the
Commission. shall be paid by tfw donor or his representative to the
Treasurer of the United States, whose receipts shall be their acquit-
tance. The Treasurer of the United States shall enter such grants,
gifts, and bequests in a special account to the credit of the Commission
for the purposes of this joint resolution.

(g) For the purpose of this joint resolution, the term “State"
includes the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico.
Guam, American Samoa, the Virgin Islands, and the Trust Territory
of the Pacific Islands.

(h) There are authorized to be appropriated without fiscal year
lLim.itations such sums. but not to exceed $3.500.000, as may be necessary
tc carry out this joint resolution. Such sums shall remain available for
ooligation until expended.
