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ABSTRACT

By virtue of a Title III Elementary and Secondary
Bducation Act grant, a student interest inventory instrument was
devised to evaluate apprehensions of students attending 5 different
high schools prior to comsolidation of the Olympia Community Unit
District 16 in Illinois. Initially administered to 183 ninth graders,
228 tenth graders, and 185 eleventh graders in May of 1972, the same
instrusent, modified to make it applicable, was again administered in
April of 1973 (to tenth graders, 160 eleventh graders, and 155
twelfth graders) and in May of 1974 (to 143 eleventh graders and 167
tvelfth graders). Students who vere administered the inventory in
1973 and 1974 were those who had attended 1 of the 5 high schools
prior to comsolidation. The inventory included questions relative to
study time; grades; feelings about the consolidated school;
individual attention; availability of subject choices; guidance
counselor assistance; the rural location of the school; gquality of
instruction; accessability of new teachers; the newv building; rivalry
among the 5 high school factiomns; instructional saterials; friendship
opportunities; transportation time; and extracurricular activities.
In general, respondents indicated a growing appreciation of the new
consolidated school. (JC)
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STUDENT INTEREST INVENTORY

Students :n the Olympia District attending the five high schools operating prior
to the opening of Olympia High School expressed some apprehensions about going to
the new "big" high school. These apprehensions were expressed verbally.

An attempt to more systematically determine what the students were trying to say
caused the development of an instrument called "Student Interest Inventori". This
instrument was administered to 183 ninth grade, 228 tenth grade and 185 eleventh
grade students on May 25, 1972, The same instrument, with modifications necessary
to make it applicable, was again administered as follows:

1. On April 24, 1973 to 176 tenth grade, 160 eleventh grade and 155 twelfth

grade students.

2. On May 7, 1974 to 143 eleventh grade and 167 twelfth grade students.

The students who were administered the Student Interest Inventory in 1973
and 1974 are those who had attended one of the five high schools iq the Olympia
District before Olympia High School.

In all but the last two questions of rhe instrument, a response of "0" in-
