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ABSTRACT

Pupils participating in the 1971-1972~tryoué of the First-Grade

Spelling Program will be taught to combine consonants (an& later,
consonant tlusters) with word elements to form progrem wbrds. This

paper presents the sequence of instruction for these elements, and the

The 1971 tryout of the SWRL ébellingﬂcomponent (describéd by
Butler, 1971a) was conducted in order to evaluate the program under
natural classroom conditions so that potential improvements could be
