1t should be noted that new preparation programs and cre-

dential reguirements were legislated in 1970 and became .
operative in January, 1973. Programs “and credentials :
established by this law are designated as Ryan Act. Prior
programs and credentials, under the Fisher Act, are still

being used and issued. The Fisher Act programs are expected

'to end and credentials will no longer be issued on an ,
initial basis after September 14, 1976. The Commission has
extended approval of Fisher Act programs until the 1976

termination date.

This directory, therefore, contains two sections dealing
with approved-institutional programs. In the first
section there is shown the credential programs approved
under the Ryan Act; in the second section all of the
programs approvéd under the Fisher Act are listed by
institution, _ -

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FOEEWORDa, (The Teacher Preparation and Licensing Law of 1970)

The Teacher Preparation and Licensing Act of 1970,

commonly referred to as the Ryan Act, is tle basic .
legislation dealing with the preparation and training

of teachers for California public schools. Thé law

outlines requirements and #imitations’ on teacher training
programs, delineate8 types of credentials, and establishes

the Commission for Teacher Preparation and Licensing to
administer the total process. The Ryan Act was made °

operational by the Commission in January 1973. However,

until September 15, 1976, credentials may be issued which

meet the réquirements set forth by the preceding legisla- *
tion (the "Pisher Act", enacted in 1961). :
One of the most important features of the Ryan Act is the
"approved programs" approach which requires institutions

of higher education to submit to the Commission a plan ~

which specifies all elements of each of their programs to

prepare teachers and administrators. In turn, when program
approval is granted to an institution it then recommends

to the Commission the issuance of the specific credential

for each successful candidate. By the elimination of the

direct application process (except in cases of individual

appeals and possibly for out-of-gtate.applicants), the

analysis of .\@ll requirements for each credential.is ¥
centered at the institution, The intent is to encourage
institutional innovation in.the design of préparation

programs. .

AN EXPLANATION OF THE AUTHORIZED CREDENTIALS S

The Basic Teaching Credentials Under the Ryan Act

4 -
The Ryan Act provides for a two-step, five-year program
leading to the basic (multiple subject or single subject)
teaching credential. Students customarily may complete
the requirements for a preliminary credential within a
standard four-year college/university program, 4nd may be
employed at that point. The preliminary credential is

issued when the applicant has met all the requirements of
the law (except the fifth year). é

Within five years, the student must complete an additional
year of study. At the end of this process, a "clear"
teaching credential is granted. : -

Ryan credentials will be issued. Most students at four-
year institutions must meet the requirements for Ryan
credentials.
