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ABSTRACT

A description of the curriculum dissemination system
of the New Jersey Curriculum hanagem2nt Center (NJCMC) is provided
for the use of educators needing these services and for other states
who wish +o establish similar curriculum dissemination systems. As a
curriculum management center in the National Network for Curriculum
Coordination in Vocational-Technical Education, the NJCNC is
responsible for curriculum disssmination to the states of
northesastern United States. The searvices they offer and procedures
for acquiring these services are described. These include the
distribution and sales of Vocational-Technical Curriculum Laboratory
publications, microfiche duplication and reproduction of curriculum
documents, conduction of workshops on curriculum resources and
Curriculum Microfiche Collection services, newsletters, and the
operatior of booths and exhibits at conferences. Materials are
obtained from ERIC, the othar five CHC's of *+he national network,
states of the northeastern network, curriculum development projects

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INTRODUCT FON
The Voeational-Technical Curriculwn Laboratory, now located
on the Kilmer Campus of Rutgevs Univevsity, has provided New Jersey
vocational educators with curriculum support services for over seven-
teen years. Under the conlinuing directorship of founder Benjamin
Shapiro, the Curriculum Laboratory has developed, published, and
distributed curriculum guides for numerous_vocational subjects, and
has maintained a library of curriculum materials, for use by educators

tnvolved in curriculwn dzvelopment.

It was on the basis of the Curriculum Laboratory's demon-
strated experience that the United States Office uf Education desig-
nated the Laboratory as a Curriculum Management Cewier in the National
Network for Curriculum Coordination in Vocational-Technical Education
on July 1, 1973. At the same time, the Laboratory became involved

in the Glassboro-Vineland career education progject.

With these awards came increased responsibilities for
curriculum dissemination in the northeastern states and in New Jersey.
A greater emphasis was also placed on careey education curriculum
services. In meeting these responsihililies, the combined project
staffs cooperatively developed procedures designed to provide rapid

access to voeational-technical and cureer education curriculum materials

to interested educators.

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I.  GENERAL DESCRIFTION QF SHE CYSTEM

A3 o Cureiculum Managerment Conter tn the National Network
for Curric.ilum Coordination in Voewtional-Techni.cal Education, the
NJCMC has rerponsibilities for curviculwa Jdissemivnation to the states
and terriiories of the northeastern United Stabtes -- DHEW's Kegions
I and Ii. These stales (Commecticut, Maine, :‘r!asséchusetts, New
Hampehire, New Jersey, New York, Puerto Rico, Khode TIsland, Vermont,
and the Virgin Islands) huve constituted themselves as the Northeast
Network for Curriculum Coordination. The. NJCMC also receives
materials from and distributes materials to the other five Curriculum

Management Centers of the NNCCVTE.

One compoment of Lhe CMC's curriculum dissemination system,
the distributiva of Vecational-leohnteal. Curriculum Laboratory pullica-
tions, was a.ready operiting. This service wolves the sale, at cost,
of documente printcd at the Currioulum Laboratory. With the re-
publication of som materizls veceived thrvugh the NNCCYTE and through
CMC-sponsored carcer educution curviculum deoelopment projects, the 1{
range of materials offeced in the Curriculum Laboratory's catalog 1
has widened. CMC artiniiics also seem 1o hwe had a positive effect 11
on regular -urvieulwn Laboratory sales volume. A well-established ‘;

In support of the curriculum disscmination system, the
NJCMC conducts workshops on curriculiom resources and CMC services,
publishes ncwsletters, and opcrates booths and erhibits at conferences

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IV. SERVICES

The New Jercey Curriculwn Management Center has established
a system of curriculum dissemination services Jdestyned to provide
New Jersey and northeastern regioﬁ educators access to a large
body of vocatiuvnal-technical and career education curriculun materials.
The mejor services involved in this system are the distribution to
arpropriate personnel of materials recetived through the National Network
for Curriculum Coordination in Vocational-Technical Education, the
distribution to northeastern state representatives and County Coordin-
ators of packets of materials from the CMC's Curriculum Microfiche
Collection, response to individual requests for curriculum materials,
development and distribution of publications describing available
curriculun resources, and other services intended to promote
greater use of ucailable curriculun resources, including presentations
and workshops before interested groups, displays and exhibits at
conferences and conventions, and submission of curriculum abstracts to
AIM/ARM. One recently developed service, arranged in cooperation
with the Occupational Resource Center, will allow for northeastern

stale use of the ORC's LRIC computer search capability.

With the regularization of procedurce for basie curriculum
dissemination services, the New Jersey . MC continues to explore the
possibility of adding new services and improving those already in

operation.
