Teachers, counselors and administrators in vocaticnal
and technicalytraining programs have lcng been concerned
that factors other than job skills play impertant roles
in determining whether or not their students actually ber- .
efit from the training piovided. These same factors ﬁelp
aétermire the degree of return that scciety reeps for pro-
viding the training ;r@grams. This study attempted to

determine the degree to which some of these factors were

present and the pattern of their influence. Of particular

concern were mobility factors, social and personal factors.

The stLtements in this section are drawn from a study

of the several composite tables. In order for the reader to

d?gw conclusions from,ény of the more detailed presentations,
one should remember that the‘first twokmobi%ity categories

are actually indicators of place stability. Theilatfer;two
indicate mobility in varying degreel. Lack of mobility is

not a problem if éhe demand for this particular skill is high
in ;he region, It does indicate that other regiong will likely °
be denied the services of the non mobile group.

In interpreting the data on social factors, "Little or no
social change needed" would indicate that the existing program
will care for the needs. "“Some social change needed" indi-
cates that the instructor wiii need to work with the student

on this problem or other services be provided. "“Extensive:*

social change needed" would indicate that the problem is beyond

the scope of the program as presently organized.
