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INTRODUCTION

This is the first of a series of Capsule-Bibliographies on current issues in urban and
minority education. It is a selection from a computer search using suitable descriptors
matched against a standard Clearinghcuse profile for "urban and minority" concepts.
Such descriptors (subject headings) as grouping procedures, cluster grouping, grouping
(irstructional purposes), heterogeneous grouping, homogeneous grouping, student
grouping, age grade placement, flexible scheduling, and ability grouping were used
to encomposs the concept of grouping practices. The bibliography covers materials in
the ERIC System from January 1970 through March i976.

Traditionally, local school boards have had the pover to assign
students to classes and tc set standards for promotion and graduationg
vith this authority has gone the discretion to decide what role pupil-
testing will play in the local schools.
