In theory, lery Job Corps enrollee should be capable of mastermg these -
careiully delineated sequential steps, although the actual rate of progress through the
sequence itself might vary tremendously.” Slow and quick students alike should
‘benefit from the«feeling of forward movement engendered by progress in small but
measurable increments, and since students could "advance at their own speed, they
would feel that they were improving as fast as possible. Individual progress was more
