INTRODUCTION

This report is a summary of the number of educational_personnel prepared
by institutions of the State University of New York and recommended, to the
New York State Education Department for educational-certification. The period
covered by this report is July 1, 1966 through June 30, 1976, with detailed
descriptions of the latter four years.

'Tables 1 through 6 contain trend data covering eight and ten-year periods.
Table 1 arrays the total number of certifications by recommending institution,.
1966-67 through 1975-76; in tables 2 and 3 these data are arrayed separately
fer provisional and permanent certifications. Table 4 arrays the total number
of certifications by area of certification, 1966-67 through 1975-76; in tables
5 and 6 these data are arrayed separately for provisional and permanent certi-
fications. Data for tables 2, 3, 5 and 6 are summarized to include 1968-69
(the earliest year in which data were collected in this format) through 1975-76.
The balance of this report is in four sections covering the four-most-recent
years in great detail: 1975-76, 1974-75, 1973-74 and 1972-73. Separate data
are provided fOr provisional and permanent certifications, as well as data
regarding sex of the recipients.

It is important to bear in mind that the data presented here are not an
exact statement of the actual number of educational-personnel-prepared. by--
institutions of the State University of New York. What is reported here is the
number.of Educational Certifications recommended to the State Education Depart-
ment by insticutions of the State University. There are educational personnel
who are trained, in whole or in part, by the State University who do not appear
in data presented in this report. Consequently, the data understate the
activity of the State University in the preparation of educational personnel.
There are a almber of reasons for this. A student may meet every requirement

r-for recommendation uy the institution, but may apply directly .to the State
Education Department for certificazion. Other students meeting all the require-
ments may not apply for certification through their college because they may be
moving out of state, do not intend to teach upon graduation, and for other
reasons. Still other students may have been enrolled only in those courses
Which when added to courses taken elsewhere, fulfill certification requirements
either through a different institution, or by direct application to. the.State
Education Department in the case where the certification area is not available
at that institution. This last case illustrates the involvement.of an institu-,..
tion in the partial preparation of educational personnel without being permitted
to reflect that involvement in this report.

For purposes of this report, a student who was recommended for certification
in more than one area within the rwelve month reporting period was enumerated
in more than one area, except where-"dual certificates" are noted. Prior-to
1974-75, the duplicated enumeration was unknown, but was expected to be so small
as to have little statistical significance. In the 1975-76 survey, the dupli-
cated enumeration is again reported, but the number of students may alga be
ascertained from the footnotes. The duplicated enumeration is small, at,
expected.
