For feedback purposes, the
teacher may determine the student's success
in doing the module'by exaRining the worksheet,
checking the credibility of the computer out-
put, and checking the answers to those questions
in the worksheet which involve comparisons,
and which the student answers after running4
the computer programs.

A teacher mAy desire to supplement the module
with a posttest on the conceptual information

,of interest rates, mortgage insurance., kinds
of insurance coverage, factors determining
insurance rates, etc., along with additional
quantitative questions comparing rates and
payments.

1. As students will be providing individual
data, it will probably be found desdrable
to let them Work onthe module individ-
ually or in small groups. A period of
general class time may be used to explain
the credit concepts described, and to:
give instrddtions on acquiring the basic
data needed.

2. Securing data wila. be the most difficUlt
part of the module. Students are under-
standably reluctant to bother a car
dealer with hypothetical questions.
Nonetheless, ta)is is the most valuable
way Tor them to get information. Dealers
will most likely be cooperative if the
ztudents know exactly-what information
they need, and what qUestions to ask,
in advance, zo as mpt to take up too
much-of the dealerIs time. Other sources
for car prices are advertisements in the
newspaper, and the tr.A.D.A. book. ,Trader.
in values are available in the N.A.D0A.
book. As a last resort, some sample
data is provided with the module.

3. Students, should again be encouraged to
find credit information on their own -
from dealei-s, banks and credit unions.
Teachers should check with their own
credit unions for sample rates. In
Denver at the end.of 1973, dealers weve
quoting add-on rates between-7%-and 10%;
banks quoted an add-on rate of. 6% for
new cars, 6 1/2% for used cars; and
credit unions quoted A.P.Ws from 9%
to 1K

Section II - Insurance (Card # 5 - $, huqent
WOrksheet # 8a)

A. The student will complete the*insurance
portion of the worksheet, using computer
output.for his answers.

-B. Teaching suggestions.

1. Students should continue to work in-
dividually or in small groups.

2. The insurance rates in the program
are taken from the tables of a high-
risk insurance company. Lower,rates
are in many cases obtainable. For
'hie' school students, however, these
rates are frequently all too accurate.
(Rates may be different in states
other than Colorado; in such a case,
an experienced programmer may be needed
to modify the data in the program.)

3. Insurance numbers are obtainable only
from the N.A.D.A. guide. If this guide
is unobtainable, probable insurance
numbers for a given car can be deduced
from the sample data provided with
the module. The important point which



is to be communicated is'that the:insura-
nce number of a car is a major,factor,
in determining the cost of insurance for 4

the car.

4: Throughout the computer portions of.the
,module, tetiCheirs will find that students
who have alrea4y dene the module will
be very helpful in assisting other stud-
ents who are.starting the module

Students should be advised that computer
input consists of numbers only - no
commas, no percent Signs, dollar signs,
etc.

You can use thisumit, and,
the accompanying computer programs, not only in the classroom, but Ss a personal
reference guide if you should purchase a car.

A credit union is like a club, to borrow money you must be a member. In many types
of employment, membership.in a credit union is automatic. So'l when you investigate
tip cost of a credit union loan, see if your parents, 'friends or teachers belong to

.

or know anyone who belongs to a credit union. Then, get on the phone and call the
credit union, a bank, and an auto dealer to obtaih the information necessary to
complete 'the tables in the worksheets. *len choosing a bank or an auto dealer, you
might \want to call several to ee which.one offers you the cheapest rate. If you
are unable to contact any of the appropriate lending agencies, your teacher will
'have ihe information necessary to complete the tables. The daily newspaper contains
advertisements of cars for salel-with prices and frequently with interest rates.

institutions involved. Most professional men are glad to help you learn
(after all, you will someday be their customers); but you are taking up their time.
Don't tie them up too long over the phone. When you call an auto dealer you might
ask to npeak with their finance man, and when you call a bank you should ask to
,speak With a loan officer. These men are the meMbers Of,their respective
organizations who will be able to answer your questions-best.

A. What kind of car are yoU List the name and model of the car you are
buying, the -nods of accessor es you watt and the year of the car.

B. What'is the' cash price of your car? This means - - What will the'car you wish
to buy cost, including all the options you Want, if'you pould give tte dealer'the
money rights_now. It you don't know thp price of your car, you may find out from
the,MADA book or fronj cards # 5-and 6. Of course, most people have to finance

the purchase of their cars. That is what you will be doing in this unit.

