Who is Being Trained? ° .

. . Based on estimates by directors of the 118 projects for
which complette information is availakle, slightly more than
101,000 education personnel will receigg regular education
inservice training during the current year. THis figure repre-
sents® an underestimate of ‘the total number, of trainees who will
participate in training pregrams offered by REGI projects because

féurteen‘projects were unable to provide trainee data. .

Table 3 provides a breakdown of trainees by role. Ninety-°
two of the reporting projects are involved in training a total
of close to 40,000 regular classroom teachers. In recognition
of the necessity ef also involving -administrators and supervisors
of those.teacher's (particwlarly .building principals), 79 projects
are training a total of nearly 5000 in. this role group. The )
continued attention to the training of-teams, of personnel demon-

-~ Strates a recognition 'of the importance of training - a wide range.
of educational and support personnel who relate in a variety of
rokes to handicapped children in local-schools and support the
.efforts of regular classroom teachers. TIncluded in the "other™
category are a wide variety of support personnel such as social
-workers, nurses, physicians, recreation therapists, and transpor- '
tation.personnel whose primary.role will be, in turn, to train
.their colleagues back in theitr own schbols. This is a dramatic
increase from the 21 projects that were, training trainexé last
year. This ripple effect means that many more personnel will be
impacted by the REGI effort than is reflected in the totals on
Table 3.

Though many ‘projects are involved .in training teams of
instru¢tional perSonnel and a- variety of role groups in the -
schools to support .regular educators in thetr work with handi- »
capped children, this section will highlight that training
provided directly to regular classroom teachers. .

- Regular classroom teachers receivVe- inservice training in
a Variety of delivery modes with workshops continuing to be ot
the most frequently used approach as Table 6 show§. Presen-
tations and lectures by experts are the second most frequently
used training mode often as a parf of a workshop format. Peer
observation, laboratory 31muIa€§oﬁs, small group study, and
expert consultation are often integral td projects primarily
using workshops. Similar patterns and combinations of modes
can be seen in the training of other role groups.

Projects thi's year are véry similar to those lakt year
in that they are continuing to use an increased number of
training modes thgt dllow for greateg_individualizétion in the
training experiences. Though workshops and lectures may be
Very effective ways of increasing knowledge in trainees, the -
more individualized strategies are more effective in developing
skills ,and implementing those® skills back in the trainee's
Wbrkplace. It would appear that REGI projects are more sophis-
ticated now in the selection of delivery strategies than in’
past years. Though fewer trainees may be reached using these
. strategies than what is possible with a large lecture format, »
for example, .impact data may indicaté the training to be more
effective in increasing teachers' and others' skills in . ? .

The inservice content Contlnues to cover a broad range of
materdial to assist regular classroom teachers to work with
handicapped students in their classrooms. = The major topltal
areas covered are handicapping(conditions, at®itudes toward the
handicapped, use of resources, specific teachlng techniques,
tlassroom hanagement, IEP's, assessment, and the law.

A. cqmparable percentage’ of projects. (59% thiis year
compared t0\587 last ?ear) are training administrators in
addition to regular classroom,teachers, recognizing the impor--
tance of building pringipals+and other admlnlstrators to ,the
regular teacher successfully 1mplement1ng new .skills ih hls/
her work back in the classroom. Administrators tend to receive
training in workshop formats supplemented by lectures and
expert consultation in patterns 31mllar to regular classroom
teachers. Administrators tend to be trained in smaller groups
for fewer hours than regular teachers as shown in Table 8.
ThougH the content of administrator training shows a good deal
of overlap with regular teachers, there is greater emphasis ,in
leadershlp and change skills as illustrated in Table 10.°

What are the characteristrcs of' the Tarqet Populations? -

As in the past, the overwhelming majority of the grojects
provide training.to prepare trainees to deal with the full
spéctrum of ﬁanalcapplng conditiens. Table 11 depicts the
distribution of projects by handicapping conditions covered

as part of the training content. Table 12 reveals the focus
on the special needs of part;cular populations withtcomparable
percentages to last year's figures for eacp category.
