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The multi-media materials included in this bibliography
are limited to _those which deal with the Six Nations of the

- Iroquois people. They are not limited to those materials

which describe the Iroquois in New York State. In Pre-Columbian
times the Iroquois resided in what is now Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Ontario and Quebec as well as New York. Since the nineteenth
century Iroquois people have been dispersed to Nisconsin,
Oklahoma and other states. Therefore it would be an unwarranted,
and academically unsound, restriction to consider materials

which only depict the Iroquois people in New York State.

Several entries in this bibliography are no longer
beinz produced. Some have been substantially revised. They
are included because, like out-of-print books, they are still
generally available in media collections. Some have been
revised solely for the purpose of reducing the total number
of reels or strips. Other revisions took place to make the
material conform more closely to a state curriculum revision,:
Therefore the particular edition a user may desire will be
determined by the circumstances of its use as well as avail-
ability.

¥here an entry is part of a series the series name is
given but not the other titles in the series. Since many
series include titleginot relevant to this bibliography, in-
clusion of the oftenﬂlengthy list of titles would represent
needless clutter. Additionally, some publishers sell titles
separately and some do not. As a result users of this list
will often find single titles from a series in a media collect-
ion. If purchase of a title is considered the publisher should
be consulted to determine both current price and sales policy.

Prices have been included for several entries but not for
most of them. Those listed are not more than two years old.
The rapid increase in prices over the last few years mitigates
against the inclusion of prices guoted prior to 1980.

It is believed that each of the entries contained in this
bibliography is a realistic portrayal of Iroquois culture. The
user should remember, however, that while some items make use of
photographs or native art many more use studio art. "Although it
was not possible to view every entry a person wishing to make use
of any of these resources should preview ard cO6mpare them. In
this way, when two productions on the same subject exist in
different styles, the user will be able to determine which style
presents the desired information in the manner most appropriate.

Published guides to non-print media which accurately portray
Indians are few, One useful guide is American Indians:s _An Anno-
tated Bibliography of Recommended Resource-Materials for the
Elementary Srades published by ERIC (ED 056 798). The Museum of




she American Indian has recently published Native Americans_in
Filr_and Video which was unavallable at the time this list was
compiled. rost of the guides to resources about Indians are
dated »nd of little value. Such is the case with the publications
of Crare, Kellerhouse and Hertzberg listed in the Reference List
2t the end of this Bibliography. The published guides of great-
est value are those which discuss the selection of media in
ceneral. Using them prepares -the user to delve into the various
media indexes which are updated periodically. Of these the NICEM
indexes, Media Review Digest, Lander's Film Reviews, and the EFLA
Evaluations are the most valuable.

In seeking media on the Iroquois a number of sub ject headings
are used repeatedly. These included »Iroquois", "Indians", "Native
Americans", and the names of each of the Six Nations (Seneca,
Cayuga, Onondaga, Oneida, Nohawk, Tuscarora). Knowledge of this
will help in user updates of this resource list.

The reference- cited at the end of each entry represents the
location of further information on that produgtion. The most -
comprehensive reference found is cited. Usua?ly this is an index
which will direct the user to critical reviews and publishers
or producers. Where no reference is cited the medium was not cited
in'an index.

Age levels ard synopses are given for each entry. These
were taken from the reference cited. Where no reference was cited
the compiler based the notation on personal evaluation, The
varied sbilities of students will necessitate each user's personal
evaluation of the appropriate level of use. Indicagors used in
this list are as follows: P-primary grades (K-3); I-intermediate
grades (4-6); JH-junior high (7-9); H-high school (10-12); C-college.
Where a grade level was given by a vendor or index it was converted
to this system to provide uniformity.

Playing times, where shown, are those indicated by the pro-
ducer.

Complete citations for the noted references appear at the
end of this bibliography. In addition a list of selected addresses
is also provided. This latter list includes those producers
and distributors not commonly listed in the various. media indexes.
