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State and LoCal Expenditures for Vodational Education Continue Steep Decline

The ratio of non-Federak to .Federal dollars spent for Vocational edU ation dropped

for the third-consecutive-year, from 8.3 to 1 in 1979-80 Eo 7.8 to 1 in 1980-81,

'according to the' National,Centar fox Education Statistics (NCES). The'idecline is

largely-Attributable todecieasing State and local expenditures.

These and other data were Teporeedixo NCES by State Education Agencies through the

Vocational Education Data,System tVEDS). The data here describe expenditures for

prOgrams admihistered under the Vocational Education.Act (VEA), P.L. 94-482.

While total exptnditures for Votational Education Act programs increased from $2.6

billion in 1971-72 to $7.5 billion in school year 1980-81, the ratio of non-Federal

toilFederal dollars started to decline after the 1977-78 school year. This is a

.
ieversal of the 'constant yearly ratio increase from 1971-72 xhrough 1977-78,

when a high of 10.4 to 1 was reached (chart 1).
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Expenditures from non-Federal sources, during the 10 years more than&ripled to 4

$6,6 billion, while Federal expenditures did not quite double to $0.8 billion
..

,

(table 1). In terms of constant 1980-81 dollars, Federal amounts increased by
only 2 percent, while non-Federal dollars decreasdd by 12 percent since school
year 1977-78. The difference between Federal and non-Federal constant dollars
(chart 2) is aecreasing at a ,faster rate since 1977-78 than It increased before
that time.

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Expenditures of,Federal funds are reported according to four specific legislative

sections of the VEA. These are "Basic Grants," Section 120; "Program Improvement,"

Section 130; "Special Programs for the Disadvantaged," Section 140; and "Consumer

and Homemaking," Section 150. Most of the funds, Federal as well as non-Federal,;,.

were spent for "Basic Grants" in the three school years. Second highest expendi-

tures were for "Consumer and Homemaktng" (table 2).

In addition, four National Triority programs -- Handicapped, Disadvantaged,

Limited English Proficiency and Adult and Postsecondary 4- were established by the

,Vocational Educati Act, Section 110. The Act requires that a speCified percent

)11
of the Federal al cations be expended for each of four programs serving 'these

special groups. Following general requirements of the percentage distribution
0 specified by law, most of the monby was spent for Adult and Postsecondary programs; '

while the least amount was spent for Limited English Proficiency Programs (table 3).

In each of the four programs, expenditures of funds from non-Federal sources

exceeded those from Federal soufEis. -

In ti* last 3 years, States accelerated their expenditures of Federal funds for

each bf the National priority programs during the first year of availability. This

was'especially true for adult and postsecondary programs, where States spent 18.1

percent in the first year that 1979.funds were available and 20.2 percent the first

year that 1981 funds were availabla(table

The national ratio of non-Federal expenditures to each Federal dollar spent for

"Basic Programs" was 9.33 to 1, for "Program Improvement".2.02 to 1, for "Special

Programs for the Disadvantaged" 0.48 to 1, and for "Consumer and Homemaking" 9.4 to 1.

Since matching funds are not required for "Special Programs for the,Disadvantaged,"

only 27 States spent non-Federal funds in this category (table 5). -

Technical Notes and Definitions

Vocational Education Data System (VEDS) data are a yearly summary of vOcationalP

education data compiled by each State. .The finance data, which are a part of this

system,'are certified by ,the State's authorized official.

Data on vocational education finance for all programs administered under the

Vocational Education Act-were reported by States to the NCES through the Vocational

Education Data System. Since fiScal Year 1980 was the first year Federal funds

became available under Section 102, the amount expended, $3.3 million, was not

included in the tables.

The finance data submitted tcOCES on a prescribed form are checked for mathematical

accuracy and compliance. Any'questions arising from the review and analysis of the

data are discussed with the State and the resolution documented. The data are

then processed and presented without imputations by NCES.
