Trade Schepl System beéan operation in 1948 at which
time the Denmark Area Trade. School, under the super-
vision of the State Departmegt of Education, began
serv1ng a primarily Black population. Operating
under, this administrative structure until 1969, the
institution gradually became more comprehensive in
its program offerings and grew in enrollment, In
1969, the control of Denmark Area Trade School was
transferred to the South Carolina Advisory Com-

mittee for Technical Training and the school
became Demmark Technical Education Center. Today,
the institution is under the control of the State
Board for Technical and Comprehensive Education,
serves a predominantly Black student clientele,
whilé gradually increasing its effotts to attract
an increased number of non- minority students.
