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Table 5 displays housing value, contract rent, and median family income

in California, by county, in 1980. Data in this table may be used to determine

the relative wealth of school districts within county boundaries;

California's median housing value in 1980 was $84,700, with 30 percent of .

the housing ranging in value between $50,000 and $79,999. Marin County had the

highest median housing value ($151,000). Modoc County, with the lowest median

hodsing value at $40,100, had more than 68 percent of its residents living in

housing valued below $49,999.

In 1980 the median monthly contract rent in California was $253, with a low

of $176 for Sierra County: and a high of $348 for Marin County;

Median family income for California was $21,537. Marin County ($29,721)

and San Mateo County ($27,279) had the highest median family incomes; and Lake

County ($13,522) and Yuba County ($13,751) had the lowest median family

incomes.
