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California State Library

The State Library's service mission is to ensure that all people in
California may consistently and convzniently obtain the information and
library materials they need. The Library carries out this mission by
helping people directly, by helping the libraries that serve them and
by advocating a public policy that encourages access to information and
library materials. Ways in which the Library meets these service goals
include programs to provide library services to the Legislature, state
agencies and administration; to administer state and federal programs
of financial aid to public libraries; to provide consulting and inter-
library services in backup of local libraries; to collect and preserve
library materials on California and the West; and to offer special
client services to disadvantaged and handicapped citizens.

Established by the first Legislature in 1850, the California State
Library is a division of the State Department of Education. The State
Librarian is appointed by the Governor and administers the State Library.
State Library services are provided from two bureaus, each directed by

a chief of service. Library Development Services Bureau is the field
arm, including consultants and specialists who work with state institu-
tions, public libraries and systems throughout the state, and local
government officials and citizen groups. State Library Services Bureau
sections provide services to the public and support the operations of the
rest of the State Library. Additional sections, supporting library adminis-
tration, report to the Assistznt State Librarian.
