;.- Science Foundation. In 1982; Sclence Service assumed the task of publication because of the importance of
e student science training programs This d1rectory will be sent to more than 21,000 schools.

T We hope that pubhcatlon of the d1rectory will help interested students to find programs which w1ll contrib-

= “ute to their academic development. We also hope that it will encourage other institutions to develop student

o hsclence tra1n1ng programs so that thousands more students can part1c1pate in such programs.

TYPES OF TRAINING OFFERED

"-A'Student science tra1n1ng programs are des1gned to prov1de talented high school students with'educational .

- opportunities in-science; engineering, and mathematics beyond those normally.available in courses or
_ laboratory work in the students’ schools. The primary means of accompllshlng this is by bringing outstand-
. - ing students into contact with the instructional staff, research personnel, and general resources of colleges,

: un1vers1t1es, and research 1nst1tutlons (prlvate, 1ndustr1al and’ government) -

o Programs are offered at dlfferent tlmes throughout the year

¢ -Suminer: pr1mar11y in the months of June, July, and August. The duration ranges from
- approximately one week to ten weeks. Many institutions offer more than one session,
‘ enabllng the student to study several subJect areas over the summer. ’

e . Academic Year. dur1ng the school year ‘Most institutions operate with' two semesters, ’
~ with coursework completed each semester. Typically the fall semester begins in Sep-
tember and ends in December and the spring semester begins in January and ends in
. May. Actual dates vary and you should contact the’ particular institution of interest for
-specific dates and appllcatlon deadlines. Some institutions operate on a trimester basis,
mean1ng they offer three sessions 'during the school year. Students can usually partici-
pate in one or all sess10ns oﬁ‘ered

° Year Round: both summer and academ1c year. Students usually -have the option of par-
ticipating for the entire year, the academic year only, or the summer only. In this di-
rectory, dates are.usually given only for the summer and the 1nst1tutlon should be con-
tacted for specific dates during the academic year.

There are three types of programs:

° Research: involves the students as junior associates of a research team or as pr1nc1pal
~investigators on a problem of appropriate difficulty, under the direct supervision of an
experienced research scientist.. This type of activity is generally of more benefit to
students with a strong background who can be assigned to a single problem for the

- duration of the project.

° Courses: provide students with academic experiences not available in their schools for
some reason (too high level, too few students interested, l1ack of qualified teachers, bud-
get, etc.). They may consist of courses specially des1gned for the program, regular early

- college courses, advanced placement courses, regular high school courses, or remedial
courses.

. Research/Courses- provide course instruction in combination w1th offerlng students
.the opportunlty to do some sort of research

Most programs take place on college campuses, but they also may he at hospitals, research institutes,
1ndustr1al laboratorles, or in the field.

e  Commuter: are those programs which take students who live in the local area and who
commute each day and return home at night.

o Remdentlal take students from outside the local area and house and feed them, gener-
lly in college f acilities.

o Commuter/Remdential take both commuters and res1denhal students who come
from outs1de the local area.

;7 school teacher, principal, and/or counselor recommendations, and motivation. In some cases, prograias give

.. " preference to minorities. Some institutions have established very specific selection criteria, such as a

© certain grade point average (GPA) or'a GPA based on science courses which the student has taken..

. o ESTIMATED COSTS AND SCHOLARSHIPS

- In most cases students are expected to pay their own expenses for room, board, travel, and tuition. A
.. .number of programs have scholarship funds available to help students who could not attend otherwise.

~ Applicants must make their financial needs known when they fill out application forms for the institution

they wish to attend.‘ Most scholarships are based on financial need. However, some are based on academic
- achievement. In cases where there are no costs to students, scholarships are not applicable (n/a).

INQUIRIES AND APPLICATIONS

‘Prospective applicants should obtain more detailed information about individual programs and request.
. application forms from the contacts named in each entry in the directory. A post card or telephone call is
usually sufficient. Early application is encouraged. Most programs have application deadlines two or three
