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SUMMARY

The average U.S. farm at the end of 1985 operated 709 acres and for the year
had production expenses of about. $74,000, assets of $325,000, capital
investments of $10,000, gross cash farm income of $82,000, and debts equal to
22.5 percent of total assets. These data come from the 1985 Farm Costs and
Returns Survey conducted in February and March 1986 by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture's National Agricultural Statistics Service. This probability-
based survey provides comprehensive farm operation information for analysis
of farm operating and financial characteristics by size, type, location,
occupational specialty, organization, and operator age. These disaggregated
categories were used to cross-tabulate information on farm production expenses,
farm numbers and acreage, land use, farm labor, capital investments, and
financial indicators. findings include:

o Farms and Land in Farms. The largest farms were in the Mountain region
and operated 4,500 more acres than the smallest operations in Appalachia.
Beef, hog, and sheep farms represented 39 percent of farms and accounted
for Omost 60 percent of '..otal U.S. farm land. Over 60 percent of farm
operators were identified as full-time operators.

o Farm Acreage Purchased, Sold, and Rented. Farm with sales of $500,000 or
more sold more total acreage than any other sales class. Farm operations
in the Northern Plains, Mountain, and Southern Plains regions were
responsible for 70 percent of total land purchased. The average and
number of rented acreage were highest for operators 35-44 years old.

o Farm Labor and Wages. The Southern Plains and Pacific regions accounted
for 57 percent of total agricultural expenses for contract labor.
Operators of dairy farms worked an average of 68 hours per week, almost
twice the U.S. average. Full-time farm operators worked an average
of 49 hours per week, compared with part-time farm operators who worked
19 hours per week.

o Capital Investments and Improvements. Cash grain, dairy, beef, hog, and
sheep farms accounted for 74 percent of U.S. total agricultural capital
investment. Total new capital investments exceeded $1 billion in the
Lake States, Corn Belt, Northern Plains, and Southern Plains. Farm
operations spent an average of $1,300 for maintenance and repair for
each 100 acres operated.

o Farm Production Expenses. Average production expenses were over $100,000
in the Mountain and Pacific regions. Cash grain, dairy, and beef, hog,
and sheep farms accounted for over 75 percent of U.S. total agricultural
production expenses. Part-time farm operators' production expenses were
unly one-fourth of the $96,000 reported by full-time operatcrs.

o Farm and Nonfarm Income Sources. Nonfarm income represented 2 percent
of total income from all sources on the the largest farms, compared with
88 percent for farms with sales less than $10,000. Total livestock sales
e. 'cceeded crop sales in all regions except the Corn Belt, Delta, and
Southeast. Nursery and greenhouse and poultry farms reported the highest
average gross farm income at $200,000, twice the average of all farm
types.
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o Farm Assets and Liabilities. Farms with sales above $40,000 held over
85 percent of total farm operator debt. The ratio of debts to assets
ranged from 0.13 in Appalachia to 0.35 in the Lake States. Full-time
farmers were responsible for over 70 percent of total assets and
82 percent of U.S. farm operator debt.





Farm Operating and Financial Characteristics, 1985

INTRODUCTION

This report presents an assortment of disaggregated farm economic data from

the 1985 Farm Costs and Returns Survey (FCRS). The U.S. Department of
Agriculture's Economic Research Service (USDA-ERS) and the National
Agricultural Statistics Service (NASS) conduct the annual survey. The 1985
survey obtained comprehensive farm operating and financial data for over
11,000 U.S. farm operators. These data were cross-tabulated by measures of
farm size, regional location, type of farm, and other farm operator charac-

teristice. The data presented and discussed in this report are intended to
serve as a national source of farm operating and financial indicators (2).1/
Because the survey is conducted on a probability basis, measures of
statistical precision can be developed to establish data reliability. Thus,

the tables include the coefficients of variation associated with thB data.

THE FARM COSTS AND RETURNS SURVEY

For the 1985 FCRS, 22,945 farm operators in the 48 contiguous States were
contacted in February and March 1986 through personal enumeration yielding
over 11,000 usable questionnaires. The FCRS is an integrated survey which
combines multiple versions of a questionnaire to simultaneously obtain
production expenses, capital purchases, financial information, detailed
production practices data, and other farm operating characteristics.

The FCRS is a probability-based multiframe, stratified survey. Since the
FCRS is a probability sample, each respondent represents a number of farms of
similar size and type. Thus, sample data can be expanded using appropriate
weights to represent the U.S. farm population. Estimates based on the
expanded sample differ from what would have occurred if a complete enumeration

had been taken. These differences result from sampling and nonsampling
variability. Sampling variability can be measured by the coefficient of
variation to provide a perspective on the reliability of the data (1).

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The sample consists of an area frame stratified by land use encompassing all
land segments in a State and a list frame of known operator addresses
stratified by economic size and other attributes. The list frame can best
capture the large portion of expenses and income associated with a relatively
small number of large farms. It is difficult, however, -o maintain an up-to-
date list for smaller operations. Thus, an area frame is also used to
alleviate incompleteness in the list frame.

