ABSTRACT

Information is presented from an employment survey of
Michigan college graduates, focusing on destinations, average
starting salaries, and unemployment for 1987-88 at all degree levels.
Some of the study findings are as follows: (1) after completing their
degrees, graduates could be working full-time, pursuing other
educational goals, or still seeking employment, and more than 60% of
all graduates were working while 8%-11% were anemployed; (2)
depending on the degree level, pursuit of additional education varies
from a high of 22% among associate's degree recipients to a low of 7%
for Ph.D. recipients; (2) approximately 75% of the bachelor's,
master's, and doctnral graduates remain in the state of Michigan; (4)
bachelor's recipients are more likely to accept jobs outside the
state; and (5) technical fields, especially engineering and
engineering technologies, computer science, business, health
sciences, industrial arts, and agriculutral sciences generally

receive the highest starting salaries across all degree levels.

SUMMARY

The information in this report has been compiled from statistics received from
thirty-on< (31) public and independent two- and four-year colleges and universities in
Michigan. Several institutions which have participated in past years were in the process of
converting to new database systems and could not provide data this year. Their systems are
to be operationalized in time for next year’s report.

Institutions reporting data this year, accounted for approximately 37%, 43%, 58%,
39%, and nearly 57% of certificate, associate, bachelor’s and master’s and doctoral (not
including medicine and law) degrees, respectively, awarded in the 1986-87 academic year.
These figures are based on a comparison with statistics provided by the Michigan
Department of Education. (See Note 1).

In reporting follow-up information to the Institute, placement officials included
professional degrees (law, medicine, and veterinary medicine) and professional certificates
requiring more than three years of graduate education with Ph.D. recipients. This grouping
produces some discrepancies, particularly in education and health sciences, between the
State’s data base and graduates reported by participating institutions.

As in previous years, several discrepancies were encountered between State data and
reported numbers at the bachelor’s and master’s degree levels. Renewable natural
resources, marketing, and law were curriculum areas with noticeable differences between
data bases. No reason for these deviations has yet been pinpointed. Caution needs to be
taken in making comparisons in Tables 1, 4, 7, 10, and 13.

Tables 1, 4, 7, 10 and 13 compare State data on degrees conferred with graduates
reported by participating institutions for certificate, associate, bachelor’s, master’s and
doctoral degrees, respectively. (See Note 2). A compaiison is also made between degrees
conferred and graduates responding to their institutions’ follow-up studies. Respondents
represent 9%, 25%, 38%, 21%, and 43% of the total certificate, associate, bachelor, master,
and doctoral degrees conferred, respectively. The response rate, as a percentage of the
number reported having graduated by participating institutions, was: 29%, 58%, 66%,
54%, 54% for certificate, associate, bachelor, master, and doctoral degree levels,
respectively. These latter figures were generally lower than last year’s figures, indicating a
drop in the number of students completing follow-up surveys at the participating
institutions.

After completing their degrees, graduates could be working full-time, pursuing other
educational goals, or still seeking employment. These three categories capture the majority
of graduates as reported in Tables 2, §, 8, 11 and 14. If these three columns (employ>d
full-time, unemployed, and school) in any row do not total 100% (consider rounding error),
the remaining graduates have been placed in an "other" category. The "other" group
consists of foreign students who return to their home countries, individuals who are
unemployed but not seeking work, and a few individuals who are working part-time. A
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summary of these major tables reveals that more than 60% of all graduates were working
and 8%-11% were unemployed. Depending on the degree level, pursuit of additional
education varied from a high of 22% among associate’s degree recipients to a low of 7% for

Ph.D. recipients.

The number of graduates in full-time employment could vary widely between specific
program areas. Considering programs with S0 or more graduates (10 for Ph.D. programs)
and adjusting for programs where a larger percentage of students continued their
education, high employment rates (above 75%) were reported in these areas:

Many programs had lower employment rates because large numbers of graduates have
continued their education. Unemployment rates exceeded 10% in several nrograms found
within each major curriculum area. Even in highly marketable fields, such as business and
engineering, unemployment existed.

Full-time employment was further broken down into two categories, either emploved
in Michigan, or employed outside the state. For several institutions that did not designate
where their graduates were working, their graduates have been included in a category,
"location unkown." Approximately 75% of the bachelor’s, master’s and doctoral graduates
remained in Michigan. Bachelor’s recipients were more likely to accept jobs outside the
state. The location of a large percentage of certificate and asscciate degree receipts was not

known.

Monthly and yearly average starting salaries for all majors are reported in Tables 3, 6, 9,
12, and 15 for the respective degrees. A summary of the major CIP codes is presented in
the table below. Technical fields, especially engineering and engineering technologies,




computer science, business, health sciences, industrial arts and agricultural sciences,
generally received the highest starting salaries across all degree levels. Because of the sm::!
number of salaries reported in some curriculum areas and differing levels of work
experiences prior to receiving their degrees, particularly at the master’s ana doctoral levels,
some care needs to be taken when generalizing from these figures. Similarly, caution
should be taken in interpreting certificate salaries, as many of these recipients have a great
deal of work experience before entering school. It should also be noted that salary figures
have not been adjusted for less than full-time employment, start-up time for private
consuiting practices or businesses, or internships or short-term training programs required
by some companies before being placed on full-time work status.

The figures presented in this report serve as useful references for discussions on the
placement of college graduates from Michigan’s colleges and universities. Absolute
geaeralizations should not be drawn from these results. Several data limitations exist that
may influence any interpretation. The number of respondents reporting salaries was often
smaller than the total number of respondents; thus starting salaries may be biased,
reflecting remuneration for only a small group of giaduates. Also, several majors had very
few individuals responding, fewer than five in some cases, which could skew the resultsfor
these majors. When using this report, the reader should carefully compare results for the
curriculum area of interest in each table; for instance, compare number responding with
numbers reporting salaries before drawing any conclusions.

NOTES

1. Data contained in these follow-up reports vary from year to year deperding on the mix of
schools participating and the response rates each school obtain for their inclividual surveys.
In some cases, an institution has several placement offices, all of which werz not able to
supply data to this report. From the University of Michigan, an institution with a
decentralized placement function, the Engineering Placement and the Career Planning and
Placement offices have provided data for this report. The latter office provides general
career counseling to all students with the largest percentage from the School of Literature,
Science and the Arts. Only students who use their services participate in the follow-up
study. The figures supplied by these two offices from the University of Michigan only
represent their clientele and may not be as representative of students from the entire
University.

2. Throughout this report, curriculum areas are listed by their classification of instructional
programs (CIP) code that brings together similar programs based upon program purpose

and program category. For further discussion see the Michigan Postsecondary Admissions
and Financial Assistance Handbook, Michigan State Board of Education, 1985, pp. 164-166.
