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INTRODUCTION

This report of tuition and fees Is the tenth in an annual series published by the WICHE
Information Clearinghouse. The report contains tabular presentations el tuition and fee charges for
full -time, full-year attendance at public institutions in 15 western states.

This year tuition and fees for resident out-of-district and nonresident students at two-year
institutions have been added. Averages for these categories are included in the regional averages
(Tables A and B) beginning in 1988.89. Charges are reported for the following categories:

1. resident in-district/county students at two-year institutions

2. resident out-of-district/county students at two-year institutions

3. nonresident students at two-year institutions

4. resident undergraduate students at four-year institutions

5. nonresident undergraduate students at four-year institutions

6. resident graduate students

7. nonresident graduate students

For each of the seven categories, student charges are reported for the current and prior
academic years (1989-90 and 1988-89) and for 1985.136, in order to show the percent change in these
charges over one-year and five-year periods. Separate tables present arithmetic averages for specific
groups of institutions and states. Percent changes in these averages from previous years are also
provided.

Uniform definitions are used in collecting data from the states. Tuition is defined as the total
dollar amount paid by a full-time student for a full academic year - two semesters, three quarters, or
two trimesters. Required fees are defined as the total fees that a majority of fulltime students pay in
addition to tuition.

Several states charge tuition for nonresident (or out-of-state) students only, while resident (or
in-state) students pay only educational or instructional fees. , he definitions and terminology vary in
different. states. For consistency, the instructional fees are in L'i ed as tuition and required fees. Also
included are other incidental fees, many of which are used to support various student services. For
resident students at two-year institutions in California, only the uniform state fee is reported. Based on
these definitions, this report provides reasonably comparable figures for the average costs faced by full-
time students.

Whenever necessary, any errors identified in the data for previous years have been corrected.
For an overview of state policies for determining tuition charges and student residency requirements
see Appendix A of the 1986.87 report on Tuition and Fees in Public Higher Education in the West.

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HIGHLIGHTS

Tuition and fee charges for students at public institutions in the West continued to Increase in
1989-90. In terms of regional averages, these increases varied from 4.6 percent for nonresident
students at two-year institutions to 15.4 percent for nonresident graduate students.

For resident in-district students at two-year institutions, the full-time tuition and fee charges
average $729 in 1989-90, a 6.4 percent increase over the previous year, and $793 for resident out-
of-district students at two-year institutions, a 7.0 percent increase. For nonresident students at two-
year institutions, the tuition and fee charges average $2,876, a 4.6 percent Increase over the
previous year.

For resident students at public four-year institutions in the West, undergraduate tuition and
fees average $1,362 in 1989-90 and graduate tuition and fees average $1,596. This is a 7.8 percent
increase for undergraduate students over the previous year and a 9.8 percent increase for graduate
students.

Nonresident undergraduate and graduate students at public institutions in the West pay
substantially higher tuition and fee charges in 1989.90. For nonresident undergraduate students the
average charge is 13.3 percent greater than in 1988-89 and for coresident graduate stedente the
average increase is 15.4 percent. The average tuition and fees luir nonresident undergraduates is
$4,920 and for nonresident graduate students it Is $5,271.

Table A summarizes the average charges for full-time students in each of these categories for
the years 1980-81 through 1989-90, using data reported in the following institutional tables and in
previous years' reports. Table B indicates the yearly percentage changes in average tuition and fee
charges since 1980-81.

The data for 1989-90 indicate a continuing pattern of increases in student tuition and fee
charges that exceeds the level of general price increases. The sharp increase in nonresident tuition
and fees is approximately three times the 5.0 percent increase in the Consumer Price Index for the
12 months ending July 1989.
