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PUBLIC DOMAIN AND SHAREWARE PROGRAMS
An LLRC Fact Sheet

The cost of acquiring a computer system is only an
initial expense. The software necessary to make the computer
useful to an individual, especially to someone operating on a
limited budget, adds an additional expense. The specialized
peripherals or sofiware required by an individual with a physical
impairment increase the total cost of the system.

Because of the high cost of commercially-produced
software, many individuals have urned to the vast array of free
or almost-free software available. Described as public domain,
frecware, shareware, or user-supported, this software varies in
quality from simple games to computer programs which perform
much the same as their costly counterparts.

Sharcware (freeware, user-supported) programs may be
copywritten, but the owner has given others permission to share
thera. In most cases, the owner requests voluntary payment of a
small fee if you use the program on a regular basis. The fee you
pay to the author usually entitles you to the latest version of the
soilware, limited support, and complete documentation. Share-
ware isanaltemative distribution system which allows you touse
and evaluate a program at no risk. Shareware tends to be of better
quality than public domain, some program documentation may
beincluded in the disk, and (if you pay the fee) telephone support
does exist. Much sharoware is nearly comparable (o that avail-
able commercially; in fact, some shareware products are not
duplicated in the commercial market.
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TO THE EDUCATIONAL RESOURCES

Public domain software is not the same as sharcware.
The term "public domain” means that there is no limit on
distribution; you can legally copy and distributc the program to
others. Public domain may or may not be copywritten, Anower
may copywrite (and legally own) aprogram and permit others to
giveit away. Public domain software has little or no documen-
tation. If you can't figure it out, or if it doesn't work correctly,
there is no support. Source code is usually included, so that users
can modify progvams for their own nceds.
