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ABSTRACT

All public institutions in the state of Maryland must
submit a Minority Achievement Action Plan to the Maryland Higher
Education Commission (MHEC) by August 30, 1991. To assist colleges in
developing the 5-year goals for minority recruitment and achievement
required by the plan, the MHEC distributed data sets on community
college student transfer to four-year institutions; community college
award attainment; and student achievement rates for seven cohorts of
full-time, first-time community college students 4 years after
initial entry. This research brief presents comparative transfer and
award attainment data for full-time black students and full-time
white students who entered Prince George's Community College (PGCC)
from fall 1980 through fall 1986. Findings include the following: (1)
the percentage of first—-time, full-time students transferring to a
state four-year institution within four years of initial entry at
PGCC ranged from a low of 21% for fall 1984 entrants to 2 hign of 28%
for fall 1986 entrants; (2) white students' transfer rates ranged
from 29% to 37%, more than double that of black students for all
seven cohorts, whose transfer rates ranged from 10% to 15%; (3) the
Associate of Arts (A.A.) degree attainment rate for all full~time
students ranged from 12% to 17%; (4) white students' graduation rates
ranged from 17% to 22%, more than twice that of black students whose
graduation rates ranged from 6% to 10%; and (5) over the study
period, the percentage of students traisferring to four-year
institutions has increased, while A.A. degree attainment has
decreased.

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Introduction

The Maryland Higher Education Commission is requlrlng all
public institutions to submit, by August 30, 1991, a Mlnorlty
Student Achievement Action Plan, which is to 1nclude five-year
goals relatlng to mlnorlty student recruitment and achievement. To
assist institutions in developing goals relating to minority
student achievement, MHEC staff prepared and distributed a set of
data developed from state reporting systems. Transfer to Maryland
four-year public colleges and universities, as well as community
college award attainment, was reported for seven cohorts of first-

time full-time fall entrants. Rates were based on student
achievements within four years of initial entry to the community
college. This research brief presents the transfer and award

attainment data for PGCC entering full-timers from fall 1980
through fall 1986. Data for black and white students are reported;
the MHEC analysis did not separately identify Asian, Hispanic, or
Native American students.

Overall, the percentage of PGCC first-time full-time students
transferring to a state public four-year college or university
within four years of PGCC entry ranged from a low of 21 percent
(1984 entrants) to a high of 28 percent (1986 entrants, the wost
recent cohort for which we have data). White students had a
transfer rate nore than double that of black students for all seven
cchorts studied. Transfer rates for white students ranged from 29
to 37 percent; black transfer rates ranged from 10 to 15 percent.

A.A. Degree Attainment

The A.A. attainment rate for all full-time students has ranged
from 12 to 17 percent. White students have had graduation rates
more than twice as high as black students. White degree rates have

ranged from 17 to 22 percent; blacks have had rates in the 6 to 10
percent range.

Summary

White students have achieved transfer and degrees at more than
twice the rate of black students. The trend over the study period

has been for increasing transfer and decreasing A.A. degree
attainment.
