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Foreign Language Enrollments in P’ublic Secondary Schools
Fall 1989 & Fall 1990

Foreign language enrollments in the nation’s public secondary schools are continuing to
increase at a steady pace, and have reached record heights in some languages, according to resuits
of a recent survey conducted by the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages
(ACTFL). The 16th in a series of foreign language earoliment surveys conducted by the Modern
Language Association (1958-1970) and ACTFL (1974 to the present), data used for this study
cover the fall of 1989 and 1990. Because five years have passed since the last national survey was
undertaken, aggregate enroliment data for the fall of 1989 were collected to determine whether
1990 figures represented a continuing growth or a falloff from a previous peak. A more detailed
analysis was undertaken for 1990 figures. The following report summarizes the responses received
from a questionnaire sent to officials in each state and the District of Columbie. Forty-six
responses were received; however, because not all states collect data, and some collect it in
inconsistent formats, enrollments were estimated for several states in whole or in part.

Summary of Results

More than five million students in American public secondary schools were enrolled in foreign
language courses in grades 7-12, representing 29.17% of total enrollment. The total number of
students studying a foreign language has increased 500,000 over 1985, resulting in a 4.5%
increase in the percentage of students enrolled in foreign language study over the five-year period.
Looking at the high school level alone, 4.25 million students, 38.4%, were studying a foreign
language in 1990, an increase of 6.1% over 1985. To find higher foreign language enrollment
figures one most go back to 1928, when just under half (47.2%) of the nation’s high school
students were studying foreign languages. The news is just as heartening at the junior high school

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level, where 12.4% of students in grades 7-8 are enrolled in foreign language study. This
represents an increase of 4% over 1985 figures.

‘The 1990 figures for grades 9-12 indicate a slight improvement over the fall of 1989. At that
time, 37.2% of all high school students were enrolled in foreign language courses. This seems to
indicate that enroliments have not yet peaked. Due to inconsisteffties in reporting 1989 and 1990
data, it is only possible to examine trends at the 9-12 grade level, and not the 7-8 or 7-12 grade
levels.

ents yderr guages Perhaps the most noteworthy finding of
the study is that m foreign language course enrollments (those excluding Latin and ancient
Greek) in the nation’s high schools have reached their highest point ever. In 1990, 36.9% of all
students in grades 9-12 were studying a modern foreign language, surpassing the previous high
of 35.9% recorded in 1915.

ittle Change i es Taught Spanish, French, German and Latin still dominate foreign
language instruction in this country. The four languages comprise 97 % of all language instruction
in grades 7-12, with Spanish alone accounting for 61% of language enrollments. While the
majority of new foreign language students are going into Spanish, enrollments in French, German,
Latin and Italian have held at 1985 levels, or have experienced slight increases. Russian and
Japanese, two nontraditional languages, while still comprising less than 1% of total foreign
language enrollments, continue to grow rapidly. Russian enrollments, which declined throughout
the 1970s, are up 235% over 1985 and are at their highest levels in twenty years. Japanese
enrollments, included for the first time in this year’s survey, are 50% higher than Russian
enrollments.

Enrollments in Upper-Level Courses While the increase in language study is heartening, the

news is not all good. Few students are continuing study for the amount of time needed to gain a
working knowledge of the language. Studies conducted by the Defense Language Institute have
shown that obtaining even a minimal level of language competence in those languages most
commonly taught in the nation’s schools requires at least 240 hours of intensive study. The
average high school student may receive this amount of exposure to language study in two years,
but it is disjointed and certainly not intensive. To obtain higher levels of proficiency requires much
longer sequences of study than are currently being undertaken by the majority of students. Less
than 20% of language students go beyond the second level of study and only about 6% of all
students leave high school having studied more than two years of a foreign language.

