The Government Documents Department Is a depository for
Canadian and Quebec government publications and has a small representative collection for other
provinces, as well as a large collection of indexes and bibliographies not mentloned in this guide.
Furthermore, the Department has its own card catalogtie which contains many ftems not yet Included in
MUSE as well as a collection of very useful guides prepared by the department.

Locations and Holdings

Only one McGill location has been listed for each entry. MUSE should be consulted for other possible
locations and, in the case of serials, for more detail on title changes and holdings.
