I have the honor of transmitting to you the annual report-marking the twenty-fifth
anniversary of the National Endowment for the Humanities.

During the past twenty-five years, the National Endowment for the Humanities
has made possible major educational and cultural events, from the exhibition of the
"Treasures of Tutankhamun" to historical television series such as "The Adams
Chronicles' and "The Civil War." Through these and an array of other efforts, large
and small, the Endowment has expanded opportunities for people in every part of
our nation to learn more about history and culture. NEH grants, in combination
with matching funds raised through private resources, have enabled teachers to
attend special seminars and researchers to visit distant archives. They have helped
colleges to create professorships and improve their course offerings; community
libraries to sponsor book discussions; and state humanities councils to sponsor a
myriad of activities in all fifty states, the District of Columbia, the Virgin_Islands,
Puerto Rico, and Guam.

In 1990, the Endowment funded hundreds of excellent projects, and it
underwrote new initiatives: the National Heritage Preservation Program, a five-year
Special Opportunity in Foreign Languages, and the first awards for endowed
Distinguished Teaching Professorships in the Humanities. The Endowment also
issued a report, Tyrannical Machines: A Report on Educational Practices Gone Wrong

and Our Best Hopes for Setting Them Right, which examines difficulties that beset
American education and important work under way to reinvigorate our schools,

colleges, and universities.
The scholars who drafted the original blueprint for a National Endowment for

the Humanities justified our agency in this way: "Without the exercise of wisdom,
free institutions and personal liberty are inevitably imperiled. To know the best
that has been thought and said in former times can make us wiser than we
otherwise would he, and in this respect the humanities are not merely our, but the
world's, best hope.''

In 1990, as in all the twenty-five years of our existence, we at the National
Endowment for the Humanities have tried to make the wisdom of the past available
to the present. This remains our goal as we begin our second quarter century.

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From the Deputy Chairman

This is the twenty-fifth annual report of
the National Endowment for the
I lumanities. The first annual report
described "the beginning of an enter-
prise unique in the history of the
United States and an agency unique ill
the Federal Government," This annual
report describes an established
organization, one that has put down
deep roots and grown in national
prominence while maintaining a charac-
ter unique among federal agencies.

On September 29, 19135, the
enabling legislation for he National
Foundation for the Arts and
Ilumanities was signed into law. In
setting forth the foundation's purpose,
Congress affirmed "that a high civiliza-
tion must not limit its efforts to science
and technology alone lint must give full
value and support to the other great
branches of scholarly and cultural
activity in order to achieve a better
understanding of the past, 0 better
analysis of the present, and 0 better
view of the future.'

In September 1990, Ken Burns's
"The Civil War," an eleven-hour
documentary film series, was shown on
public television. Rased on rigorous
research, "'"he Civil War" used moving
language and poignant images to pose
thoughtful questions about the
American past. Probing and insi;thattl,
the series drew record numbers of
viewers and indicated to many that
humanities programs had come of age.

In its quarter century of life, the
Endowment has considered 152,000
applications and has funded 43,000
projects for a total of $2.1 billion.
These projects in turn have generated
another $1.1 billion in gifts, $853
million in the Challenge Grants
Program alone. NEH has grown from a
staff of thirty to a staff of 260. Tens of
thousands of people have provided their
services as panelists and reviewers in
the last twenty-five years, and 137
people have been appointed under six
Presidents to serve on the National
Council on the Humanities. Lynne V.

Cheney is the fifth Chairman of the
Endowment and the only Chairman to
have been appointed to a second term.

This year marks another milestone.
Twenty years ago state-based humani
ties programs were conceived, Estab-
lished as a way to foster a greater
appreciation of humanities in every
state, the state humanities councils
have become valuable partners in the
effort to make humanities programs
widely accessible. Rather than being
bureaus of the Endowment or agencies
of the state government, state councils
are independent organizations managed
by 1,133 volunteer members and their
staffs. Funds are awarded to the
councils on the basis of proposals
evaluated by the Endowment, and
programs are autonomously adminis-
tered within each state. The independ-
ent nature of state humanities councils
is unique among federal agencies.

NE11 initiatives in 199(1 speak to
the continuing vitality of the humanities
enterprise. The National Heritage
Preservation Program established
within the Office of Preservation
addresses the responsibility that a
civilization has to preserve its material
culture. A special opportunity for
foreign language education in the
Division of Education Programs assists
teadiers in their efforts to inform the
upcoming generation with a better
understanding of other cultures. And
the Distinguished 'reaching Professor-
ship competition in the Office of
Challenge Grants focuses on improving
undergraduate education.

Written in response to a congressional
mandate to report on the state of the
humanities, Chairman Lyitne V. Cheney's
Tyrannical Machines: /1 Report on
Educatimial Practices Gone 11:rong and
Our lies! Hopes 'Or Selling Them Ri,t,tht
sets out an educational strateg" for the
1990s. Pointing out how deeply
entrenched and counterproductive many
of our educational practices are, the
report stresses the need to establish
and nurture alternatives: optional ways
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of training teachers for our school, for
example, and of rewarding faculty mem-
bers on college and university campuses.

In 19(56 the Endowment awarded
its first two grants for a total of
$39,000. In 1990 the agency considered
8,17,1 applications and funded 2,195
projects for a total of S1-11,048,052.
Almost 7,000 reviewers evaluated
applications by mail, and more than
1,100 panelists came to Washington to
offer advice about the quality of
proposals. This'year Guam received an
operational grant and the Northern
Marianas received a planning grant to
begin humanities councils. Recent
events in Eastern EttroPe served to
inspire thoughtful research as a
consequence of American scholars'
access to Eastern Eun)pean libraries
and archives.

All told, the National Endowment
for the Humanities perseveres as a
singular federal effort t hat supports and
encourages rAlection on enduring
questions. By funding fine research.
education, and public projects in the
humanities, the Endowment has
evolved from its tentative beg-innings
twenty-five years ago to become a
resource that enriches the nation's
intellectual life.

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How the Endowment Works

In order "to develop and promote a broadly
conceived national policy of support for the
humanities," the National Endowment
for the Humanities was established in
1965 as an independent grant-making
agency of the federal government. The
Endowment supports scholarly research,
education, and public programs in the
humanities. Under the act that established
the Endowment, the term humanities
includes, but is nct limited to, the study
of the following disciplines: history; phi-
losophy; languages; linguistics; literature;
archaeology; jurisprudence; the history,
theory, and criticism of the arts; ethics;
comparative religion; and those aspects
of the social sciences that employ
historical or philosophical approaches.

Programs. This report lists federal
funds obligated for grants made in
fiscal year 1990 through the Endowment's
five divisions Education Programs,
Fellowships and Seminars, Generai
Programs, Research Programs, and
State Programsand two officesthe
Office of Ch; 'lenge Grants and the
Office of Preservation. Grant listings
are preceded by a brief introduction
describing the nature and purposes of
the programs administered by each
division and office. The grants them-
selves are listed in alphabetical order
according to each grant-making pro-
gram. Except 13r the Travel to
Collections Program, grants for less
than $1.000 are not listed.

