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INTRODUCTION

The preliminary list of learning rresources consists of a wide range of print and non-
print learning materials for students and teachers of the Japanese language. The
rescurces include standard student texts, audiovisual materials, student and teacher
references, computer software, and other learning resource media. The list is
intended to guide teachers in the selection of student and iiistructional material for
the teaching and learning of Japanese as a second language at the secondary level.
The listed materials can be used by teachers in the instructional process, by students
as self-directed in a distance education mode or for broadcast purposes. The
materials cover a variety of second language instructional approaches - from a focus
on functional competencies to content-based instruction and language learning units
of study.

The resources have been categorized as “basic” and “support”. Basic resources are
those student learning resources which address most of the learner expectations in a
Japanese language course, substantial components of a course, or are the most
appropriate learning resources for meeting general learner expectations across two or
more grade levels. A basic resource may be in any form - print, computer software,
manipulative or audio/video cassette. Support learning resources are student or
teacher resources which assist in addressing some of the learner expectations of a

course of study, or assist in meeting the learner expectations across two or more
grade levels.

The resources listed in this document were reviewed according to whether they would
qualify as basic or support. Resources that did not meet these criteria were rejected
and not included in the list. More specifically, the following criteria were utilized in
the initial screening process:

1. The resource is suitable for the beginning, intermediate or advanced level of a

Japanese language program given approximately 125 hours of classroom
instruction for each level.

2. Theresource is appropriate for age groups from grades seven to twelve: the topics
are of interest to, and the resource uses language and vocabulary appropriate for,
the young person of this age.

3. The resource is based on the communicative approach to teaching a second
language where skill is acquired by using the language in authentic
communicative situations.

4. The resource introduces Japanese characters (hiragar. ., katakana and kanji) from
the beginning. There is a good balance between Japanese characters and English
translations. Romaji is used minimally and only when absolutely necessary. An
appropriate number of kanji characters is introduced.

5. The resource can accommodate a variety of teaching styles and approaches.

€. The resource includes useful supplementary components such as audio cassettes,
workbooks, teacher's manuals and the like.

7. Flash cards, illustrations and other devices are used appropriately to support
instruction.

8. The resource presents a broad view of Japanese culture and life. The information
is factual and not stereotypical, and, where appropriate, there are informative
statistics ard photographs. The information about Japan is balanced, presenting
both traditional and cotemporary lifestyles.

Most of the learning resources listed here are Japanese publications. Many of them
assume that the learner is studying in Japan. Therefore, the lessons are presented
entirely in a Japanese context. Beginning level lessons deal with basic
communication needs such as getting directions and reading Japanese signs. The
target audiences for these texts are young adults and business people. Only a few
resources listed here are developed specifically for primary and secondary school
students. Since people who study Japanese in Japan are from many different
countries with a broad range of languagz backgrounds, many of the resources do not
include English translations. Arother reason for this is that the preferred method in
Japan for teaching the Japanese language is what is referred to as the “direct”

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method - that is, the Japanese language is taught exclusively through the use of that
language.

The -esources produced in the United States, Australia and New Zealand are
designed for English-speaking learners, and tend to use English translation and
romaji extensively. As in the former case, the target audiences for these resources
are mainly adults and post-secondary students. The number of resources developed
specifically for secondary students is minimal. University textbooks are sometimes
adapted for use in high school programs. However, these university textbooks often
do not focus on cultural knowledge and, therefore, require additional resources to
supplement this area.

A third category of resources is produced by universities and language schools for use
by students studying at those institutions. Until the 1980s, these were the major
source of Japanese instructional materials both in Japan and in North America.

Today the Japanese language publishing market is expanding, and increasing
numbers of resources are being developed and published. The target audience for
these resources still tends to be general, but there are now some resources available
for the younger learner in elementary and secondary schools. Resources that fall into

this category often include many supplementary components on Japanese culture,
grammar and writing.

This bibliography does not comprise a comprehensive list of available resources.
Only a portion of resources on the market have been reviewed and evaluated
according to the criteria noted above. Teachers are expected to select those that best
meet their needs and the needs of their students. Each entry includes the title,
author, publication data, description of components, price, and a brief description of
the content of the resource. Prices are in Canadian dollars unless otherwise specified.
The appendices contain information regarding contacts at Alberta Education and
addresses of publishers and distributors.

Since the vocabulary presented in the exercises following each
presentation section is not categorized into themes or topics, and
there are no illustrations accompanying the words, practice
work may become meaningless for younger students. Teachers
should make the practice lessons lively with supplementary
maierials such as visuals and realia.

When all the hiragana characters are mastered there are
numerous exercises for students to increase their knowledge of
Japanese structures and to perfect their writing style. In those

additional sections words are categorized into topics such as
verbs, numerals, Japanese holidays and main cities in Japan.
