If you know the title of the
test, the best way to search is to use the main words in the title,
not necessarily all of the words in the title. If you are looking for
the Wechsler Intelligence Scale for Children-Revised, the most
efficent way to search is with the words Wechsler, intelligence, and
children.

INTRODUCTION TO THE ETS TEST COLLECTION

The Educational Testing Service (ETS) Test Collection database contains
records on over 9,500 tests and research instruments. These records describe
the instruments and provide availability information. The Test Collection
encompasses virtually all fields from vocational interest inventories for
adults to instruments that measure shyness or predict recidivism in released
criminal offenders, to assessment of managerial style, as well as
education-related achievement and aptitude tests.

No, other reference guides such as Mental Measurements Yearbooks,
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Tests: A Comprehensive Reference for Assessments in Psychology, Education,
and Business, and Test Critiques distributed by Pro-Ed fill that role. You
can search the tables of contents for the MMY and Test Critiques through the
ERIC AE Gopher Site.

No, some of the items are out of print. We suggest contacting the
publisher for permission to use out-of-print materials. Phone numbers can be
located using another menu option on the ERIC_AE Gopher Site.

WHERE CAN I SEE THE ACTUAL TEST INSTRUMENTS?

Availability information is provided in the records. Many colleges and
universities have test collections in their libraries. Talk to you local
librarian for more information.

WHAT IS TESTS IN MICROFICHE?

Tests in Microfiche is a subcollection of unpublished research
instruments that are available for purchase in microfiche from the ETS Test
Collection. The collection includes instruments appropriate for diverse
populations (infants, learning disabled, adults, etc.) Each set spans a wide
range of topics such as job satisfaction and attitudes towards school. More
than 800 tests are available.
