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Highlights

This report presents the first view of Miami-Dade’s Vocational Certificate programs,
analyzing enrollments for Closing Fall Term 1993 and completions for 1990-91 through
1993-94. Development of these programs was conceived as a consequence of adverse
events troubling the nation’s career education schools. Since the mid-1980’s, proprietary
schools offering short term vocational training had come under persistent criticism with
allegations of profiteering. Investigations ordered by the federal Department of Education
resulted in the suspension of aid to some of the nation’s largest trade schools, one of
which was based in Florida.

The College’s Vocational Certificate programs were designed to fill educational
needs and labor market demands. Their attraction is fourfold: short-term, career
orientation, certificate award, and credits earned applicable to the Associate in Science
degree for program completers. Some findings follow.

Overview of Vocational Certificate Programs

® Since these programs began in Winter Term 1989, M-DCC has developed 43
Florida Department of Education certified Vocational Certificate (VC or PSAV)
programs.

® Fifteen Vocational Certificate programs are offered on multiple campuses
(North, Kendall, Wolfson, Homestead); 15 programs are exclusive to North
Campus, and 9 are only offered at Medical Center Campus. Two programs
each are the domain of Wolfson Campus and Kendall Campus.

® The programs have great variability in requirements with regard to clock hours
(from 45 to 1800), number of courses (1-22), and vocational credits within
courses (1-17.5).

® Like Associate degree programs, Postsecondary Adult Vocational education
programs are subject to the state’s accountability outcomes measures. As such,
they are tracked to determine whether they meet the 70% placement success
criterion.

Comparison of PSAV (VC) Students to Credit Students

®  Within ethnic group comparisons show the proportions of White non-Hispanic
credit and non-credit enrollments to be similar (19%); Black VC enroliments
far exceed Black credit students (35% and 21% respectively). The balance, of
course, constitute Hispanic enroliments (46% VC vs. 57% credit).
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Gender proportions between credit and non-credit are similar; the ratio of
males to females is approximately 40:60 in both cases.

As a whole, VC students are older. More than 70% of VC students are 26
years of age or older compared to 38% of credit students.

Fifty-five percent (55%) of Vocational Certificate stidents are U.S. citizens.
U.S. citizen students account for 61% of credit enroilees.

More than 98% of Vocational Certificate students are Dade County sidents
vs. 94% for credit students.

Similar proportions of VC and credit enrollments are native speakers of English
(approximately 50%).

Characteristics of Vocational Certificate Students

Overall in Fall Term 1993, there were 2,656 VC students, 52% of whom

declared a program major. Forty-eight percent were taking courses without
declaring a program.

Sixty-one percent (n=1,613) of VC students attend North Campus and 24%
(n=640) are on Kendall. The combined PSAV enrollments for North Campus
and Kendall Campus account for 85% of Vocational Certificate students.
Wolfson had 10% (n=252)of PSAV students; 6% (n=148) were at Medical
Center and 0.1% (n=3) at Homestead.

The overwhelming proportion of Vocational Certificate students had graduated
from high school (91%).

Seventy-nine percent (79%) of White non-Hispanic Vocational Certificate
students were 26 years or older; 75% of Hispanic Vocational Certificate
students were 26+ years old. Black VC students were the youngest, with only
59% of them 26 years or older. '

The annual number of completions increased dramatically from 1990-91
(n=6) through 1993-94 (n=262) but this number is still believed to be
critically under-reported, given the size of enrollments.




Campus Data
North Campus

® Forty-nine percent of North Campus PSAV students are Black compared to

® 35% college-wide; for credit enrollments, 40% are Black on North compared
to 21% college-wide.

® Of the Resident Aliens, 94% are in a minority group.

® Fourteen percent of VC students had not graduated from high school; college-

® wide 9% had not finished high school.
Kendall Campus
® ® On Kendall Campus, the ethnic composition in VC enrollments differs

markedly from North. White non-Hispanic students are attracted to these
offerings. White VC enrollments (31%) appreciably exceed White credit
enrollments (23%)

® ®  Of the four campuses, Kendall has the oldest VC students; 82% are 26 years
or older.

® Nearly 99% of VC students are already high school graduates or have
transferred from another college. This compares to 91% in this category for
o the College.

Wolfson Campus

® ® Like Kendall, Wolfson had greater proportions of White VC students (26%)
than credit students (16%).

® Wolfson, also like Kendall Campus, had high proportions of older VC students
(79% were 26 years of age or older).

