On March 17,1990, a Leadership conference was held in

Seattle Wa. This conference was funded by a.Title VI-B
grant written by the Washington Association of School Social
Workers..

The primary purpose of this activity was to bring together
School Social Work leaders from all thirteen western states
and to have an expanded oportunity to learn from each other
about the nature of School Social Work services in our

neighboring states. Each delegate came to Seattle prepared
with a State Report which responded to several common
questions and concerns that all of us as School Social
Workers will recognize. Included in this publication is a

copy of each state's individual report, as well as a

comparative summary of all of the state reports. The
delegate from Nevada was unable to attend, however her
report was mailed in and has been included in this review.

A secondary and equally exciting development which took
place in Seattle was the formation of a "WESTERN ALLIANCE OF
SCHOOL SOCIAL WORK ORGANIZATION". In this regard several
issues of common concern were discussed and subsequently, a

letter was written to Mr. Richard Edwards, President of

NASW, supporting the activities of the NASW Education
Commission and encouraging NASW to continue it's support of

School Social Work in view of upcoming strategic planning
and program review at _NASW._

Plans have been discussed regarding future "WESTERN
ALLIANCE" leadership meetings. Arizona and Oregon have both
expressed interest in hosting future meetings and the next
one will perhaps take place in the spring of 1991.