C. hat, is the local sales tax rat Whenever you buy anything, you pay a
-eertaiD per:_:ent of the price to the government, as a sales tax. (For instance, in
)enver, Colorado the saaes tax is'6%.) pp the everyday small:purchases you
make, this small percen'tage of tax goes--almost unnoticed. But you are now
making 4 purchase that runs sometimes many thousands of dollars and the sales

.

tax becomes very significant. The tax itself may come to hundreds of dollars,
depending on the price of your .par. When you talk to a dealer, find out what
the-current sales tax.is in your community. A word of caution: If you shop
around, trying tp beat the.sales tax rate in your community, you may end up having to
pay it anyway. Some communities charge sales tax according to where you livei
rather than where yod make your purchases. Check it out first; otherwiie you
,alight end up paying twice as much tax.

. D. Do you have a trade-in? Iflyes', then how much will the dealer allow you?
IV youjave an old ctr it is WZia some amount bf money. This ad'car can be
used like .money, andecan be used toward the purchase of your new car. The

'value a dealer gives'your old car'is called the trade-in value. If you call a
dealer, ask him if he can give you-a general trade-in value for your old car.,
Remember, he might not be able to 0 since the value of.t,he trade-in varies
'greatly because each individual'a car has been taken care of in a different.
'manner. But if your car is in good shape, and you don't want to keep it
for a second carp you should probably trade it in.

If you have a trade-in, its value will be subtracted from the price of your new
ear before the sales tax is figured. Thus, the sales tax will be computed on the
price of your new,car, minus the tr e-in value of your old car. If you don't

'shave a trade-in, you'll have to pay m re,sales tax.

Almost a ways, a sea er ask you to pu some o your money down. This is
usuaqy a small amount but you can't bUy the qar if you don't have this amount.
The amount of the down,payment.varies with the price of the car. If you talk to
a dealer, ask him what size down-paymenyhe wants. Remember, your down payment is

,,-conneáted only withia dealer; so4on't ask a banker about it. In the CARR program,
you will u8e the down-payment only As an aid in figuring out the amount.of money
you will nItad to pay a dealer after.you borrow it from a bank or a credit uhion.

F. How mar months will your loan r ? The longer you borrow the money you need to
buy your car the more interest you wftlpay. So, the to-HT]. cost "of your car will
increase. However, the whole purpose of borrowing,the money is so you can maqte a
lot of small payments instead of one big one. You are paying for the conveniince,of
those smaller monthly payments you can make without 'taking away from your otheifheeds.
The; larger the payment you, make, the Tess will be the total amount of interestyoil,,
have to pay. .If yau finance the loan for a relatively short time, your payment
may be,larger than if you had financed the loan for a longer time, but you will'

delend up payipg less overall.

H. What it; the annual 'percentage rate? the annuga. percentage rate is a percentage
figured on the unpaid beaance at the end of each month. Credit unions use an apnual
percentage rate; if, when you talk to them, they give you a monthly rate, multiply
it by twelve..

The annual percentage rate-and thb add-on rate are different expressions of the same'
- the amount.of interest iou pay. ]If yaa_multiply the add-on rate by the

amount you borrow by the. number ,of years your loan runst you.will have the total
amount of interest. Thelannual percentage rate, on the other hand, shows how much:
i8 dequ*d from what 'you borrow atter eaph payment; out of each payment) first

-te 'interest, According to the A.P.R., is paid off, and then the*rest of the
payment i5 deducted from the amount you borrowed. (If you want, to see how
this works, run the coMputer program called AMORTLOAN.) Any add-on rate quoted
to you amounts to a little more than twice the.equivalent annual percentage rate.

When you run the progradh you will find that the amount of insurance ydu pay is
decided mainly by two things: youY driving record, and the insurance number of the
Tar Sron buy. The insurance numVer is found in the N.A.D.A. (National Automobile
Dealers' Association) Handbook, or on Cards # 5 and 6, and makes a big difference
An.yeur insurance-costs., Ran the prognam with the car you select, but using dif-
corent insurance numbers, and you will see the difference the insm4ance number makes.

The- premium'', the computer prints out are taken from a set of tables for 1973 used
4 an in:mrance company specializing in high,-risk drivers (those drivers who have
poor driving recqrd3).