The 1985 FCRS used five questionnaires to obtain detailed whole farm data for
all survey respondents and enterprise-specific data for hog, dairy, and cow-
calf (eastern and western) operators, and potato growers. One questionnaire
was devoted to gathering detailed expenditure and financial items. The
remaining four contained aggregate expense and financial information and

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detailed production que..;tions for the four operation types. All five

questionnaires can be combined to perform production expense and financial

analyses.

The FCRS data were hand- and machine-edited in NASS State offices. MSS
personnel in Washington summarized the data and constructed various farm

size and type variables on the basis of reported information This summary

process also involved constructing survey expansion factors.

Both NASS and ERS use the FCRS data extensively for production expense

summaries, financial analyses, and other publications and staff work

(3, 4, 5, 8, and 9).!.
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FARM NUMBER ESTIMATES

The 1985 'CRS provides an expanded estimate of 1.56 million U.S.
farms. In contrast, the USDA official number of farms for 1985 is
2.28 million (11). This difference in farm number estimates is largely
due to how -141.4 are defined under the FCRS and by the 1982 Census of
Lorieulture'0(12.

The 1985,auiV4 represented all major farm types. Livestock producers
constitUted.584erdent of farms, while operations primarily devoted to
crop produCtion accounted for 42 percent of farms. In the 1982 Census
of Agriculture, crop and livestock producers represented 46 and
54 percent of farms, respectively (12).

SURVEY COVERAGE

Selected FCRS results are compared with other data sources to further
demonstrate the survey's range and accuracy. Items chosen for comparison
represent several aspecLs of the 1985 survey's design and generally
constitute major comrYa-2r.ts of any comprehensive alalysis.

Major crop production and yield estimates from the 1985 FCRS closely resemble
the official Agricultural Statistics Board (ASB) data for 1985 (11). For
example, the 1985 FCRS estimate of corn grain yield was 117.9 bushels per
acre, compared with 118.0 bushels reported by the ASB. Total corn grain
production was 8,256 million bushels in the 1985 FCRS versus the ASB's
8,865 million bushels. The 1985 FCRS estimate of total wheat production was
2,180 million bushels, compared with the ASB's 2,425. Total acres harvested
of principal crops were 313.6 million acres in the 1985 FCRS, while about
331.1 million acres were harvested by ASB.

Although livestock numbers and production are not reported in the FCRS,
annual sales can be compared with other data sources. Total sales of meat
animals (cattle and calves, hogs and pigs, and sheep and lambs) from the 1985
FCRS were $31,287 million, compared with ASB receipts of $38,259 million (11).

Direct comparisons between FCRS and available secondary data may not always

be appropriate. Sample design and underlying variable definitions in each

data source are important considerations when such comparisons are made.

FARMS AND LAND IN FARMS

All 1985 FCRS respondents reported information on total operated acreage.

Total land operated is agricultural land owned plus land rented or leased

from others, including AUX land, less land rented out.2/ The components of

tables 1-8 were obtained directly from FCRS questionnaires. The tables

provide several items pertaining to land use, including acreage of pasture

land, double-cropped land, and land removed from production for participation

in Government programs or summer fallow.

The 1.56 million farms operated over 1.1 billion acres of land: farm

operators owned 476 million acres, rented 364 million acres, and rented

out 30 million acres (table 1). Total acreage in pasture represented almost

50 percent of all land operated, while total land operated removed from

production for participation in Government programs, summer fallow, or other

reasons was about 5 percent. The average farm size, including AUM land, was

709 acres. About 55 percent of farm operators rented farmland that averaged

428 acres per farm. The majority of this acreage was cash rented. The

26 percent of U.S. farms that reported removing land for Government programs

removed an average of 59 acres from production.

Sales Class

Farms with sales in excess of $40,000 represented 40 percent of total farms

and accounted for 80 percent of total operated land (table 2). The largest

total operated land occurred for farms with sales of $40,000-$99,999. The

number of acres of land and buildings owned was highest in the $100,000-

$249,999 sales class. The FCRS data reveal that 4 percent of farms with

sales of less than $10,000 reported removing land from production to partici-

pate in Government programs, while over 40 percent of farms in each of the

top four sales classes reported idle land in conjunction with Government

programs. The tenure relationship (ratio of owned to operated land) was

43 percent for farms with sales of $500,000 and over and about 71 percent for

farms in the smallest sales class.

Region

On average, the largest farms were in the Mountain region and operated abut

4,500 more acres per farm than the smallest farms found in Appalachia

(table 3). The Corn Belt contained 21 percent of U.S. farms while the Delta

States had the smallest share of total farms at 4 percent. The number of

acres rented and rented out was highest in the Northern Plains. Farm

operations in the Corn Belt and Northern Plains contained over half of all

land removed from production for participation in Government programs.