Italian has the highest retention rate of all the languages examined, with 23.2% of Italian
students enrolled in Level I1I courses or higher. However, from level III to level IV, enrollments
drop off to below the levels of French and German, which have the next highest retention rates.
This could be explained by current incentives for three years of high school language study in the
state of New York, where the bulk of Italian enrollments are found. Spanish, which dominates
course offerings in this country, has the lowest retention rates of the commonly-taught modern
languages. The examination of retention rates in the less-commonly-taught languages is somewhat
protlematic due to limited course offerings and data collection procedures which do not distinguish
instructional levels.

Elementary School Enrollments For the first time, information on foreign language
enrollments at the elementary (K-6) level was solicited from those states having such data.

Responses from 22 states indicate that approximately 4.2 % of public elementary school students
are receiving foreign language instruction. The highest enrollment was reported in North Carolina,
where roughly 22 % of students in grades K-6 are studying a foreign language. North Carolina is
one of a handful of states which have mandated foreign language study at the elementary level.
Louisiana, which also has a state-imposed mandate for grades 4-8, reports the next highest



earollment rates, with just over 16%.

Spanish and French account for 96% of elementary foreign language enrollments, with
Japanese, German, Italian, Latin and Russian sharing the remaining 4%. These figures do not
include the more than 97,000 students involved in foreign language exploratory programs at the
elementary level.

Comparability and Reliability of Data
Several factors must be considered when making comparisons between this and past
earollment surveys. Inconsistencies in survey instruments, methods of estimating data, and changes
in foreign language education itself must all be weighed in arriving at conclusions on the growth
of second language study.
i =t Modifications were made this year in the information
requested from state departments of education. It is hoped that these changes provide a more
accurate picture of foreign language education in this country and will provide an effective
baseline for future studies. The most significant change is the exclusion of exploratory programs
from enrollment figures. While taken in the aggregate these programs have a relatively
insignificant effect on enrollments, when looking at changes over time, or at specific grade levels
in individual states, the effect can be fairly dramatic. A case in point is Georgia, where 32,000
students are enrolled ir exploratory programs in grades 7-8. By removing these enrollments from
the total, the state’s 7-12 foreign language enrollment fell from 36.56 % of all students to 22.96%.
It is impossible to determine whether or not a substantial number of exploratory programs were
included in past surveys or whether or not the increase in enrollments is perhaps greater than that
reported here.

are increasingly in use in foreign language classrooms, their effects on earollments cannot be
determined from this survey. While the questionnaire did not ask for such a distinction, some
states reported that these figures were not included in enroliment data; others separated these
figures from those of traditional classrooms. Most gave no indication one way or the other.

Estimated Data The lack of reliable enroliment data from a large number of states in any
given year makes studying growth or decline extremely difficult. In some instances, states may
show a sharp increase or a sharp decline because previous years’ enrollments had been estimated.
Such striking changes probably do not reflect the actual condition of that particular state.

In making estimates for those states which did not supply information, or did not maintain
data in consistent formats, enroliments in surrounding states were used to determine percentage
of students studying a foreign language. Also taken into consideration were the existence of state
mandates, university requirements and other factors influencing language instruction. National
averages and regional patterns of language use (e.g., French in New England) were taken into
account. All survey respondents were given the opportunity to review the data reported for their
states in order to make corrections and/or comments (a listing of the data provided by each state,
and the data estimated from each state, if any, can be found in the appendix).

i .plications of Findings

The continuing increases in foreign language enrollment are encouraging. They would appear
to represent a growing commitment on the part of the education system to maintain language
instruction. On a cautionary note, however, these data represent the status of foreign language
education before the full impact of the economic recession had been felt. It will be axtremely
useful to follow enrollment trends over the next few years to get a better understanding of the
extent of this nation's commitment to language education.

While the greater number of students studying a foreign language might be viewed as a sign
that future generations will be more linguistically competent, it must be stressed that very few of
these students leave high school with any degree of functional competence. It will be interesting
to see what effect the growing number of elementary grade students enrolled in foreign language
study will have on this in the future.

Finally, the ability of state governments to provide accurate data is worsening. It will become
increasingly difficult to construct an accurate assessment of where we are, or make informed
decisions about future directions unless data collection and dissemination become more of a
priority across the nation.