Public Information. Information about
Endowment programs and activities can
be found in a variety of publications
produced by the Office of Publications
and Public Affairs. The Endowment's
bimonthly magazine lhonanities features
articles by nationally known scholars
and writers on current humanities
topics, a listing of recent grants by
discipline, a calendar of grant applica-
tion deadlines, a guide section for those
who are thinking of applying for an
NEH grant, and essays about noteworthy
NEH-supported projects.

Matching Funds. To stimulate private
support for the humanities, the
Endowment uses federal funds to match
funds donated from private sources. To
date, NEH matching grants have helped
generate almost $1.1 billion 1:1 gift
fundsmore than $850 million of which
has been generated through the Challenge
Grants Program. Matching under the
Challenge Grants Program is required
in a ratio of three to one for firSt-time
awards or four to one for second-time
awards. Matching under other programs
is usually on a one-for-one basis.

In addition to federal matching funds,
the Endowment stimulates private-sector
support of specific projects by requiring
grantees in most programs to commit their
own funds for a portion of the costs of a
project. In many cases, this amounts to 50
percent of total project costs.

Grants. Except in the case of challenge
grants and most grants made by the
Division of State Programs. awards
made by NEH are for specific projects
in the humanities. To apply, an indi-
vidual or organization submits a proposal
for a project to one of the Endowment's
funding categories. A final decision can
normally be expected about six months
after the application deadline.

Each application is assessed by knowl-
edgeable persons outside the Endowment
who are asked for their judgments
about the quality of the proposed
project. More than 1,100 scholars and
professionals in the humanities serve on
approximately 210 panels throughout the
course of a year. The judgment of panelists
is often supplemented by individual
reviews solicited from specialists who
have extensive knowledge of the specific
subject area dealt with in the application.

A list of those panelists who gener-
ously gave of their time to serve on
review panels during fiscal year 1990
appears on pages 161-187 of this report.

The advice of the panels and
outside reviewers is assembled by the
staff of the Endowment, who may
comment on matters of fact or policy or
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on significant issues that would other-
wise he missing from the evaluation.
These materials are then presented to
the National Council on the Humanities,
a hoard of twenty-six citizens nomi-
nated by the President of the United
States and confi:med by the nate.
The National Council meets four times
each year to advise the Chairman of the
Endowment. The Chairman, who is
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appointed for a four-year term by the
President with the consent of the Senate,
takes into account the advice provided
by this review process and, by law,
makes the final decision about funding.

After reviewing 8,474 applications
in fiscal year 1990, the council recom-
mended a total of 1,927 awards. A list
of council members may be found on
page 189 of this report.

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In a congressionally mandated report
int the state of the numanities in
America, NEI I Chairman Lynne V.
Cheney addressed the continued need
for improvement in the education
system. The report. Tvranniml
,llarliincs: .1 Rcport on Educoliomil
Practices Gan(' it'img and Our 13cc1
Hopes for Siting 771cm notes
that a number of practicesincluding
the way we tr;in teachers, select text-
books. and reward college and universit:,
iacuitvhave become institutionalized
and endure in spite of the reform
efforts of the past decade. Cheney calls
the practices "ty-annical machines.-
using a phrase coined by philosopher
William James to describe ways of
doing thing:, that, once established on a
large scale, bee( )111(' hot h Cotinterpro-
ductiye and resistant to change.

On the subject of preparing future
teachers. Cheney argues that much of
the time devoted to education courses
would be better spent studying the
subjects that teachers will eventually
teach, saying that as the system works
now, "those who planned to teach a
subject ... studied it less than those
who did not.-

School textbooks comprise another
area where experts agree that improve-
ments are badly needed, the report
asserts. "Nlany of the textbooks used in
American schools are so (lull that no
one would read them voluntarily,"
Cheney writes. The blame lies with

another tyrannical machine, the cumber-
some and ineffective way that textbook
selection committees across LI:- country
choose texts for our school systems.

Tests also become tyrannical
machines, the report says. Cheney cites
the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAD as
"an almost classic example. The main
problem with the SAT. Cheney
explains, is that it tries to avoid testing
what students have learned about
subjects such as history and literature.

Tvrannica/ .1/ac71i1lcs describes
"choice," in which students and parents
have the power to choose schools
instead of being assigned to them, as
one of the most promising ways of
revitalizing schools. "By bringing the
dynamic of competition into education,
choice encourages schools to make
needed improvements in all areasfrom
teachers and textbooks to standards
and expectations...

The tyrannical machine that
dominates American colleges and
universities, the report says, is a
system of reward that values research
much more than teaching. Cheney says
the effects of this system can be felt
everywhere. from tuition costs to the
curriculum. The report also notes that
good teaching "would be strongly
encouraged if parents and students
chose colleges and universities on the
basis of instructional quality.''

'[he report suggests the following:

In elementary and secondary education

Parents should he able to choose
the school their child attends. Choice
is not only an instrument of equity,
it sets in motion an array of forces
leading to more effective schools.

Prospective teachers should be able
to choose paths to certification
different from the traditional one.
This will bring diversity to the
teaching force, allow comparisons
about the most effective ways of
preparing teachers, and encourage
schools of education to improve
their programs in order to compete.

Teachers in the schools should
have abundant opportunities to
study the subjects they teach. In-
service training, in particular,
should provide alternatives to
studying pedagogy in isolation from
subject matter.

Those involved in textbook
selection need alternatives to the
mechanical criteria commonly used
to select textbooks. They should
make use of textbook reviews done
by scholars and teachers in the
field to inform their choices.
Schools should be encouraged to
use alternatives to textbooks:
stories, speeches, documents, and
other authentic materials.

We need alternatives to the SAT.
such as the tests of the National
Assessment of Educational
Progress, to tell us what students
know and are able to do and how
our schools are performing.

In higher education
Colleges and universities should
develop alternative paths that
emphasize teaching as well as
research. At the same time, steps
should be taken to remedy
problems that have, in part at least,
been a by-product of an excessive
emphasis on research: for example,

the exploitation of part-time instruc-
tors, disarray in undergraduate
curricula, and overly narrow
training of graduate students.
Prospective students and their
parents need to exercise in an
informed way the choices available
to them in higher education.
Current guidebooks are often of
little help in determining which
colleges and universities sufficiently
value teaching, and so students and
parents should learn to make this
judgment for themselves. They
should learn, for example, how to
read a college catalogue in order to
determine if the curriculum is well
conceived, because that is an
important indication of whether or
not teaching is valued.