® ® Nearly all of Wolfson’s VC students have graduated from high school or are
college transfers (99.5%).
® The PSAV proportion 6f U.S. citizen students found at Wolfson is 16%; college-
° wide, it is 55%.




Medical Center Campus

Of all campuses, Medical Center has the most evenly divided proportions
ethnically for both VC and credit enrollments.

Gender proportions are heavily skewed to females (80%). Credit enrollments
show that 69% are women compared to 58% for the College.

Medical Center has the youngest VC students with 57% of them 26 years or
older; this compares to 70% college-wide.

Every Vocational Certificate student at-Medical Center has graduated from
high school.
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Vocational Certificate Profile
(Postsecondary Adult Vocational Education)

~ Purpose of the Report

This Vocational Certificate Profile is the first research report of its kind for Miarni-
Dade Community College. It presents a broad picture of the College’s new certificate
programs. The report covers the years 1990-91 through 1993-94 for completions, and A
Closing Fall Term 1993 for enrollments. A developmental background of Vocational
Certificate programs is given. Comparisons to credit students regarding ethnicity, gender,
age, citizenship, residency, native language, and basis of admission are provided. Also
described are other characteristics of Vocational Certificate students. Data and information

were obtained from the College’s electronic files, state reports, and from various reference

sources.
Genesis of M-DCC Vocational Certificate Programs

Since the mid-1980’s, proprietary schools offering short-term career training have
come under criticism in the mass media and in educational publications for alleged
malfeasance. Some 3,300 proprietary schools participate in the federal government’s loan
program and more than three billion dollars in loans are made each year to these schools.
Default on loans in some of these institutions was as high as 50%. Education loans were
not being repaid by student borrowers who had subsequently dropped out of the
institutions. Allegations that the legal provision of loan qualification by "ability to benefit"
was widely abused by some private "for-profit" institutions who actively recruited students
knowing that they would not complete these programs (Carnes, 1989). Investigations
were ordered by the federal Department of Education after "months and months of horror
stories about damaged students, false promises, and scandalous behavior on the part of
some proprietary schools" (Wilson, 1989). Aid was suspended for some of the nation’s

largest trade schools, among them a chain based in Florida.
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In Florida, the Postsecondary Education Planning Commission (1989) recommended

that stronger consumer protection measures be taken, that governing criteria be
established, and that monitoring of short-term programs be instituted. As a result of these
aforementioned circumstances, Miami-Dade Community College sought to fill the vital
need for solid, short-term, hands-on career programs. Programs thus developed at M-DCC
were certified by the state of Florida Department of Education. Attraction to these
programs is fourfold: short-term, career orientation, certificate award, and credits earned

applicable to the Associate in Science degree for program completers.
Requirements of Vocational Certificate Programs at M-DCC

Postsecondary Adult Vocational (PSAV, also called VC) programs began in Winter
Term 1989. To date (Fall 1994), there are 43 PSAV programs under six disciplines. These
programs have vastly different requirements (see Appendix). The numbey of clock hours
range from a low of 45 (Private Security Guard) to a iigh of 1,800 (Architectural
Drafting). Likewise, the number of courses within progréms differ vastly. For example,
the Bail Bonding program requires one course only while Respiratory Care Technician
students are required to take twenty-two courses. The number of vocational credits for
each course also varies. While there is but one course for the Correctional Probation
Officer program, there are twelve credits connected to this one course. Other courses in
multiple course programs may concentrate as many as 17.5 vocational credits in a single

course.

Florida Statute (Chapter 6A-10.040) requires that all students who declare
programs of 450 or more clock hours be tested. M-DCC administers the Test of Adult
Basic Education (TABE) to these students within the initial six weeks of training. By and
large for all programs, the modal test level required to qualify for program admission is
ninth grade (see Appendix).




Medical Center-related vocational certificate programs generally require a higher
number of clock hours. Of the nine health programs, six require more than 1,000 clock

hours. Test level requirements are also somewhat higher.

Since Fall Term 1993 students were not considered "in-program" (for state report
monitoring purposes) until 25% of program courses had been completed. Thus for prior
years, one can expect to see higher program enrollments. Vocational Certificate program
enrollments and completions are part of the state’s outcomes accountability system. Data
on the number of students in PSAV programs, the number of students leaving programs,
and the number completing each program are tracked and reported to state officials.
These programs, like the Associate in Science programs, must meet the state 70%

placement success criterion.