Type of Farm

Beef, hog, and sheep farms accounted for almost 60 percent of total land

operated (table 4). Cash grain farms had the highest total and average

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rented acreage and represented the largest proportion of total farms at
26 percent. Cash grain, tobacco, and cotton farms rented nearly 60 percent
of their total land operated. About 13 percent of cash grain farms reported
using land for double cropping, the most among farm types, and accounted for
over half of total land used for double cropping. Cash grain, tobacco, and
cotton farms were responsible for over 75 percent of total cropland removed
from production for Government programs.

Type of Farm Organization

The majority of farms (89 percent) were individual operations, averaging
496 acres of operated land per farm (table 5). Corporations reported the
largest average operated acreage at 4,200 acres per reporting farm, followed
by partnerships which operated 1,700 acres per farm. Corporations also bad
the highest average number of acres and buildings owned. Farm organizations
other than individual operations owned less than half of total land operated.

Occupational Specialty

Full time farmers represented over 60 percent of total farms (table 6).
Operations run by hired farm managers represented about 1 percent of all
farms and, on average, were twice as large as individual farm operations.
Operations run by full-time farmers accounted for over 90 percent of land
removed from production for participation in Government programs.

Acres Operated

Eleven percent of total farms operated more than 1,000 acres, while
35 percent operated 100 acres or fewer (table 7). Farms that operated more
than 500 acres were responsible for over 80 percent of total cropland removed
for Government prt:7rams. Farms that operated more than 2,000 acres rented
out the largest ;,1 acreage at 9,000 acres. The next largest amount of
acreage rented G.. as by farms which operated fewer than 100 acres, and
rented out 6,000 acres.

Age of Operator

Operators more than 65 years old ran 18 percent of total farms (table 8).
Farm operators 45-54 years reported the largest average operated acreage
(982 acres) per reporting farm. Farm operators over 65 years owned over 50
percent of their total operated land. Farm operators younger than 35 years
owned less than one-third of their total operated acreage. With the
exception of the 65 years and older age class, about 30 percent of farms
reported removing land for Government programs.

FARM ACREAGE PURCHASED, SOLD, AND RENTED

Tables 9-16 present information from the 1985 FCRS regarding U.S agricultural
land transactions. The acreage and market value associated with the purchase,
sale, or rental of land were obtained from the survey. In addition to acres
purchased, sold, and rented, land sales data are delineated by intended use,
providing an estimate of land leaving the sector.

A reported 8 million acres of farmland were purchased by about 3 percent of
total farm operations (table 9). An average of 152 acres of land and

buildings were purchased per reporting farm, with an estimated total purchase

value of $92,000. Over 1.2 million acres of farmland and buildings were sold

for nonagricultural use. An average rent of $25 per acre was paid for the

216 million acres for rented cash. The average value of share rented acreage

was $54 per acre. About 10 percent of farms reported renting farmland to

others, totaling almost 30 million acres. The average value of rent received

for this land was $33 per acre. Net rentals were estimated at over 300

million acres or about 30 percent of total land operated.

Sales Class

With the exception of the largest sales class ($500,000 or more in sales),

total acreage purchased exceeded total sales (table 10). Farms with sales of

$20,000-$39,999 and farms with sales of $100,000-$249,999 reported the

largest increases in total land and buildings owned. Total number of acres

sold was highest on farms with sales of $500,000 more, accounting for 30

percent of total acres sold. Net number of acres rented was highest for

farms with sales of $40,000-$249,999.

Region

Farm operations in the Northern Plains, Mountain, and Southern Plains

regions were responsible for 70 percent of total land purchased (table 11).

Land purchass were made by 5 percent of farms in the Mountain region and

only 1 percent of farms in the Pacific region. Farms in the Mountain

and Southern Plains regions reported the lowest average value of cash and

share rent per acre. Farm operations in the Northern Plains, Mountain, and

Southern Plains regions accounted for over 60 percent of total farmland

rented to others.

Type of Farm

Other livestock operations were the only farm type that sold more farmland

than purchased (table 12). Beef, hog, and sheep farms reported the largest

net increases in acres of land and buildings owned and accounted for almost

60 percent of total farmland purchased and 50 percent of total sales. Cash

rent per acre ranged from an average of $9 per reporting beef, hog, and sheep

farm to over $96 for vegetable, fruit, and nut operators who cash rented land.

Type of Farm Organization

Individual operations were the only organization type to report net increases

in total landownership (table 13). Partnerships paid the highest cash rent

per acre ($32) while individual operations paid the highest share rent ($52).

Ten percent of individual operations rented an average of 151 acres of

farmland to others for $38 per acre.

Occupational Specialty

Full-time farmers conducted the majority of land transactions that accounted

for over 70 percent of total acres purchased, sold, rented, and rented out

(table 14). Part-time farm operators cash rented four times as many acres

as were share rented, while operations run by full-time farmers cash and

share rented about the same amount of acreage.



Acres Operated

Farms that operated 100 acres or fewer rented out nearly two times the amount
of acres than were rented in (table 15). The majority of total farmland
rented to others occurred in the largest (more than 2,000 acres) and smallest
(fewer than 250 acres) farms. Sales and purchases of land and buildings were
concentrated in the 2,000 acres or more acreage class.