In the conclusion of Tyrannical
.11aeltines, Cheney states: "Ultimately,
education aims at cultivating the wisdom
that democracy requires: wisdom to make
sound political judgments about who shall
lead and make laws, and wisdom to make
sound personal judgments about how to
live a life and know the purpose of one's
days. In a self-governing society, indi-
viduals make these decisions: and the con-
clusions they reach, taken altogether, set
the nation's course. if education fails in a
democracy, hope for the future fades. If
education succeeds, a democratic society
can hold a positive vision, can imagine
itself progressing until, in William James's
words, 'its institutions glow with justice
and its customs shine with beauty.'

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The Charles Frankel Prize

For the second year, the National
Endowment for the Ilumanities awarded
the Charles Frankel Prize, honoring five
Americans for their work in bringing
history, literature, philosophy, and other
humanities topics to the general public.
The 199(1 prize recipients were Mortimer
J. Adler, Henry E. Hampton, Bernard
NI. W. Knox, David I). Van Tassel, and
Ethyle R. Wolfe.

The awards; each of \\Inch carries
a stipend of S:;5,000, commemorate the
late Charles Frankel (1917-79), profes-
sor of philosophy at Columbia Univer-
sity, assistant secretary of state for
educational and cultural affairs, and
first president and director of the
National Humanities Center. In a 1978
speech to a symposium on government
and the humanities. Frankel spoke
about the need for humanities scholars
to involve themselves in life outside the
university. "I lumanistic scholarship
growsin the en,l, it develops confi-
dence, freshness, original ideas when
it is fed not by its own professional
concerns alone but by the doings of
human beings outside the study....
And when humanistic scholars have

been persuaded that they are ready
part of the larger community, they have
also made the largest contributions to
their own disciplines."

Mortimer J. Adler has devoted
much of his life to making the ideas of
great philosophers accessible to the
person on the street. An advocate of
education based on close reading of the
significant texts of Western civilization,
Adler was one of the founders of the
Great Books Foundation, a nonprofit
organization established to encourage
reading- and discussion of the classics
by adults. In 1980. under the auspices
of the Institute for Philosophical Research.
lie and a group of twenty-two educators
developed Paideia, a program aimed at
introducing Socratic discussion of pri-
mary texts to public elementary and
secondary schools nationwide. Author
of more than forty-six hooks, and, since
1974, chairman of the board of editors
of the Emyc/opcdia Britannica, Adler
describes himself as a "philosopher at
large." He is director of the Institute
for Philosophical Research and was also
one of the founders of the Aspen
Institute, where he regularly cor lucts

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seminars for business executives. He is
also University Professor at the ['Myer-
sity of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.

Filmmaker Henry Hampton has
combined his interests in mass commu-
nications, religion, and African-
American culture to reach national
audiences. As founder and president of
Blackside, Inc., Hampton produced the
PBS series, "Eyes on the Prize:
America's Civil Rights Years." The
series won a Peabody Award, a
Dupont-Columbia Gold Baton as best
program of the year, and some forty
other prizes after its broadcast in 1987;
the sequel series, "Eyes on the Prize
II," was broadcast in 1990 to similar
critical acclaim. Hampton's company
has produced more than fifty films and
media projects, including "Kinfolks" and
"Voices of a Divided City." Hampton is
coauthor with Steve Payer of Voices of
Freedom, an oral history of the civil
rights movement. He has been a visit-
ing professor at Tufts University and
has served as hoard chairman of
Boston's Museum of Afro American
history. He is currently at work on two
documentary films, "Panic and Promise:
America and the Great Depression" and
"America's War on Poverty."

Throughout a career spanning five
decades, Bernard M.W. Knox has
written and lectured on the world of
classical Greece. As professor of
classics at Yale University and director
of Harvard University's Center for
Hellenic Studies, he introduced a
generation of students z-nd scholars to
Greek tragedies and his,:orical texts. He
has also made classical texts more
accessible to the general public through
his books, beginning with Oedipus al
Thebes (1957); through writing and
acting in a television film on Sophocles'
Oedipus the King; through articles and
dramatic criticism written for mass-
circulation publications; and through
lectures dealing with Greek plays as
living, dramatic texts.

David Van Tassel, Benton Profes-
sor of History at Cleveland's Case

Western Reserve University, is founder
and president of National History Day,
the only nationwide competition that
,.ecognizes secondary school students
for excellence in historical research and
analysis. Established in 1974 as a local
program with 125 participants, National
I Iistory Day now involves more than
300,000 secondary school students and
50,000 teachers in forty-seven states
and the District of Columbia. In
national finals in June, more than 1,800
students present historical papers,
media presentations. performances. and
exhibitions on historical topics. A
specialist in U.S. social history and
gerontology, Van Tassel has also
written and edited several works on
local and national history, including the
Encyclopedia of Cleveland the
first encyclopedia of an urban area in
the United States.

Ethyle R. Wolfe figured promi-
nently in the creation and development
of Brooklyn College's core curriculum,
which has served as a model for other
institutions nationwide. Her work at
Brooklyn College and her efforts in
disseminating information about the
core curriculum to other colleges have
challenged institutions across the
country to develop a solid liberal arts
education consisting of courses in
literature, history, science, art, and
philosophy. As a widely sought
speaker, Wolfe has raised the aware-
ness of the general public to liberal arts
education as the best preparation for
professional life and for lifelong learn-
ing. Trained as a classicist, Wolfe has
served Brooklyn College both as a
faculty member and administrator. She
established the college's Latin/Greek
Institute and the humanities institute
now the Ethyic R. Wolfe Institute for
the Humanities.
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The Jefferson Lecture

The Jefferson Lecture in the
humanities is the highest official recog-
nition the federal government bestows
for distinguished intellectual achieve-
ment in the humanities. Established in
1972, the lecture provides an oppor-
tunity for one of the nation's outstand-
ing scholars to explore in a public
forum matters of broad concern in the
humanities and to affirm the relation-
ship between the great works of the
humanities and the intellectual, moral,
and political traditions of our civiliza.
lion. The lecture carries a $10,000
stipend provided by the Endowment.

Historian Bernard Lewis delivered
the nineteenth Jefferson Lecture,
"Western Civilization: A View from the
East." in Washington. D.C., on May 2,
1990, and in a lecture jointly sponsored
by the Hoover Institution and Stanford
rniversity on May 10. 1990. In his lec-
ture, Lewis stated that the current hos-
tility between Islamic fundamentalists
and Western nations stems in part from
their radically different views of the
relationship of religion to government.
Religion and politics. Lewis said, have
historically been inextricably mixed in
the Islamic world, which has never
shared the Western notion of the
separation of church and state. This
crucial difference underlies the "clash of
civilizations" that is fueling the "perhaps
irrational but surely historic reaction of
an ancient rival against our Judeo-
Christian heritage, our secular present,
and the worldwide expansion of both."

Improved relations between our two
societies would he easier if each side
would study the other's history, litera-
ture, and culture, Lewis said. He
concluded by pointing to some hopeful
signs. In spite of Islam's resentment,
some Western ideas, such as the notion
of political freedom, are gaining support
and growing appeal in Muslim lands.
There are other, more tolerant and
more open traditions in Islam besides
fundamentalism, and Lewis said these
other traditions may yet prevail.