Enrollments shown in the tables are for home campus. (Home campus is the
campus where the student’s records are kept. This is the reason enrollments may appear
on a campus that does not offer the program). Fifteen Vocational Certificate programs are
offered on multiple campuses (North, Kendall, Wolfson, Homestead). North Campus offers
30 of the 43 existing programs; i5 are exclusive to this campus. All nine of Medical
Center Campus PSAV programs are not offered on any other campus; Kendall and

Wolfson both have two programs not offered on other campuses.
Comparisons to Credit Students

Tables 1-7 display comparisons of Vocational Certificate non-college credit
enrollments with college credit enrollments, Closing Fall Term 1993. College credit
enrollments include both degree-seeking and non-degree seeking credit students. Table
1 shows 2,656 students enrolled in VC programs. Within ethnic category comparisons
indicate that White non-Hispanic student proportions are similar for both credit and non-
credit types (19%). Black non-Hispanic VC enrollments (35%) far exceed the
proportionality of Black credit students (21%). The shift, of course, is away from Hispanic
Vocational Certificate enrollments (46% vs. 57% credit).
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Table 2 shows the gender proportionality between credit and VC non-credit
students to be similar (approximately 40:60 male to female). Table 3 gives campus
proportions. The bulk of Vocational Certificate enrollments (60+ %) are on North Campus
as opposed to 30% of credit enrollments on that campus. Nearly one-fourth of the PSAV
students are at Kendall Campus as compared co 38% of credit students. Less than 10%

of Vocational Certificate students are on Wolfson (23% credit). The Medical Center
proportions of both are similar.

Table 4 offers age group comparisons. More than 70% of Vocational Certificate

students are 26 years of age or older compared to 38% of credit students.

Table 5 compares the citizenship status of Vocational Certificate students with credit
students. The largest proportion of VC students are U.S. citizens (55%) as are credit
students (61%). Neither refugee (0.4%) nor F-1 visa (0.5%) students tend to take career

training programs. This information was not available for five hundred twenty-two
(19.7%) of VC students.

Residency is the subject of Table 6. More than 98% of Vocational Certificate
students are Dade County residents; only one student is from out of the U.S. Of the credit
enrollments, 93.5% live in Dade County and the balance for Other Florida/Out of State,
Out of Country account for small percentages.

Native language of Vocational Certificate enrollments (Table 7) show similar
proportions for speakers of English. More than 6% of PSAV students did not designate a
native language. Were the language designated, it is suggested that the overall
proportions for Spanish and French/Creole would be like that of credit students.

Other Characteristics of PSAV Students

Tables 8-13 present Closing Fall Term 1993 demographic data for Vocational
Certificate students and programs. Table 8 contains data on ethnicity and gender within
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age groups of VC students. Recall from Table 4 that overall, 52% of PSAV enrollments
were over 30 years of age and 70% were 26+ years. Looking at these older students by
ethnic group, 79% of White students are 26 years of age or older; 77% for Hispanic
females and 70% for Hispanic males. Within age group, the highest percentage in the 14-

20 and 21-25 age groups are Black students. Across ethnic groups, Black students are also
the youngest.

Table 9 gives information on the educational background (basis of admission) of
PSAV students by ethnicity. Ninety-one percent of Vocational Certificate students are high
school graduates. Nine percent (n=215) have not received their high school diploma and
are presumed candidates for the GED. By ethnic breakdown, Black non-Hispanic students
account for 50% (108/215) of students who are non-high school graduates, and Hispanics
cover 42% of this particular admission category.

Table 10 details citizenship status by ethnicity. U.S. citizens make up 55% of PSAV
students. Among these U.S. citizens (n=1,459), 21% are White non-Hispanic, 41% are
Black non-Hispanic, and 38% are Hispanic. Aggregating known non-citizen groups
(n=675) gives 8% White non-Hispanic, 27% Black non-Hispanic, and 63% Hispanic.
Nearly 20% of VC students were omitted from the calculations for lack of citizenship
information.

Ethnicity and gender for Vocational Certificate programs is the topic of Table 11.
Noted earlier were college-wide VC ethnic proportions (White 19%, Black 35%, Hispanic
46%) and 40:60 maie to female proportion. A concentration of males is found in
Electronics Technology and in fields entailing protective services (i.e. Corrections, Security
Guard, Law, and Fire Fighting). All other programs are predominantly female or are

gender neutral. Most programs have a predominantly minority enrollment.