Age of Operator

Land purchases were most prevalent for farm operators of 3544 years old,
where 6 percent of these operators purchased land (table 16). The greatest
amount of acreage purchased, however, was by farm operators 45-54 years old.
Operators within this class also sold the largest amount of land. The
percentage of farms selling land and buildings increased as operators became
older. Furthermore, the number of operators selling farmland for nonagricul-
tural use was greater than the number of operators who sold land for farming
when operators' age exceeded 55 years. The average and number of rented
acres were highest for operators 35-44 years old.

FARM LABOR AND WAGES

Data from the 1985 FCRS provide detailed information on hours worked per week
and annual wages. Cash wages include incentives, bonuses, and employee's
share of social security taxes paid to all hired workers and family labor.
Tables 17-24 present U.S. expenses for contract labor and the value of fringe
benefits paid to hired workers as separate line items.

Farm operators worked an average of 38 hours per week (table 17). Operators
and family members earned an average wage of about $9,000 per reporting farm.
Full-time (50-week work year), employees earned an average wage rate,
excluding fringe benefits, of $5 per hour. Nine percent of farms reported
contract labor at an average expense of $9,000 per year.

Sales Class

Average per farm values of labor hours and cash wages paid were positively
related with increases in sales (table 18). Commercial farm operators
worked more than 50 hours per week, while operators of the remaining small
farms worked an average of about 40 hours or fewer per week. Farms with
sales above $500,000 employed almost half of all contract labor.

Region

Farm operators worked an average of more than 40 hours per week in the
Northeast, Lake States, Northern Plains, and Mountain regions (table 19).
Average unpaid labor hours ranged from 20 hours per week per reporting farm
in the Southern Plains and Pacific regions to 32 hours per week in the
Northeast. Total number of hours per week for full-time labor was highest
in the Pacific region and lowest in the Corn Belt. The estimated hourly
earnings, excluding fringe benefits, of full-time workers were above the U.S.
agricultural average of $5 in the Northern Plains, Southeast, Mountain, and
Pacific regions. The Southern Plains and Pacific regions accounted for
57 percent of total expenses for contract labor.

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Type of Farm

Operators of dairy farms worked an average of 68 hours per week, almost twice
the U.S. average (table 20). Over 50 percent of nursery and greenhouse
operations reported hiring full-time labor, while this same figure was below
10 percent for beef, hog, and sheep farms. Full-time employees of vegetable,

fruit, and nut and nursery and greenhouse farms received hourly wages in

excess of the national average. Vegetable, fruit, and nut farms were
responsible for 46 percent of total U.S. expenditures for contract labor.

Type of Farm Organization

Over 60 percent of corporate farms reported having full-time labor (table 21).
The proportion of full-time workers reported by other organization types was

considerably lower. Operators of corporations and partnerships worked an

average of 10 more hours per week than did individual operators. The average

wage all reporting farms paid to operators and family was six times higher

on corporate farms than on individual operations. Individual operations
accounted for over 50 percent of total expenditures for contract labor.

Occupational Specialty

Full-time farm operators worked an average cf 49 hours per week, compared
with part-time farm operators who worked 19 hours per week (table 22). Hired

farm operators received average annual wages of over $30,000. Full-time farm

operators earned an average of about $10,000 per year, while part-time farmers

received half that amount. Average expenditures per reporting farm for con-
tract labor ranged from $4,000 for part-time farm operators to $21,000 for

farms run by hired managers.

Acres Operated

Large farms had higher annual wages and average hours worked per week

than small farms (table 23), On farms of fewer ::an 250 acres in size,

operators worked an average of fewer than 4r hours per week.

Age of Operator

Seventeen percent of farm operators 45-54 years old reported hiring full-time
labor, while only 11 percent of farm operators over 65 years old hired

full-time labor (table 24). The average hours worked per week declined as

the age of operator increased. For example, the youngest farmers, under
35 years old, worked an average of 43 hours per week compared with 32 hours

per week by operators over 65 years.

CAPITAL INVESTMENTS AnD IMPROVEMENTS

Expenditures for new capital items such as machinery and equipment, building
construction, and other farm improvements were also reported in the 1985 FCRS.
Expenses for motor vehicles and tractors are the farm share of purchase price

less any trade-in or discount received. New purchases of farm machinery by the

farm operator or landlord are also reported as net expenses. Expenses for new

building construction and farm improvements are not attributable to landlords.
The tables present U.S. farm operator expenditures for maintenance and repair

of existing capital.
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Total new capital investment by farm operators was nearly $10 billion
( table 25). Expenditures for farm machinery and equipment represented about
70 percent of total new capital investment. About 50 percent of total farm
operators reported new purchases of farm machinery and equipment, while only
12 percent of farms constructed new buildings. The average expense for all
new capital investment was over $10,000 per reporting farm. Total expend-
itures for maintenance and repair of all capital items were almost $6
billion. The majority of maintenance and repair was for motor vehicles and
farm equipment. The average expense for maintenance and repair was less than
half the average expense for new capital investment or about $4,000 per
reporting farm.