Lewis is the author and editor of

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more than twenty books. including The
Political Language of Islam (1988), The
Jews of Islam (1984), The Muslim Di's-
coroy of Europe (1982), Hisiwy
Rononbcred, Recovered, Invented (1975),
The Assassins: A Radical Sect in Islam
(1967), The Middle East and the West
(196-1), The Emergence qt Modern
Turkey (1961), and The Arabs in
Vision (1950). He has taught and
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lectured at a number of universities in
the United States and in Europe, Asia,
Africa, and Australia.

Born in London, England, on May
31, 1916, Bernard Lewis earned a
bachelor's and doctoral degree from the
University of London. He immigrated

to the United States in 197.1 when he
became Clevland E. Dodge Professor
of Near East. a Studies at Princeton
Iniversity and a member of the
Institute for Advanced Study. Lewis
became a U.S. citizen in 1982.

Excerpts from the 1990 Jefferson Lecture by Bernard Lewis:

"In Islam. the struggle of good and evil acquired. from the start,
political and even military dimensions. Muhammad . . teas not
only a prophet and a leacher, like the founders of other religions;
he teas also the head of a polity and of a community. a ruler and
a soldier. Henry. his struggle invohTd a slate and its armed .timy.s.
If the fighters in the war for Islam, the holy war 'in the path of
God,' are fighting for God, it iollows that their opponents are
fighting against God."

"The Muslim has suffered successive stages of (Vail. The first
was his loss of dwainatimr in the world to the admncing power of
Russia and the West. The second teas the undermining of his
authority in his Olen country, thiough the invasion of foreign
ideas and laws and u'rn's of life and sometimes even foreign rulers
or settlers, and the enfranchisement of native rum-Muslim
elements. The thirdthe last strawwas the loss of his mastery
in his own house as a result of abolition Of slavery and the
emancipation of tet»nen."

"7.111.S is no less than a clash of civilizations the Perhaps
irrational but surely hishwic maction of an ancient rival against
our Judeo-Christian heritage, our secular present, and the
worldwide expansion of both. It is crucially important that ice on
our side should study their heritage and understand their present.
and that tee should lint be Provoked into an equally hishffic but
also equally irrational reaction against them."

"We must then strive to achieve a better appreciation of other
religious and political cultures through the study of their history.
their literature, and their achievements. At the same time tee may
hope that they 100 will try to achieve a better understanding of
ours, and especially that they will understand and respect, even if
they do not choose to adopt for themselves, our Western perception
of the proper relationship between religion and politics."

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Division of Education Programs

While many of the projects funded by
other NEII divisions or offices have
important classroom implications, the
Division of Education Programs is
explicitly charged with improving
humanities instruction in the nation's
schools and colleges. Through its two
comprehensive programs, the Program
for Higher Education in the Humanities
and the Program for Elementary and
Secondary Education in the Humani-
ties, the division works to enhance the
scholarly resources of America's teachers.

In the Elementary and Secondary
Education Program, the past year wit-
nessed increased interest in Master-
work Study Grants, which enable small
groups of teachers and administrators
to study important texts and topics in
the humanities. Through a :Masterwork
Study Grant awarded to Five Colleges.
Inc.. for example, fourteen Massachu-
setts high school English teachers were
able to study love and valor in Chaucer's
Troilus and Cris(rde and Shakespeare's
Troilus and Cressida.

The Elementary and Secondary
Education Program continued to
support projects on the teaching of
U.S. and world history. A grant to
George WaAington University sup-
ported a regional institute for thirty-five
teachers on America's role in post-19I5
world affairs, and a grant to the North
Dakota Department of Public Instruc-
tion on "Modern American Religion:
The Formative Period, 1875-1925" has
enabled teachers to improve the study
of relic;ion in public schools. Chicago
school teachers benefited from a grant
to Chicago State University, "Extending
the Great Conversation: Mesopotamia,
Egypt, Ancient Greece, and the Origi;is
of the Western Tradition." Finally,
grants to the University of Dayton
("Mozart: His Operas and His Vienna")
and the Arts Foundation of New Jerse:,
("The World of Leonardo da Vinci")
reflect continuing attention to the
history of the arts.

Fiscal year 1990 saw the selection
of fifty-one grantees in the NEI1/
Reader's Digest Teacher-Scholar Pro-
gram for Elementary and Secondary
School Teachers, who were awarded
support from the Endowment and the
DeWitt Wallace-Reader's Digest Fund
for a year of full-time independent
study in the humanities. The topics
they will be exploring include "Russian
and Chinese Nlyths and Fo lktales,"
"Bishop Blaise: A Saint's Progress," and
"Faulkner and France." Independent
study in the humanities is also sup-
ported through a grant to the Council
for Basic Education, which awards
summer fellowships to elementary and
secondary school teachers, librarians,
and principals.

The Higher Education in the
Humanities Program awarded grants
for nineteen national institutes sche-
duled for the summer of 1991, includ-
ing "Peril: lean Athens," "Integrating the
African-American Experience through
the Performing Arts, 1890-1990,"
"Foundations of the Italian Baroque,"
and ":Modern Chinese Art and Culture."

The I ligher Education Program
also supported a growing number of
core curriculum projects, many of which
were inspired by the publication last
year of the NEFI report, 50 1 /ours. For
instance, a grant to Oglethorpe Univer-
sity will enable the humanities faculty
to increase the rigor of its Western
Civilization core.

The Association of American
Colleges received a grant for a national
conference on the design of core pro-
grams as well as a mentorship project
serving twenty-seven colleges and
universities that are planning or imple-
menting new core curricula. The
American Association of Community
and Junior Colleges has created regional
networks to promote the development
of substantive humanities curricula. A
project at the University of Kentucky
will strengthen the general edc.:ation

2 (.)
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curriculum at twelve campuses itt the
Kentucky Community College System.

Grants are supporting projects to
improve teacher education. Brooklyn
College of the City University of New
York seeks to help future teachers by
infusing the elementary education curricu-
lum with humanities texts. At the I 'niver-
sity of Texas at San Antonio, faculty
are developing a humanities -based teacher
education p:.og-ram that ill I\\"... lead tit an
interdisciplinary studies degree.

In fiscal year 1990 both of the
division's comprehensive programs
emphasized the improvement of foreign
language instruction at all levels. For
example, the Higher Education Pro-
gram made a language-across-the-
curriculum grant to the University of
NIinnesota, and the Elementary and
Secondary Education Program awarded
a grant to the State University of New

fork, Purchase, to support a three-year
regional collaborative project on French
and Spanish literature for thirty
teachers of those languages in New
York, New Jersey, and Connecticut
schools. Also, this year the division
announced a new five-year Special
Opportunity in Foreign Language
Education intended to support the
continuing professional development of
schoolteachers of foreign languages as
well as to strengthen undergraduate
programs in foreign languages.