Table 12 examines Vocational Certificate enrollments (n=2,656) across campuses.
The code "NP" is used for students not in any particular program, and is shown in the

Tables as "No Program Intention". These students, by far, dominate the enrollments.




College-wide, 48% (n=1,263) show a code of "NP." Some students who are nct in
programs are taking courses to upgrade employment skills or are exploring career options.
Overall the largest Vocational Certificate programs are Private Security Guard (n=293),
Child Care Supervision (n=271), and Business Software Applications (n=120).

PSAV Completions

Table 13 shows the completions of Vocational Certificate programs reported to the
state. These data are part of accountability monitoring for program success, and are used
in legislative decision-making. Based upon the number of program enrollments and the
short-term character of these programs, it is believed that completions are severely under-
reported. For example, Private Security Guard, a 1.5 vocational credit program, had 293
enrollments in one semester alone (Fall Term 1993) and a yearly total completion of one
studentonly. The extreme variance between enrollments and completions indicates undez-

reporting of graduation data on the campus level
Campus Data

Tables 14-49 deal with campus data. Recall from Table 3 that 61% of VC
enrollments are found on North Campus. When combined with Kendall Campus, these
two campuses account for 85% of Vocational Certificate enrollments. Comparison with
credit enrollments and characteristics of Vocational Certificate students on each of the
campuses are featured in the same manner as college-wide tables. A few salient facts are

given for each campus and the reader is invited to peruse the tables for further
information.

North Campus

Tables 14-22 contain data devoted 10 North Campus. Of the 1,613 Vocational
Certificate enrollments on North Campus, 49% are Black non-Hispanic, and this latter
group exceeds comparable college-wide VC data by fourteen percentage points. North

Campus Black student credit enrollment, at 40%, far surpasses the 21% of Black

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enroliments college-wide. Gender proportions mirror College-wide proportions. Smaller
proportions of VC students are 26 years or older (65% vs. 70% college-wide). Fourteen
percent of VC students had not graduated from high school compared to 9% college-wide.

Among VC students who are Resident Aliens, 94% are classified as minority.

Kendall Campus

Tables 23-31 give Kendall Campus data. As noted previously, the 640 Vocational
Certificate students on Kendall Campus represent 24% of VC enroliments college-wide.
Of these students, 77% have elected to take courses only rather than select a program
"major". PSAV enrollments exceed campus credit proportions for White non-Hispanic
students ( 31% VC vs. 23% credit). Among the campuses, the largest proportion of "older"
students reside on Kendall Campus. Eighty-two percent of students are 26 years or older
as opposed to 70% college-wide. Nearly 99% of VC students are high school graduates

or college transfers compared to 91% college-wide.

Wolfson Campus
Tables 32-40 display Wolfson Campus VC enrollments. There were 252 Vocational

Certificate students at Wolfson (9.5% college-wide). As at Kendall Campus, the proportion
of VC students at Wolfsoh was greater than credit enrollments for White students (26%
vs. 16%). Again, most (79%) PSAV students fall into the older age category (26 + years).
Wolfson Campus data show that 16% of VC students are U.S. citizens; for the entire PSAV
enrollment, it is 55%. Of the 252 VC students, 185 (73%) did not have citizenship
information on the files. Only on= VC student at Wolfson is a non-high school graduate.

Medical Center Campus

Tables 41-49 contain data exclusive to Medical Center Campus. Medical Campus
demographics and characteristics are unique among campuses on a number of dimensions.
Of all campuses, Medical Center has the most evenly divided ethnic diversification in both
VC and credit enroliments. As a cluster of programs (see Appendix), Medical VC programs
require the highest number of clock hours, most exceeding 1,150. Test levels are also
generally higher than for other programs. VC gender proportions are heavily, skewed to

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females (80%). This campus has the youngest VC students, 43% being under 26 years
old. Of the 148 VC student 116 (78%) did not have citizenship information available.
Every Vocational Certificate student at Medical Center has graduated from high school.

In closing this report, Postsecondary Vocational Adult Education programs
(otherwise known as Vocational Certificate programs) were first established at Miami-Dade
Community College in 1989. Programs, courses, deliver}.’ systems, and administrative
procedures were developed in response to demand for short-term training to meet labor
marke® needs. To date, there are forty-three of these programs covering six disciplines.
Programs are most active for the Public Services, Business Education, and Health
Occupation sectors. These programs fall under state accountability guidelines and
certificate awards are applicable to t he Associate in Science degree.