Sales Class

Farms with sales of $100,000-$249,999 had the highest total new capital
investment (table 26). Total new capital investment was over $1 billion in
each commercial farm category. The number of farms reporting new capital
investment was over 70 percent on the largest farms and decreased to
50 percent on farms with sales less than $10,000. Farms with sales over
$40,000 accounted for over 80 percent of total expenditures for maintenance
and repair of existing capital. Motor vehicles and equipment represented the
largest portion of total expenses for new capital investment and maintenance
and repair in all sales classes.

Region

Total new capital investments exceeded $1 billion in the Lake States,
Corn Belt, Northern Plains, and Southern Plains (table 27). New capital
investment was above the U.S. average of $10,000 per reporting farm in the
Northern Plains, Delta States, Southern Plains, Mountain, and Pacific
regions. Tctal expenditures for new motor vehicles and farm equipment were
highest in the Corn Belt. The Southern Plains had the highest total
expenditures for new building construction. Corn Belt farms had over $1
billion in total expenditures for maintenance and repair, which represented
20 percent of that total. The average expense for maintenance and repair for
motor vehicles and equipment was over $5,000 per reporting farm in the
Northern Plains, Mountain, and Pacific regions.

Type of Farm

Cash grain, dairy, beef, hog, and sheep farms accounted for 74 percent of
total new capital investment (table 28). Motor vehicles and equipment were
the major investment items on cash grain and da.try farms, while new building
construction was closer to investment for motor vehicles and equipment on beef,
hog, and sheep farms. Poultry farms reported the lowest total new capital
investment at $196 million. Average expenses for all maintenance and repair
exceeded $5,000 per farm on cash grain, vegetable, fruit, and nut and dairy
farms.

Type of Farm Organization

Individual farm operators were responsible for 76 percent of total new capital
investment and 71 percent of total expenses for maintenance and repair
(table 29). Average new capital investment ranged from $9,000 per reporting
farm on individual operations to $29,000 for corporate farms. Corporations
reported the highest average expenses for maintenance and repair at $17,000 per



reporting farm, followed by partnerships and individual operations which had

$8,000 and $3,000 per reporting farm, respectively.

Occupational Specialty

Average new capital investment by hired farm managers of $31,000 per reporting

farm was almost three times larger than the average expense full-time farm

operators reported (table 30). Full-time farmers, however, were responsible

for over 75 percent of both total new capital investment and total expenses

for maintenance and repair. Operations run by hired farm managers had the

highest average expenses for maintenance and repair at $18,000 per reporting

farm, followed by full-time farmers and part-time operators, who spent an'

average of $5,000 and $1,600 per reporting farm, respectively.

Acres Operated

Farms that operated more than 2,000 acres invested an average of $28,000 in

new capital, compared with farms that operated fewer than 100 acres that

invested $6,000 (table 31). As acreage operated increased, machinery and

equipment's share of total new investment became larger. Farm operations

spent an average of about $1,000 for maintenance and repair for each

100 acres operated.

Age of Operator

Except for farm operators 65 years and older, total new capital investment

was over $2 billion in each age class (table 32). Farm operators 35-44 years

had the highest total new capital investment. Farm operators younger than

45 years invested an average of over $12,000 per reporting farm in total new

capital, while operators 65 years and older had about $6,000 in new capital

investment per reporting farm. Total expenses lor maintenance and repair

were highest for farm operators aged 35-64 years.

FARM PRODUCTION EXPENSES

A large portion of the 1985 FCRS was devoted to gathering information about

U.S. farm operators' production expenses. ASB reported and summarized these

data. Because of conceptual and definitional differences in components of

individual expense items, data presented in this report may differ from NASS

production expenditure summaries (10). Many of the expense categories

reported in this report pertain only to expenses incurred by farm operators

rather than both landlords and operators. Differences also exist between

production expenses reported in this report and those published in Economic

Indicators of the Farm Sector series (6). Production expenses from the PCRS

are typically lower, since expenses in the sector accounts are benchmarked

to the 1982 Census of Agriculture and include landlord expenses.

Farm operators reported total production expenses of over $115 billion

(table 33). Expenses for feed, interest, livestock and poultry purchases,

and labor were the largest components of total production expenses. The

average farm incurred about $74,000 in production expenses. The highest

average expenses were for purchases of cattle and calves at $22,000 and

poultry at $19,000 per reporting farm. Thirty percent of farms reported

purchasing cattle and calves, while only 4 percent of farms purchased

poultry. Other items with large average values ;ere cash and share rent,

feed, interest, and hired labor.
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Type of Farm Organization

Individual operations were responsible for 67-percent of total produc
expenses, although nearly 90 percent of farms reported being individu
tions (table 37). Partnerships and corporations each had total produc
expenses of approximately $20 billion, but there were about three times
many partnerships as corporate farms. Average production expenses were
over $400,000 on corporate farms and about $55,000 on individual operatio
Feed, interest, and cash and share rent were the major expense items for
individual operations. Feed, hired labor, and interest occupied a large
share of total expenses of corporations and partnerships.