Improving humanities instruction by
investing in teachers and encouraging
them to add to their own intellectual
capital is a serious, and rewarding, solution
for the problems of American education.

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Division of Fellowships and Seminars

In this, its twenty-fifth year, the
Endowment takes stock of the cumula-
tive impact of fellowships and seminars
on American scholarship and teaching.
Thomas Jefferson provides the context
for this examination: "I look to the
diffusion of light and education as the
resource most to be relied on for ...
advancing the happiness of man."

Fellowship awards allow college
and university teachers and independ-
ent scholars to pursue projects that
promise major contributions to knowl-
edge. One of the Fellowships for Uni-
versity Teachers awarded in 1990 went
to a scholar at Carnegie Mellon Univer-
sity, who will examine changes in
Soviet family policy from 1917 to 1936,
a study that will provide valuable per-
spectives on Soviet politics, law, culture,
and society. A young scholar at the
SUM'. College at Buffalo was awarded
a Fellowship for College Teachers and
Independent Scholars to study Calvert
Vaux, the nineteenth-century American
architect and landscape designer. The
resulting study will contribute to the
history of architecture, public spaces,
and cities. An independent scholar in
Pennsylvania will examine and synthe-
size the values that shaped Am !I-lean
cultural history from 1830 to 1860. One
of the Summer Stipend awards in 1990
\vent to a scholar at Swarthmore College
to write a biography of the twentieth-
century poet, Arna Bontemps, which will
contribute to our understanding of African-
American literary and intellectual history.

Earlier fellowships have already
proved to be groundbreaking. Among
many others, Peter Nosco's book,
Remembering Paradise: Nativism and
Nostalgia in Eighteenth-Centro:I. Japan,
was published in 1990. Nosco used a
Summer Stipend to advance this proj-
ect. Similarly. Catherine L. Albanese
used a Fellowship for University
Teachers to complete a major work on
Natum Religion in America from the
Algonkian Indians to the New Age.

Since 1979 scholar-teachers at the
nation's colleges and independent
scholars and writers have received
almost 1,700 fellowships to support up
to one full year of research. Since 1975
scholar-teachers at universities have
received more than 2,000 fellowships in
support of a year of research. Similarly,
since 1967. approximately 4,800
summer stipend awards have supported
study for teachers and scholars
throughout the country.

The Faculty Graduate Study program
assists scholars at historically black
colleges and universities who wish to
complete graduate studies. Enriched
themselves, these scholars then can
better teach their students. For
instance, a history instructor at Prairie
View A&NI University in Texas was
awarded a grant to research and write
a dissertation on William Hartsfield,
Atlanta's mayor from 1936 to 1961.

Travel to Collections awards allow
scholars to reach the materials essential
to their research. Since 1981, there
have been almost 2,900 Travel to Col-
lections awards conferred. A 1990
grant, for instance, went to a 1Tniver-
sity of Delaware historian to study
Virginia court records and other pri-
mary sources in connection with a slave
rebellion in 1831 in Southampton
County, a work that will make a major
contribution to our understanding of
slavery in the antebellum period.

Younger Scholar awards support
high school and college students who
wish to devote a summer to intense
study. A 1990 award enabled a Golden,
Colorado, high school student to
investigate the life and leadership role
of Mechtild of Hackeborn, a Cistercian
nun of the thirteenth century. Since
1983 almost 900 awards have been
made to younger scholars.

Summer Seminars for College
Teachers and Summer Seminars for
School Teachers are directed by
distinguished teacher-scholars at
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campuSes across -the nation. These
seminars bring together twelve to
fifteen college or school teachers for
intense study of a humanities topic or
significant text. In addition to the
collective endeavor, college teacher
seminars provide opportunities for often
hard-pressed teachers to pursue their
own research and writing. Since 1973.
nearly 17,000 college faculty have
attended these seminars: since 1983,
nearly 6,000 school teachers have
attended. This cumulative impact has
made a major contribution to the
teachers and classrooms of America.

In 1990 an eminent scholar of the
English Renaissance conducted a
seminar at the Breadloaf School in
Vermont titled "The Theory and
Practice of Cultural History:
Shakespeare." The seminar brought
together ten teachers from widely
scattered colleges and two independent
scholars to study various issues in
social and cultural history as they arc
dramatized in Shakespeare's plays. Also
in 1990, a scholar at the University of
Wisconsin conducted a seminar that
considered the process of democrati-
zation in Leninist states. The college
teacher-participants had extensive
backgrounds in such countries as the
Soviet Union, t:1!- People's Republic of
China, East Germany, Yugoslavia, and
Nicaragua, anti sought to understand
the forces pushing toward democrati-
zation within the specific countries.

Summer Seminars for School
Teachers bring together fifteen
teachers and a distinguished teacher-
scholar. In 1990, the fifty-six seminars
continued to emphasize classical texts:
Homer's Iliad, Plato's Republic, Milton's
Paradise Lost, Shakespeare's King Lear,
for example. There were also seminars
applying humanistic perspectives to
contemporary concerns, such as one at
Trinity College, Connecticut, that inves-
tigated modern social criticism in China
in the context of Chinese culture.

Jefferson would have agreed, no
doubt, with John Quincy Adams: "To
furnish t means of acquiring knowl-
edg:? is ... the greatest benefit that can
be conferred upon mankind." Supported
by the Endowment, American scholars
and teachers have been furthering this
goal in all disciplines of the humanities,
and their words, whether printed or
spoken, have indeed carried far.

The strength and vitality of a demo-
cratic society depends to a significant
degree upon a shared understanding
among its citizens of their cultural
heritage and upon the intellectual vigor
of public discourse. The Division of
General Programs supports projects
that engage members of the lay public
in the study of, and critical thinking
about, history, lit ature, philosophy,
religion, and the arts. This is accom-
plished through a broad variety of
approaches, including interpretive
exhibitions, radio and television pre-
grams, reading and discussion groups,
symposia, lectures, and conferences.

As a result of the division's support,
twelve million Americans for five
straight evenings examined, and were
enthralled by, one of the most critical
events in American history through
Ken Burns's eleven-hour documentary,
"The Civil War." With videocassettes in
schools and libraries, millions more will
benefit from this superb combination of
sound scholarship and imaginative pro-
duction techniques. The series exempli-
fies the division's efforts to bring the
best scholarship to a broad public in an
engaging manner.

Through Humanities Projects in
Media during fiscal year 1990, the
division awarded grants to plan, script,
or produce television or radio programs
on such notable Americans as Dwight
D. Eisenhower. Charles Lindbergh,
Eudora Welty, Duke Ellington, Ernie
Pyle, Margaret Mead, George Marshall,
Edgar Allan Poe, and Richard Wright.
The program supported documentary
television programs on such wide-
ranging topics as the history of the
American cinema, world rf 'igions, the
history of the Fourth Amendment to
the Constitution. communism in crisis,
the literary legacy of African-American
women writers, the nature of human
language, the history of native
Americans, the lives of Cambodian
refugees in the United States, and the
history of Coney Island. Television

adapu- ns of O. E. Rolvaag's Giants in
the Earth, Tomas Rivera's Tierra, and
N. Scott Momadiy The Way to Rainy
Mountain also received support.