Full-time farmers accounted for 80 percent of total production expenses
(table 38). Part-time farmers' average expenses were only one-fourth of the
$96,000 reported by full-time farm operators. Operations run by hired farm
managers had average expenses over $400,000. Interest accounted for about
12 percent of total production expenses of full- and part-time farmers but
only 6 percent of total expenses on farms run by hired farm managers.
Eighteen percent of total production expenses were attributed to labor on
farms with a hired farm manager. Labor represented about 9 percent of
total expenditures for both full- and part-time farmers.
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Acres Operated

Total production expenses were greatest on farms operating 501-1,000 acres

(table 39). Farms that operated fewer than 100 acres had average expenses

of $27,000, while the largest farms (more than 2,000 acres operated) averaged

more than 10 times this figure. Feed and hired labor were the largest expense

items on farms operating fewer than 100 acres. On farms -:,perating more than

2,000 acres, purchases of cattle and calves, interest, ens labor were tLe

major expense items.

Age of Opera :or

Farm operators 35-44 years old reported the highest average production

expenses at $91,000. Operators 65 years and older reported $38,000

(table 40). Operators 45-54 years had the greatest trital production expenses.
Cash and share rent, interest, and feed were the major expense items for the

youngest operators. On farms run by operators 65 years and older, purchases

of cattle and calves, feed, and hired labor were the largest components of

total expenses.

FARM AND NONFARM INCOME SOURCES

Annual farm income is distinguished between crop and livestock receipts and

other sources of farm income such as Government payments, custom work, cash

and share rent, and other farm related sources of income. Crop receipts do

not include crops placed under CCC loan programs. Total annual crop and

livestock sales are reported in the 1985 FCRS regardless of production year.

Nonfarm income includes net income earned from businesses other than far,
gross cash wages earned by operators and fami'y members off the farm, interest

and dividend returns from all investments, and other sources of nonfarm

income.

Total income from all sources was over $162 billion: $49 billion were .prom

crop sales, $57 billion from sales of livestock and poultry, $21 billion in

other farm income, and over $35 billion from nonfarm sources (table 41).

Cash grain receipts accounted for more than half of total crop sales. The

largest components of total livestock receipts were sales of milk and cattle

and calves. About 30 percent of total farms reported income from either

direct Government payments or CCC loans at an average of $10,500 and

$33,000 per recipient, respectively.

Government payments, including net CCC loans, were about 10 percent of gross

farm income. Over 80 percent of total farms reported off-farm income.
Average total nonfarm income for these operations was nearly $27,000.

Sales (,lass

Average gross farm income from all sources was nearly $1.2 million on farms

with sales over $500,000, while farms with sales less than $10,000 had an

average gross farm income of $4,000 (table 42). Total livestock receipts

consistently exceeded total crop sales. The largest components of other farm

income were custom feeding and grazing on farms with sales of over $500,000

and net CCC loans and direct Government payments on farms with sales of

$10,000-$499,999. On farms with less than $10,000 in sales, the value of

home consumption represented the largest portion of other farm income. Farms
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with less than $10,000 in sales reported almost half of total nonfarm income.
Nonfarm income was about 2 percent of total income from all sources on the
largest farms, while this figure was 88 percent on farms with sales less than$10,000.

Region

Total income from all sources was almost $34 billion for Corn Belt farms, the
highest among regions (table 43). Total livestock sales were greater than
total crop sales in all regions except the Corn Belt, Delta, and Southeast.
Farms in the Lake States, Corn Belt, and Northern Plains reported over 80
percent of total income from net CCC loans. These farms also received
about 60 percent of direct Government payments. Nonfarm income accounted
for 40 percent of total income from all sources in Appalachia. Average gross
farm income was over $100,000 in the Northern Plains, Mountain, and Pacific
regions.

Type of Farm

Beef, hog, and sheep and cash grain farms accounted for nearly 60 percent
of total gross farm income (table 44). Cash grain farms received the
majority of Government payments, either direct payments (60 percent) or
net CCC loans (77 percent). Nursery and greenhouse and poultry operations
had average gross farm income in excess of $200,000, twice the average
gross farm income for all farms. Beef, hog, and sheep farms reported
almost half of total nonfarm income. On other livestock farms, nonfarm
income represented 50 percent of total income from all sources.

Type of Farm Organization

Individual operations were responsible for 70 percent of total gross farm
income (table 45). Individual operations were the only organization type
for which total livestock sales were greater than crop receipts. Direct
Government payments and net CCC loans accounted for the majority of total
other farm income for irlividual operations and partnerships. On corporate
farms, custom feeding and grazing accounted for 50 percent of other farm
income. L,erage gross farm income was nearly $500,000 for farms organized
as corporations, while an average of $59,000 in gross farm income was earned
on individual operations.