In 1990, Humanities Projects in
Museums and Historical Organizations
supported a broad variety of permanent
and traveling exhibitions throughout the
nation. An award to the Washington
State Historical Society supported an

,thibition titled "Russian America: The
Forgotten Frontier." This examination
of the history of Russians in America
from 1741 through 1867 will travel
from July 1990 through September
1992 to museums in Tacoma, Washing-
ton; Anchorage and Juneau, Alaska;
Oakland, Calfornia; and, tentatively, the
Library of Congress. With NEH sup-
port, the Center for African Art
mounted "'Yoruba: Nine Centuries of
African Art and Thought." The tour of
these exquisite objects with art-
historical and historical interpretation
includes New York, Chicago, Washing-
ton, D.C., Cleveland, New Orleans, and
Atlanta. The Carnegie Museum of
Natural History will present a long
term exhibition on cultural continuity
and change in ancient Egypt, and the
Sante Fe Indian School in New Mexico
will implement an exhibition on the his-
tory of native American education; it will
travel to nineteen pueblos in New Mexico
as well as to other tribal museums.

Through Public Humanities Proj-
ects, the division supported "The
American Renaissance: Summer
Scholars in Residence." Traveling in
five states to twenty communities on
the Great Plains from Oklahoma to
North Dakota, humanities scholars
appear as Nathaniel Hawthorne, Henry
David Thoreau, Louisa May Alcott,
Frederick Douglass, Walt Whitman,
Margaret Filler, and Herman Melville.
The weekloner, programs will offer
adults and children the opportunity to
talk about the great texts these figures
wrote and to examine the values and
ideas this literature has made a perma-
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90 nent part of American life: our identity
as a people and culture, belief in the
special dignity of the self-reliant indi-
vidual, the moral nthusiasm for
reform, the danger of materialism, and
he value of books and learning.

With support from Humanities
Projects in Libraries and Archives, the
Virginia Historical Society is mounting
an exhibition and a series of lectures on
the history of medicine in Virginia from
1600 to 1900: the New Rochelle Public
Library is conducting reading and dis-
cussion programs on the writings and
influence of Thomas Paine: and Lincoln
University is planning symposia and an
exhibition on Langston Hughes.

Division of Research Programs

Research is usUally.undertaken by the
solitary scholar, but some scholarly
tasks are more ambitious, requiring the
combined knowledge of several contri-
butors. The Division of Research Pro-
grams provides support for this second
kind of scholarship: the editorial prepa-
ration for publication of important texts
in the humanities; the organization of
collections and the creation of reference
materials; the conduct of broad inter-
pretive studies; scholarly conferences
that link specialists and nonspecialists;
coordinated scholarship at centers for
advanced study; and research across
national boundaries that requires spe-
cial arrangements by intermediaries.
These efforts frequently produce
comprehensive volumes (about 200 such
books a year) that are fundamental
works in their fields aiid continue to be
used for generations.

From its earliest years, the
Endowment has supported editions of
the papers and writings of notable
Americans. This year the division has
continued its support for several edi-
tions relating to the American Civil
W a r Fre edo m : A Documentary Histwy
o/ Emancipation, and the papers of
Ulysses S. Grant, Jefferson Davis, and
Frederick Douglass. Legal Papers of
Abraham Lincoln and the papers of
Salmon P. Chase are receiving NEH
support for the first time. The Univer-
sity of North Carolina Press received a
subvention grant for the Black
Abolitionist Papers.

Under the Interpretive Research
program, the Collaborative Projects
category supports research requiring
the contributions of two or more scho-
lars for periods of up to three years.
Recent grants have been made to teams
working on such diverse topics as
modern German art, a comparative
history of Hispanic groups in the
United States, and three volumes of
flu' Cambridge history of China.

A major reference work that was
the product of many years of work
appeared this year, the Ilistw-ical Atlas

of Political Parties in thc-I'nited Slabs
Congress. 17894989, and a long-term
project to produce a multivolume bibli-
ography of New England history pub-
lished its final volume.

Many reference materials projects
have adopted computer technology. For
instance, the North American Imprints
project at the American Antiquarian
Society completed its work this year
and added all of its material to an exist-
ing data basethe Eighleenth-Century
Short-Tillc Catalogue based at the
University of California at Riverside.
The Cata/offirc is also being expanded
to include material before 1700.

The division has made awards to
several translations projects that will
contribute to a better understanding of
Eastern Europe. A grant to Harvard
University continues support for the
Library of Early Ukrainian Literature,
and a translation of Alexander Herzen's
correspondence focuses on the
revolutions of 1848, in some measure
foreshadowing the "velvet" revolutions
of the present.

At several conferences funded by
the Conferences program in 1990,
increased numbers of Soviet and
Eastern European scholars have joined
colleagues from all over the world to
discuss "Other Orients: Soviet and
American Perspectives on Muslim and
Middle Eastern Societies and Politics,"
sponsored by Dartmouth College and
the Smithsonian Institution; and "The
Russian Avant-Garde: A Reappraisal of
Cultural Experiment in Early Twentieth
Century Russia" at the University of
Southern California. Other research
conferences dealt with such topics as
ancient Greek religion, the Mexican
Revolution, and African-American life
in the Jim Crow South.

The Endowment has supported the
International Research and Exchanges
Board (IREX) since 1971. IREX has
opened and maintained lines of
scholarly communication between East
and West, even when the political cli-
mate was less favorable than it is now.

0
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Support has also continued for the
research and exchange activities of the
Committee on Scholarly Communication
with the People's Republic of China and
the joint International Postdoctoral Grants
Program of the American Council of
Learned Societies and the Social
Science Research Council.

American scholarship continued to
be served in 1990 by the Centers for
Advanced Study program, which sup-
ports blocs of fellowships at American
research centers in the United States
and abroad, such as the Albright Insti-
tute of Archaeological Research in Jeru-
salem, the American Research Center
in Egypt, the Villa f "Patti in Florence.
the National Humanities Center, and
the Newberry Library.

The Humanities, Science and
Technology category continued its
special initiative of support for writing
Guided Studies of Great Texts in
Science. Among the grants this year

vq!

were those for the preparation of guided
studies of Alfred Wegener's The Origin
ul Conlinents and Ptolemy 's Optics.

In 1990 the division published sepa-
rate guidelines for archaeology projects.
It is hoped that the new guidelines will
provide helpful assistance to applicants
with projects in archaeological research
and publication.

Finally, this year's grants demonstrate
the continued ability of scholars and
scholarly institutions to combine NEH
funds with increasing amounts of non-
federal money. The projects supported this
year will form the base on which signifi-
cant public, educational, and interpre-
tive programs can best be constructed.