Occupational Specialty

Farms run by hired farm managers had average gross farm income of about
$558,000 (table 46). This figure was over five times the average for
operations run by full-time farmers and almost 10 times the average income
from all sources part-time farmers reported. Full-time farmers received
over 90 percent of total direct Government payments and net CCC loans.
The largest component of total other farm income on farms run by a hired
manager was custom feeding and grazing. Total nonfarm income was over
60 percent of total income from all sources for part-time farmers at an
average of $42,000 per reporting farm.

Acres Operated

Total gross farm income reported in the 1985 FCRS was highest for farms that
operated 501-1,000 acres (table 47). Crop sales accounted for the majority



of farm income on farms that operated 501-2,000 acres while, for the
remaining farms, sales of livestock represented the largest portion of gross
farm income. Farms that operated more than 250 acres received the majority
of direct Government payments and net CCC loans. Nonfarm income represented

50 percent of total income from all sources on farms That operated fewer
than 100 acres. This figure was 10 percent on the largest farms (more than
2,000 operated acres).

Age of Operator

Farm operators 35-54 years old had the highest total and average gross farm
income (table 48). The majority of income from direct Government payments
and net CCC loans went to farm operators who were under 65 years. Total

income from interest and dividends was highest for farm operators 65 years

and older.

FARM ASSETS AND LIABILITIES

The value of assets reported in tables 49-56 were obtained directly from 1985
FCRS questionnaires and represent operators' estimates of current market
value. Assets are in four general categories that include land and buildings
owned, inventories, machinery, tools, equipment, and other assets of the farm

business. Debt owed by the farm business as of January 1, 1986, was reported
for nine types of lenders.

Total farm assets and debt were about $504 billion and $114 billion,
respectively, resulting in total equity of about $390 billion (table 49).

The ratio of total debt to total assets was about .225. Land and buildings
owned accounted for the majority of total assets. Private banks, Federal land
banks, and the Farmers Home Administration held over 60 percent of U.S. farm

liabilities. The average U.S. farm had $325,000 in assets and $121,000 in
deb.. Average equity was almost $252,000 per reporting farm.

Sales Class

The average value of assets on farms with sales over $500,000 was over
$2 million, while farms with sales less than $10,000 had average assets of

$148,000 per reporting farm (table 50). Average values of farm d?bt were
also positively related with increases in sales. The ratio of total debt

to total assets was 0.28 on the largest farms but decreased to 0.08 on
farms with less than $10,000 in sales. Farms with sales over $40,000 owed

over 85 percent of total farm debt.

Region

Corn Belt farms reported the highest assets, debt, and equity (table 51).
The average value of assets was over $600,000 in the Mountain region and
$182,000 in Appalachia. Diversity in the value of total assets was largely

due to differences in the value of land and buildings across regions.
Appalachian farms had the lowest average debt at $58,000 per reporting farm,
while the highest average debt (1176,000) was in the Pacific region. The

ratio of total debt to total assets ranged from 0.13 in Appalachia to 0.35
in the Lake States. Average equity was over $500,000 per reporting farm in
the Mountain region.



Type of farm

Cash grain and beef, hog, and sheep farms accounted for over 60 percent of
IL.S. total assets and debt (table 52). Vegetable, fruit, and nut operations
reported the highest average values of assets ($451,000), debt ($165,000),
and equity ($362,000) per reporting farm. Tobacco and cotton farms had the
lowest average value of assets, while nursery and greenhouse operations
reported the lowest debt. Average equity was less than $200,000 per
reporting farm on tobacco, cotton, and poultry farms.

Type of Farm Organization

The average value of assets was over $1 million per reporting farm on farms
organized as corporations and about $264,000 for individual operations
(table 53). The ratio of total debt to total assets was highest for partner-
ships, followed by individual operations and corporations, Average equity
ranged from $204,000 on individual operations to over $1 million on corporate
farms.

Occupational Specialty

Full-t:tme farmers were responsible for over 70 percent of total assets and 82
percent of farm debt (table 54). Farm operations run by hired farm managers
had the highest average values of assets, debt, and equity. The ratio of
total debt to total assets was 0.15 for part-time operators and operations
run by hired farm managers and 0.25 for full-time farmers.

Acres Operated

Total assets were highest on farms that operated more than 2,000 acres, while
the highest total debt was on farms that operated 501-1,000 acres (table 55).
The ratio of total debt to total assets ranged from 0.14 on farms that
operated fewer than 100 acres to 0.31 on farms of 1,001-2,000 operated acres.

Age of Operator

Farm operators 55-64 years old had the highest value of total assets
(table 56). Operators 35-44 years old reported the highest value of total
farm debt. The ratio of total debt to total assets was 0.37 for the youngest
operators and declined to 0.08 for operators 65 years and older. Average
equity was positively related with age. Farm operators younger than 55 years
owed over 70 percent of'total farm operator debt.
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APPENDIX- -CLASS VARIABLES AND FARM PRODUCTION EXPENSES

Sales class - The seven sales classes in the tables are $500,000 and over,
$250,000-5499,999, $100,000-$249,999, $40,000-$99,999, $20,000-$39,999,
$10,J00-$19,999, and less than $10,000. The last category is an amalgam
of the four NASS reported categories: $5,000-$9,999, $2,500-$4,999, $1,000-
$2,499, and less than $1,000. Respondents were asked to check a box
representing the sales class of the operation. The result then formed the
basis for defining the economic size.