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Division of State Programs

The state humanities councils, now
operating in all fifty states, the District
of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Vir-
gin Islands, and Guam, were estab-
lished on the premise that a democratic
society demands an informed populace
and that learning is the occupation of a
lifetime. The opportunities that the
state humanities councils provide to the
people of their states for reflection,
reasoned inquiry, and serious discussion
with scholars in the humanities con-
tribute to our as citizens to
apply critical intelligence to the
decisions that shape our civic life.

The Endowment makes grants
annually to the state councils through
the Division of State Programs. The
councils then support, on a competitive
basis, locally initiated humanities pro-
grams for the people of their states. In
addition, state councils develop and
conduct specific humanities projects to
help ensure that fine humanities pro-
grams reach all regions of their states.
To encourage outstanding project ideas,
in 1990 the division again provided
funding for special State and Regional
Exemplary Awards. Planning grants
were also awarded to state councils to
enable them to undertake the planning
and research necessary before initiating
statewide or regional projects.

Throughout 1990, the state councils
continued to foster the burgeoning
public interest in reading and discussion
programs that take place in large and
small public libraries, senior centers,
and rural and urban communities.
Typically, twenty to forty members of
the general public participate in six- to
eight-week reading series. For example,
since 1987, the New Jersey Committee
for the Humanities has sponsored
InTHINK, a humanities program for
New Jersey's corporate and business
community in which, to date, twenty-
three New Jersey businesses and cor-
porations have participated. Scholars
from New Jersey's colleges have pre-
sented programs in the workplace,

usually during-the lunch hour. Themes
for the series include "American
Classics," "Japan: A Cultural Overview,"
and "Our Latin-American Neighbors."

Learning in the humanities flour-
ishes in the public domain and extends
beyond the immediate, local, and famil-
iar when scholars share their areas of
expertise with members of the com-
munity. With funding from the Maine
Humanities Council, the Portland
Concert Association built a program for
teachers, high school students, and the
general public that shed new light on
the nineteenth-century opera, La
BoNme. The libretto became the text
for discussions on the history of music,
on French culture, and on the role of
the artist in the nineteenth century.
The project culminated in the New
York City Opera's full-stage production
in both Bangor and Portland. The Florida
Endowment for the Humanities funded
the "First Zora Neale Hurston Festival"
to commemorate the work of the cele-
brated African-American writer. The
conference and associated events drew
an audience of more than 1,000 scholars,
teachers, and members of the public.

During 1990, the state councils
have helped link institutions of higher
learning, secondary schools, cultural
institutions, and state departments of
education. In connection with the
Columbian Quincentenary, the Georgia
Humanities Council sponsored, with
funding from an NEH Exemplary
Award, a two-week, residential summer
institute for twenty-five Georgia
secondary school teachers on sixteenth-
century Spanish explorations of the
southeast and on the encounter
between the explorers and the native
American chiefdoms of the region.
Prior to the institute, the Georgia
Humanities Council brought together
Georgia educators to discuss ways in
which the materials could best be used
by teachers in secondary schools. With
funding from the Hawai'i Humanities
Council in 1989 and 1990, the Hawaii

State Teachers Association sponsored
statewide institutes that reached 2,50(1
public school teachers, on "The Chang-
ing Role of Memory and Tradition in
American Culture" and "Civil Rights.
Citizenship, and Civic Virtue." During
1990 the Pennsylvania Humanities
Council used an Exemplary Award
Planning Grant from the Endowment to
celebrate the bicentennial of the Bill of
Rights. With substantial funding from
the private sector, a poster panel
exhibit and a user's guide were devel-
oped and circulated to every public
secondary school and to numerous
public locations throughout the state.
As a part of the project, the Pennsyl-
vania Humanities Council negotiated
with the Putsbto;s,th Post-Gazctic and the
Philadelphia Inquirer to publish a news-
paper supplement for widespread distri-
bution. In addition, with funding from
an NEII Exemplary Award, the Pe.,n-
sylvania Humanities Council developed
a reading and discussion series on the
Hill of Rights conducted tiiroughout the
slate and adapted for use as an fn-service
course for secondary school teach( rs.

In ciscal year 1990. millions of
Americans participated in projects

supported by the state humanities
councils, engaged in discussions follow-
ing lectures by scholars from colleges
and universities in their states, and
viewed traveling and museum exhibi-
tionsat museums, libraries, college
campuses, court houses, state capitols,
community centers. native American
reservations, traveling chautauqua
tents, school auditoriums, and com-
munity centers. These projects are the
result of decisions made by citizens
who sit on council boards throughout
the nation. From the beginning, the
Division of State Programs has relied
on the sense of purpose and commit-
ment of the volunteer boards that have
provided significant humanities pro-
grams for the people in their states.
Regularly, at public meetings held by
the councils in various locations in each
state, members of the public have the
opportunity to comment and make
recommendations on their state
council's plan.

S. Virgin Islands, and Guam in support of
each council's humanities program and based on an assessment of past programming
and future plans. Because individual state councils may support no more than half
the cost of projects, every federal dollar that a state council receives is matched with
an equal amount of cash or in-kind contributions to ensure local support.

The first awards in the-Challenge
Grants Program were made in M.)77,
and so the program has only a fourteen-
year history in this twenty-fifth anniver-
sary year of the Endowment. But in
spite of its shorter history, the program
has contributed to the amassing of more
than $1 billion for the long-term support
of the humanities at almost a thousand
institutions nationwide. Much of this
money, designed to assist postsecond-
ary nonprofit institutions with their
capital development in the humanities,
is invested in institutional endowments
and produces annual revenues to support
staff salaries, acquisitions, public
programs, scholarly research, catalogu-
ing, preservation, conservation, and
publication costs. The balance is used
to construct and renovate buildings and
to purchase major items of equipment.

The term "challenge" is used in this
context with at least two different mean
ings. These grants challenge institu-
tions to match federal funds three or
four to one with nonfederal gifts. They
also challenge institutions to undertake
long-term planning for the development
of their humanities programs, to estab-
lish goals, and to determine growth for
decades ahead. The competition among
applicants is rigorous, and grants are
awarded only to those institutions that
achieve clarity, not only in determining
their intellectual purposes, but also in
describing strategies for fund-raising
over at least a five-year period.

Over the fourteen years of its
existence, the Challenge Grants Pro-
gram has witnessed modest projects
develop into institutions capable of
mounting capital campaigns. Examples
of such growth are the Foxfire project,
born in Rahun Gap, Georgia, and National
History Day, which was created in
Cleveland, Ohio. Both these enterprises
originated as exemplary projects of
local significance for high school
students, and both received seminal
funding from the Endowment. Because
of their extraordinary success in dis-

-sentinating a local model- nationally,
each became a nonprofit institution
needing permanent staffing and hous-
ing,. Challenge grants helped ensure
long-term financial stability to meet
these needs.