Farm type Farm operators were asked to identify the farm type
classification which represented the largest portion of commodity sales from
their farm operation. The NASS types of farm classifications are defined as
follows.

Cash grain: Largest portion of farm receipts from corn, soybeans, other
grains, and rice.

Tobacco and cotton: Largest portion of farm receipts from cotton,
cottonseed, and tobacco.

Vegetable, fruit, and nut: Largest portion of farm receipts from
vegetables, fruits, tree nuts, and berries.

Nursery and greenhouse: Largest portion of farm receipts from nursery and
greenhouse products.

Other crops: Any remaining crop farm.

Beef, hog, and sheep: Largest portion of farm receipts from cattle (except
dairy breeding stock), hogs, pigs, sheep, and lambs.

Dairy: Largest portion of farm receipts from milk and dairy products.

Poultry: Largest portion of farm receipts from broiler," other chickens,
turkeys, and eggs.

Other livestock: Any remaining livestock farm.

Farm organization Respondents were asked to identify their farm operation
as an individual operation, corporation, partnership, or cooperative.
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Occupational specialty - Respondents were asked to indicate how they spent
50 percent or more of their work time: full-time farming, hired manager, or

other. For partnerships, the combination of all the partners was to be
considered.

Acres operated - Land owned plus land rented (free, share, cash, and AUM)
minus land rented out equals land operated. Acreage classes were defined to

be consistent with those used in the 1982 Census of Agriculture. The acreage

classifications were defined as follows: more than 2,000 acres, 1,001-2,000
acres, 501-1,000 acres, 251-500 acres, 100-250 acres, and 100 acres and fewer.

Operator age - Operators were asked to provide their age. Five age classes

were developed from this inforetion: 65 years and older, 55-64 years, 45-54

years, 35-44 years, and 35 years and under.

Cattle and calves - Operator and landlord expenses for purchases of breeding
stock beef and dairy cattle and calves as well as all other cattle.

Hogs and pigs Operator and landlord expenses for purchases of hog and pig

breeding stock and all other hogs and pigs.

Sheep - Operator and landlord expenses for purchases of sheep and lamb
breeding stock and all other sheep and lambs.

Poultry - Operator and landlord expenses for purchases of broiler chicks,
broilers, egg-type chicks, starter pullets, layers, turkeys, and eggs.

Other livestock - Operator aud landlord expenses for purchases of other

livestock or poultry, such as horses and fish.

Livestock and poultry services and supplies - Operator and landlord expenses
for custom feeding of livestock, pasturing or grazing of livestock, bedding,
litter, and straw; veterinary supplies and services; livestock chemicals; and
purchases of equipment for livestock and poultry placed on a depreciation

schedule for farm records.

Feed - Operator and landlord expenses for purchases of feed grains, hays,
forages, mixed or formula feeds, concentrates, supplements, salt, minerals,
byproducts, or additives.

Seed Operator expenses for purchases of seed, seed treatments, and other
seed expenses such as for cleaning, bagging, germinating, and testing fruit
and nut trees, and vines.

Lime and soil conditioners - Operator expenses for purchases of gypsum,
humus, peat, and other materials, including material expenses for noncustom

applications and material and application expenses for custom applications.

Pesticides - Operator expenses for purchases of crop and livestock

pesticides, including material expense for noncustom applications and
material and application expenses for custom applications.

Fuels and oils - Farm share of purchases of diesel, gasoline (both delivered
bulk and purchased at a service station), liquid petroleum and natural gas,
other fuel (such as fuel oil, kerosene, coal, and wood), and motor oils and

fluids.



Autos, trucks, tractors, and other machinery leased - Farm share of expenses
for rental or lease of autos, trucks, tractors, irrigation equipment, and
all other farm equipment.

Containers, marketing, and transportation - Operator and landlord expenses
for marketing containers and storage and transportation for marketing,
including check off, allotment, rental, commission, and yardage fees.

Custom hired work - Operator and landlord expenses for custom work, excluding
chemicals and fertilizers such as land tillage, planting or seeding, and
harvesting.

Hired labor - Total cash wages including bonuses for all hired workers
(excluding payments to operator and family members); expenses of insurance,
pensions, and employer's share of social security taxes, worker's compen-
sation, and unemployment compensation; and cash values of furnished lodging,
board, and other items.

Contract labor - Total expenses for contract labor.

Interest - Interest paid on farm real estate debt and operating loans
for the farm business.

Taxes - Total property or school tax:s paid.

General business - Farm share percentage of expenses for electricity,
telephone, water, and registration and license fees as well as insurance,
irrigation assessments and fees, and other general farm business expenses
such as accounting and legal fees, farm office equipment, and soil testing.

Cash and share rent - Total cost of cash- and share-rented land.

Miscellaneous - Expenses for motor tires, tube repairs, and equipment and
leasing of equipment, hand tools and supplies, and livestock.