During fiscal year 1990 the awards
in this program included a grant of
$247,500 to Wartburg College in
WaVerly, Iowa, to he matched with
$742,500 in nonfederal funds for a total
of $990,000. The grant will support
endowment of a professorial chair in
ethics, a distinguished professorship in
English, and library acquisitions in the
humanities. It will also provide
furnishings and equipment for humani-
ties classrooms.

At the Philbrook Museum of Art in
Tulsa, Oklahoma, a challenge grant of
5270,000, to be matched with 5810,000
in nonfederal funds for a total of
$1,080,000, is supporting endowment of
an assistant curator's position and the
costs of expanding humanities programs.

An award of $600,000, to be
matched by $1.8 million in nonfederal
funds for a total of 52.-1 million, was
made to Jackson State l'niversity in
Jackson, Mississippi, to support the reno-
vation of Ayer Ilall, and to endow the
activities of a humanities research center
which will be housed in that building.

This year also witnessed the first
special competition for endowed
Distinguished Teaching Professorships
in the Humanities, a contest for which
all institutions of postsecondary educa-
tion were eligible. Awards were made
to fourteen colleges and universities,
among them Southwest Texas State
university in San Marcos, Texas,
where the endowed chair will be the
first in the humanities. The incumbent
will be selected from the tenured
humanities faculty and offered a salary
supplement and other resources from
endowment revenues for a three-year
term. The award was for $100,000, to
be matched with 5300,000 in nonfederal
funds for a total of 5100,000. Awards
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146 from a second competition for these
Distinguished Teaching Professorships
in the I lumanities will be announced in
June 1991. "The response to these com-
petitions indicates a growing consensus
in higher education that greater empha-
sis must be placed on teaching.

Throughout the year program staff
have been encouraging proposals that
exemplify a range of Endowment inte-
rests: the development or improvement
of instruction in foreign languages;
projects guaranteeing lasting benefits
from the celebration of the Columbian
Quincentenary: the endowment of
humanities research fellowships in

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Office of Preservation

A significant portion of the intellectual
legacy upon which research, education,
and public programming in the humani-
ties must depend is now disintegrating
in libraries, archives, mus-ums, and
other repositories across the country.
Millions of hooks, journals, newspapers,
manuscripts, and other documents are
crumbling into fragments because of
the acidic content of their paper. Photo-
graphs, films, sound recordings, and
objects of material culture are similarly
threatened by factors inherent to their
physical structure. The Office of Pre-
servation was established to help insti-
tutions and organizations responsible
for these endangered materials engage
this crisis.

Since its inception five years ago,
the office has provided support for the
preservation of knowledge that might
be lost to future generations of scholars.
It has also made grants for the educa-
tion of preservation personnel, for regional
preservation services that enable
smaller institutions to maintain their
humanities collections, for research
intended to improve preservation
technology and procedures, for the
creation of coordinated statewide
preservation plans, and for projects that
arc designed to increase public under-
standing of the preservation problem.

In fiscal year 1990, the Office of
Preservation completed the second year
of a multiyear. expanded program of
preservation microfilming, with the goal
of preserving three million brittle hooka
and serials during the next twenty
years. This special initiative will focus
initially on the comprehensive humani-
ties collections in the nations research
libraries. Major microfilming- projects
have been launched at the rniversity of
Chicago, the University of Illinois, the
Massachusetts Institute of Technology,
the University of Michigan. twelve
member libraries of the Association of
Southeastern Research Libraries, and
thirteen member libraries of the Research
Libraries Group. When these projects
and those supported by NEIL al Ihirt.

other libraries and library consortia are
completed, approximately 342.000
volumes important to research in a
variety of fields in the humanities will
be preserved.

The Office of Preservation con-
tinues to administer the U.S. News-
paper Program. a national initiative to
catalogue and preserve on microfilm
the copntry's newspapers on a state-by-
state In fiscal year 1990Arka-t-
sas. Georgia, Iowa. Kentucky. Mary-
land. Nlissoui i, and Texas received
support to continue or complete their
statewide activities. A planning grant
was made to Wyoming that will enable
that state to join the program. The
New York Public Library was also
awarded a grant that will complete its
participation in the program as a
national repository for 1..S. news-
papers. In all, thirty-nine states, two
territories, and eight national reposi-
tories have participated in the program.
At the conclusion of currently funded
NEII newspaper projects, more than
103,0(H) newspaper titles will be avail-
able in a national data base and more
than 31 million newspaper pages will
have been preserved on microfilm.

In fiscal year 1990, Congress appro-
priated funds for the Endowment to
establish a National I leritag-,c Preserva-
tion Program within the Office of Pre-
servation. Conceived as a twenty-year
effort, this initiative provides support
for the preservation of material culture
collections at museums, historical
organizations, universities, and other
institutions. Funding will also be made
available for national education
programs to train conservators of
material culture objects. In the first
cycle of grants made from this new
program, fourteen institutions received
awards to stabilize collections of more
than (i.7 million archaeological, ethno-
graphic. and historical objects through
improved housing and storage (if
materials and the installation of appro-
priate climate control systems.

Grants awarded in 1991) to micro-
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film seventy-five manuscript and
archival collections at twenty-three
institutions helped preserve archival
materials that encompassed a broad
range of intellectual interests, from the
preservation of the literary manuscripts
of American writer Flannery O'Connor
at Georgia College, and the papers of
the philosopher Karl Popper at the
Iloover Institution, to the letter hooks
(18:13-1909) of the Philadelphia and

Reading Railroads at the Ilagley
Museum and Library.

Complementing the office's support
for the preservation of a variety of
cultural resources were its grants for

eservation education and training.
The Southeastern Library Network
(SOLINET) in Atlanta, Georgia, the
Pittsburgh Regional Library Center in
Pittsburgh. Pennsylvania. and the
AMIGOS Bibliographic Council in
Dallas, Texas. received awards to
create regional preservation programs
that will provide education and consult-
ing services for the staff of hundreds of
institutions in the southeastern, mid-
Atlantic, and southwestern United
States. Grants were also awarded to the
Northeast Document Conservation
Center for a series of workshops to
instruct supervisory staff of libraries
and archives in national standards and
procedures for preservation microfilm-
ing, and to the American Institute for
Conservation in Washington, D.C., to
produce the Paper Conserralitm Calaloy.

In fiscal Year 1991), the Office of
Preservation made grants to Massachu-
setts, North Carolina, and Nebraska for
the development of coordinated preser-
vation programs for their library and
archival holdings. These planning
projects build on a national conference
funded by NEII in 1989 for state
librarians. archivists, heads of state
historical agencies, and directors of
state university libraries that discussed
the challenges, programmatic elements,
and potential benefits of statewide pre-
servation planning. Given the extra-
ordinary magnitude of the preservation
problem, this effort reflects the
Endowinent's conviction that local,
state, and federal government, as well
as the private sector, must work together
if the accumulated knowled,2,-e of our
past is to be preservet for posterity.
