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Introduction
The South Dakota KIDS COUNT Project began in 1993 with a $400,000
grant from the Annie E. Casey Foundation. The project is administered
jointly by the Youth and Family Alliance and the State Data Center of South
Dakota and is part of a national program designed to promote acountability of
children through a nationwide profile of their condition. The goal is to im-
prove the collection of national, state, and local data on the well-being of
children in a way that increases awareness of their situation and provides the
means to address their needs. KIDS COUNT uses this data to encourage
the private and public sectors to target specific problems and groups of
children for progamming and fund raising efforts.

There are currently KIDS COUNT Projects in all 50 states. Each state pro-
duces their own Factbook containing county level data. In addition, the
national KIDS COUNT organization produces a national Databook, contain-
ing state level data only, which allows the user to compare the states on
various key indicators of child well-being. These indicators include:

.Low birth weight babies
'Infant mortality rates
-Child death rates
'Teen violent death rates
'Percent births to single teens
'School dropout rates
'Poverty statistics
'Information on single parent families.

South Dakota KIDS COUNT will be tracking children in our state using the
above indicators of health, education, social, and economic well-being as
well as information on family income, household relationships, population,
and AFDC/Foodstamp usage, for each county. The Factbook also contains
data on youth related traffic accidents, age-appropriate immunization levels,
and child abuse and neglect statistics.

The information provides a comprehensive look at the children in our state
and should be an important tool in assessing the well-being of South
Dakota's children and their families.

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The Bureau of the Census recently released population estimates for July of 1992. South
Dakota had a total population of 708,411 compared to the 1990 Census figure of 696,004.
Children under five made up 7.8% of the population of South Dakota in 1992, the same as in

1990; and individuals under the age of 20 made up 31.7% of the total population in 1992, up
slightly from 31.5% in 1990. Of the children under 20 years of age, 49% were female and 51%
were male in 1992.

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According to the 1990 Census of Population and Housing there were 180,306 family households in
South Dakota, 84.6% of which were married couple families. Nationally a little over three-quarters of the
families were married couple families (78.6%). Of the family households with children, 42% were mar-
ried couple families, 2.2% were male householder families with no wife present, and 8.4% of the families

were female householder families

In the 1980 Census there were fewer
families (178,756) but a higher per-
centage of them were married couple
families (87.7% compared to 84.6%
in 1990). Predictably then, growth
was seen in the number of single
male headed families and single
female headed families between the
1980 and the 1990 Censuses. (From
9.3% to 11.5% for all female headed
families and 3.0% to 3.9% for all
male headed families.)

Mortality and death rates are calculated by
taking the number of deaths in any given
category, dividing it by the total number of
individuals in that category, and multiplying
by 1.000 or 100,000 or whatever number
you choose.

A percentage is basicaily the same for-
mula, multiplied by 100.

As the population base becomes smaller,
as it does in many counties in South Da-
kota, statistical variation becomes more
prominent and more prone to anomalies.
For example, let's say a county has 2
children die out of a population base of 75.
If we divide 2 by 75 and multiply by 1,000
we get a child death rate of 26 per 1,000.
If the next year only 1 infant dies out of 75,
the infant mortality rate would be 13. This
so-called large decrease is a result of
statistical variation , and the magnitude of
the &op is exaggerated because of the
use of a base of 1,000.

To attempt to minimize chance variations,
we use 5 year averages. Information in this
section of the Factbook are for the 5 years
of 1990 through 1994. Despite these pre-
cautions, in the most sparsely populated
counties using 5 year averages will still not
reduce chance variation significantly for
some of the indicators due to the small
number of events.

For those users who need a more precise
look c. the statistics, a table of standard
error for the Vital Statistics is provided in

w If, I 911

the Sources section of the Factbook. The
standard error (SE) of a rate is used in health
statistics when studying or comparing rates.
The SE defines a rate's variability and can be
used to calculate a confidence interval (CI) to
determine the actual variance of a rate 95%
of the time. Rates for two different populations
are considered to be significantly different
when their confidence intervals do not over-
lap.

The standard error and confidence intervals
are calculated in the following manner. For
example. the Brown county low birth weight is
5.3%. This was based on 122 low birth
weight births from 1990 through 1994. The
square root of 122 is roughly 11.0. By divid-
ing the rate of 5.3 by 11.0, the estimated SE
of approximately 0.48 is obtained. The esti-
mated SE can then be used to compute a
95% CI for the rate. The standard formula for
determining the 95% CI of a rate is:

Rate ± (1.96 * SE)

Following this formula, we produce an equa-
tion of 5.3 ± (1.96 * 0.48) and the result is
5.3 ± 0.9. From this we can calculate the
estimated 95% CI to be from 4.4% to 6.2%. It
can then be stated, with 95% certainty, that
the actual 1990-94 low birth weight rate for
Brown County is between 4.4% and 6.2%.

Therefore, Brown County's low birth weight
rate would not be considered significantly
different from the state rate. This is because
the confidence intervals for Brown County
(4.4 - 6.2) and the state (5.2 5.6) overlap.
Conversely, Pennington County's low birth
weight rate is considered significantly differ-
ent from the state rate because their respec-
tive confidence intervals (5.8 6.9 and 5.2 -
5.6) do not overlap.

The five year average infant mortality rate
for the period 1990 through 1994 in South
Dakota stood at 9.6 per 1,000 live births.
In other words, for every 1,000 live births
there were 9.6 infant deaths. This trans-
lates to 518 infant deaths over a five year
period.

There was no change from the 1989
through 1993 time period and only a slight
decrease from the 1988 through 1992 time
period. The table at the right indicates the
number and rate of infant deaths for the
above time periods.

Infant mortality rates differed by race. Of
the 518 infant deaths, 352 were White, 158
were Native American, 5 were Other races,

The child death rate for 1990 through 1994
was 32.2 deaths per 100,000 youth age one
through fourteen for a total of 256 deaths.
This indicates that there were 32.2 deaths
for every 100,000 youth, one through four-
teen years of age in our state.

The child death rate showed a similar pat-
tern as infant mortality rates. Over the last
three 5-year periods there has been only a
slight decline in the child death rate each
period. The table at the right gives trend
data for this indicator.

Native Americans had the worse child death
rate for the period 1990-94. Of the 256
deaths, 188 were White children, 65 were
Native American children, and 3 were Other

The percent of all live births that were low
birth weight babies was 5.4 during 1990
through 1994. This means that for every
100 live births, 5.4 were low birth weight
babies or babies weighing less than 5
pounds, 9 ounces.

Unlike infant mortality and child death rates,
the percentage of low birth weight babies
shows a slight increase over the last three 5-
year time periods. While 5.0% of the babies
were born at low birth weight from 1988-92,
5.4% were low birth weight from 1990-94.

Of the babies born with low birth weight from
1990-94, 2,353 were White, 509 were Native
American, 52 were of Other races, and there
were 9 cases where the race was unknown.

The teen violent death rate for 1990-94 was
90.2 per 100,000 youth fifteen through
nineteen years of age. This means that for
every 100,000 youth in that age group, 90.2
died from accidents, suicides, or homicides.
Traditionally in South Dakota accidents have
made up the highest percentage of violent
deaths.

This indicator has risen only slightly from the
1988-92 time period, from 89.4 to the cur-
rent 90.2 and the actual number of deaths
has remained relatively stable.

Of the teen violent deaths from 1990-94,
153 were White, 72 were Native American, 2
were of Other races, and there was 1 case
where the race was unknown. The teen

Birth to single teens made up 8.4% of all
births for 1990-94. This means that for every
100 births, 8.4 occurred to mothers who
were under the age of 20 and single.

This indicator has shown a gradual steady
rise over the last three 5-year time periods;
from 8.0% in 1988-92 to the current 8.4%.
As with many of the other health indicator,
the changes are only slight. Nevertheless,
these slight increases, should they continue,
will merit watching.

Of the babies born to single mothers from
1990-94 (by race of mother), 2,723 were
White, 1,773 were Native American, 49 were
of Other races, and there were 12 cases
where the race was unknown. Percent

The percent women receiving prenatal care
in their first trimester of pregnancy was
79.5% during 1990 through 1994. This
means that for every 100 pregnancies result-
ing in a live birth, 79.5 received prenatal
care during the first three months of their
pregnancies.

The percentage of women receiving prenatal
care in the first trimester shows a slight
increase over the last three 5-year time
periods. While 78.0% received care from
1988-92, 79.5% did so from 1990-94.

Of the women receiving prenatal care in the
first trimester from 1990-94, 36,481 were
White, 4,927 were Native American, 586
were of Other races, and there were 62
cases where the race was unknown.

Age Appropriate Immunizations

In November of 1991 the South Dakota
Department of Health launched an Infant
Immunization Initiative (1-3) Plan. 1-3
began as a nationwide strategy brought
about by the U.S. measles epidemic of
1989-91. The goal of 1-3 is to have 90% of
the state's two year olds age-appropriately
immunized by the year 2000. In June of
1991 President Bush selected six sites to
pilot new and innovative approaches to
achieving the year 2000 goal. South
Dakota was selected as the only rural site.
Since the plan has been in effect there has
been a 37.7% increase in South Dakota in
the number of doses of DTP given to
children less than the age of two. Age-
appropriate immunization includes four
diptheria, tetanus, pertussis (DTP) immuni-
zations; three oral polio vaccines; and one
measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR)
immunization by the age of two.

Fig-
ures are retrospective in that immunization
levels are based on the percentage of kinder-
gartners who were adequately immunized at
24 months of age.

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Enrollment figures are gathered every year by the South Dakota De-
partment of Education and Cultural Affairs on the last Friday of school
in September. Figures are for pre-Kindergarten through twelfth grade.

Over the last few years enrollment in South
Dakota public schools has had a slow but steady
increase. In the fall of 1991 there were 131,576
students enrolled in South Dakota public schools.
By the fall of 1994 enrollment had risen to
135,494. (Enrollment for fall of 1992 was
133,675 and was 135,267 for the fall of 1993).

South Dakota's private schools have shown the
same pattern of growth in their enrollment fig-
ures. In the fall of 1991 there were 15,803
students enrolled in private schools in the state. By the fall of 1994
enrollment had risen to 18,503. From the Fall of 1991 to the Fall of
1992 there was an increase of 1,651 students enrolled in private
schools in the state.

Dropout rates for South Dakota's public schools dropped from the previous year after a three
year rising trend. Dropout rates for the 1994/95 school year were at 2.53% compared to
2.61% the previous year. However the 2.53% rate is still above the
2.11% for the 1991/92 school year which was reported in the first
KIDS COUNT Factbook.

Private schools have had a more erratic dropout pattern. In 1991/92 the
dropout rate for South Dakota's private schools was 9.17%. In 1992/93 it
declined to 7.13% and rose again in 1993/94 to 9.36%. Private school
dropout rate for 1994/95 stands at 8.90%.

Dropout rates varied by race with a 1.86% dropout rate for Whites, 11.33% for Native
American, and 4.02% for Other races in public schools. For private schools

dropout rates for Whites was .17%, Native Americans were at 14.15%,
and Other races stood at 1.17%.

Dropout rates are calculated by dividing the number of dropouts in
the school year by the accumulative enrollment.

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Information on children with disabilities is obtained from the Child Count done every December by the
Department of Education and Cultural Affairs. The count is done to determine age, disabling condition,
and placement alternatives for children with special needs. This information includes Chap-
ter I State operated/State supported programs but does not include private or BIA
schools.

On December 1, 1994 there were 15,755 children with disabling conditions in the
State. The increase in special education students this past year is mainly due to
the inclusion of special education students placed in State operated/State sup-
ported programs (Chapter I Handicapped) in the total for the first time. South
Dakota law mandates that a free special education program be provided to any
person under the age of twenty-one. The degree of interaction between the
special education student and the regular education student is described
through a continuum of placement alternatives available to the special educa-
tion student. These alternatives include:
-Regular classroom with modifications
Resource Room Services outside the regular classroom for more than 21
percent but less than 60 percent of the school day.
-Self-contained classroom Services outside of the regular classroom for more than 60 percent of the
day.
-Day program A special education program in a facility other than the student's district of residence for
more than 50 percent of the instructional day.
24-hour program Placed in a 24-hour residential/educational program (in or out of state).
tome/Hospital - Placement where children and youth with disabilities receive special education in
medical treatment facilities or at home.

There were 60.8% of the special education students served in a regular classroom with modifications
and 23.7% who were served in a resource room in 1994.

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In 1993, South Dakota had a per capita personal income (PCPI) of
$17,879. This PCPI ranked 38th in the United States and was 86%
of the national average. The 1993 PCPI reflected an increase of
3.5% from 1992. PCPI includes the net earnings (wages and sala-
ries, and other labor income, and net proprietors' income); dividends,
interest, and rent; and transfer payments (low income housing pay-
ments, foodstamps, etc) received by the residents of South Dakota.
In 1993 earnings were 66.1% of personal income; dividends, interest,
and rent were 17.0%; and transfer payments were 17.0%.

In 1983 South Dakota's PCPI was $9,684 and ranked 44th in the
United States. The average annual growth rate for per capita per-
sonal income over the past 10 years was 6.3% compared to a na-
tional annual growth rate of 5.5% for the same time period. From
1983 to 1993 the percent of PCPI from earnings increased 7.6%;
dividends, interest, and rent increased 3.7%; and transfer payments
increased 6.7%.

Fiscal year average participation in AFDC and the
Foodstamp program declined from 1993 to 1994.
While 2.9% of the population in South Dakota re-
ceived AFDC payments in 1993, 2.7% did so in
1994. Similarly, 8.0% of the population received
foodstamps in 1993 compared to 7.6% in 1994.

An average of 13,830 children participated in the
AFDC program in 1994 and 7,038 families (com-
pared to 14,265 children and 7,225 families in

1993). Of the 19,453 recipients of AFDC payments
it 1994, 71% were children, the same as in 1993. There was an average of 19.566 households receivin
foodstamps in 1994 compared to 19,904 in 1993. The average amount of foodstamps per person re-
mained almost the same, $64 in 1994 (compared to $63 in 1993).

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The growth in South Dakota's labor force was 7.6% between the 1980 and 1990
Census. This was due to the increased participation in the labor force by
women. In fact, there were 20.3% more women in the labor force in 1990 than in
1980. Based on the 1990 Census, South Dakota had the highest percent in the
nation of women with preschoolers who participated in the work force Na-
tionally 59.7% of women with preschoolers participated in the work
force while 71.3% of this same group did so in South Dakota.

In the 1980 Census South Dakota was near the national average
for the percentage of women with children in the work force.
While 45.7% of women nationally with children under 6 partici-
pated in the work force, 50.9% did so in South Dakota. Simi-
larly, 63.0% of those with children 6-17 were in the labor force
nationally compared to 64.5% in South Dakota. By the 1990
Census the gap had widened and while 59.7% of the women
with preschoolers were participating in the work force nation-
ally, 71.3% of those in South Dakota were doing so. And
75.0% of the women with children 6-17 were in the labor
force nationally compare to 81.8% of this same cohort in
South Dakota.

According to the 1990 Census of Population and Housing, 13.1% of the U.S. population lived below the
poverty level compared to 15.9% for South Dakota. The number and percent of persons below poverty
and families below poverty dropped between 1980 and 1990 for South Dakota. Even so, South Dakota
has higher rates of poverty than the U.S., with Shannon County having the highest rate
of persons below poverty in the U.S., with 63.1% of the population living in poverty.

The segments where South Dakota showed an increasing proportion living below the
poverty level were those involving children. In fact, two-thirds of the South Dakota
female householder families with related children under 5 years were living in poverty.
Nationally, 57.4% of this type of family lived in poverty. Specifically the categories
which showed an increase in poverty between the 1980 and 1990 Censuses
were:
°related children under 5 years
*families with related children under 5 years
*female householder families
*female householder families with children under 18 years
°female householder families with children under 5 years

Two counties (Shannon, 63.1% and Todd, 50.2%) have more than 50% of their total population below
the poverty level. Nine South Dakota counties have more than one-third of their population below pov-
erty. These are the same nine counties with more than 50% of their children living in poverty. These
counties and their percent of children below poverty are:

When looking at the percent of a catagory to determine trends or need, take care to evaluate the num-
bers as well. For example, there was a higher percent in 1989 of South Dakota families with related
children under 5 years living in poverty than in 1979 (20.7% in 89 and 19.8% in 79). Evaluating this
alone might lead one to conclude there is an increasing poverty problem for families with children under
5 and that there should be a corre-
sponding increase in demand for
assistance by families in this cat-
egory. However, when looking at the
raw numbers one sees that, in fact,
there were 121 fewer families with
children under 5 living in poverty.
This does not mean that a problem
does not exist just that one needs to
use the raw numbers as well as the
percents when looking at or planning
the level of demand for assistance.

Most Recent Poverty Estimates
In 1993 there were 39.3 million persons below poverty level in the United States representing 15.1%
of the Nation's population. The percent of children under 18 in the United States in poverty for the
same time period was 22.7%. Nationally children represent a very large segment of the poor making
up 40.1% of those in poverty. This is important in the light of the fact that they are only a little more
than one-fourth of the total population.

In 1992, 19.1% of the children under the age of 18 lived in poverty in South Dakota. The 1993 esti-
mates put this figurg at 17.0%.

Youth Fatalities and injuries on South Dakota Roads - 1994

There were 154 fatalities in 1994 on
South Dakota's roads. Forty three of
these were youth between the ages of 0
and 19 representing 27.9% of the total
fatalities. Thirty-five (22.7%) of the
fatalities were between the ages of 14
through 19.

The percentage of injuries to youth was
slightly higher at 33.6%. Out of the 8,540
injuries as a result of motor vehicle acci-
dents, 2,867 were to youth between the
ages of 0 and 19. Of those, 2,105 (24.6%) were within the ages
of 14 through 19.

Safety Equipment Usage

Since the Child Passenger Restraint Sys-
tem took effect (in January of 1994) there
have been 24 deaths to children birth
through 4 years of age in South Dakota.
Two of these children were restrained by a
child safety restraint properly used and
none have been restrained by a lap belt or
lab and shoulder harness. In 1994 there
were 132 injuries to children birth through 4

years of age. Eighty-three of those were restrained by a lap belt,
lap and shoulder harnass, or a child safety restraint used prop-
erly.

Alcohol Involved Accidents

There were a total of 70 fatalities in alcohol related
accidents in 1994; 17 of those were to youth from birth
through age 19. Alcohol involvement for fatal accidents
is based upon a positive BAC result and/or indication of

alcohol use by at least one driver,
pedestrian or bicycle driver as
reported by the investigating officer.
Of all accident related fatalities to
youth age birth to 19, 39.5% in-
volved alcohol.

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Juvenile Crime Referrals
In the past, the South Dakota KIDS COUNT Factbook used information
from the Uniform Crim4e Report to provide insights into juvenile arrest
rates. The Uniform Crime Report is a voluntary program and not all
law enforcement agencies across the State participated or participated
for only part of the year. Because this report may have been missing data
and therefore not providing a clear picture of the indicator of juvenile arrests, the
number of juvenile crime referrals is included instead. This figure represents the
number of youth under eighteen years of age who are referred to the Unified Judicial
System by the states attorneys. Juvenile informational complaints may be filed with the states
attorney by law enforcement officials, parents, court services officers (alleged probation violations),
and others. The states attorney may decide to file a formal petition (the case goes to court), refer the
case to a court services department for a 90-day informal adjustment, refer the case to a private agency

approved by the court (alcohol treatment facility
or program for example), or to take no action.

From 1993 to 1994 there was an increase of 573
in the number of formal petitions filed by the
states attorney, only nine of which were for
violent arrests. In contrast, there was a decrease
of 116 in the number of cases which were re-
ferred for some form of informal adjustment
(juvenile did not actually go to trial).

Admissions to Juvenile Correctional Facilities
South Dakota has three juvenile correctional facilities; the State Training School,
the Youth Forestry Camp, and the Lamont Youth Development Center. Over the
last three fiscal years the number of youth admitted to these facilities has re-
mained fairly stable. In 1993 there were 276 youth in state run correctional
facilities compared to 263 in 1995. This stability may be due to the fact that the
correctional institutions themselves will only hold so many youth.

There is at least a four month wait to be placed into a state juvenile correctional facility. While awaiting
placement in a correctional facility a youth has several options. He/She may wait at home (includes
home detention, or electronic monitoring), they may be placed in a residential or group home situation, or
may wait in one of the state's three juvenile detention centers located in Pennington, Minnehaha, and
Brown counties. The state is in the process of increasing the potential number of youth it can serve at

correctional facilities by adding a 48 bed boot
camp and several other additions. These addi-
tions will have a dramatic effect on the number o
admissions to correctional facilities in the future.

Child Protection Services is an office within the South Dakota Department of
Social Services which identifies children who are abused/neglected and
assures provision of services to those children and families where protection
of the child is a concern. Information for this special report was taken from
their "Child Protective Services to Families and Children, Fiscal Year 1994
(July 1, 1993 to June 30, 1994) Statistical Report".

In 1984, investigation of child abuse or neglect numbered 6,536. By 1994
this figure had risen to 10,156 cases (see figure 1). Less than a quarter
(18.9%) of the cases were substantiated in 1994 compared to 46 3% in
1984. Substantiated cases are those in which factual information was found
to result in a determination that child abuse and/or neglect did occur Un-
substantiated cases are those which were determined to be free of incidents
or not enough adequate evidence was found to validate that abuse or ne-
glect had occurred.

Once a case is substantiated a formal determi-
nation of what intervention is necessary to
assure continued protection of the child is
necessary. These interventions include no
further intervention other than the investigation
itself, referral to other agencies, continued
involvement by Child Protection Services, court
involvement without placement, or placement of
the child outside of his/her home.

Of the 1,923 substantiated investigations:

.1,028 (54%) resulted in the child staying in the
home with some form of intervention
-Services were provided to 920 parents by
Child Protection Services. Of those, 283 were

provided Home Based Services involving 400
children.
.882 resulted in the removal of the child (8.7%
of the total children investigated and 45% of
the substantiated cases).
-Nine of the substantiated investigations
(0.4%) involved children who were abused or
neglected while in a residential placement of
other institution (foster care, day care).
-In three of the investigations the disposition
could not be determined because of incom-
plete information on the reporting system.

It is important to keep in mind that children
who are found to be abused or neglected, and
are not placed, could be placed at a later
stage of the case while services are being
provided. Also, children who must be re-
moved and placed elsewhere could be re-
turned home at a later stage of the case if the
situation has improved and the court has
ordered the child's return home.
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In the 1993 Youth Risk Behavior Survey 61% of the high
school students surveyed said they had at least one drink
of alcohol during the past 30 days, and 44% had five or
more drinks in a row in the last 30 days. In the same
survey, 20% of the respondents reported using marijuana
sometime during their life and 5% had used some form of
cocaine. It was also reported by 16% of the students that

ik44161they had used any other type of illegal drug during their
lifetime. All of percentages represent an increase from the
survey done in 1992. In other words, the percentage of
youth who had participated in these potentially harmful
activities had increased. The Youth Risk Behavior Survey
is a random sample of grades nine through twelve. All
public, private, and Burea of Indian Affair schools are
eligible to be included in the random sample. For the 1993

survey a total of 1,348 students from eighteen schools completed the survey. The survey is
prepared for the AIDS Prevention Education Program of the South Dakota Depart-

ment of Education and Cultural Affairs and the Division of Alcohol and Drug
Abuse of the South Dakota Department of Human Services.

The South Dakota Department of Human Services, Division of Alcohol and
Drug Abuse tracks the number of juveniles who are participating in state

accredited drug or alcohol treatment programs. In fiscal year 1994 there were
1,112 juvenile participants in drug or alcohol treatment programs. By fiscal year

'1995 this figure had risen to 2,038. This increase was seen
across all racial groups and in all but eight cour,tics. (Those coun-

ties where admission to drug or alcohol treatment programs by juve-
niles decreased include Bennett, Corson, Deuel, Douglas, Hamlin,

Hand, Lincoln, and Walworth.)

There are several reasons for this increase. First, the same youth may be
counted several times if he or she has participated in more than one pro-

gram. Second, the management information system used to track this activity
has improved as well as the progam managers improving their record keeping.

Finally a new facility for drug and alcohol treatment was opened up in the west-
ern part of the state. Based on these factors, there has been a definite rise in
the number of youth participating in drug or alcohol treatment programs.

Of the youth participating in alcohol or drug programs in FY 1995, almost two-
thirds were White (64.4%), 32.2% were Native American, and 3.3% were mem-
bers of Other races. (In FY 1994 60.5% were White, 34.7% were Native Ameri-
can, and 4.8% were Other races.)

The average pov-
erty threshold for a family of four was $12,674 in
1989.

"NC" (not comparable): Poverty statistics for
female householders with children were calcu-
lated for "under 6" in 1980 not "under 5" as in the
1990 Census and therefore are not comparable.

Median family income: The median divides the
income distribution into two equal parts, one
having incomes above the median and the other
having incomes below the median. For families,
the median family income is based on the distri-
bution of the total number of units including those
with no income.

LRbor force: all person classified in the civilian

labor force plus members of the U.S. Armed
Forces (persons on active duty with the United
States Army, Air Force, Navy, Marine Corp, or
the Coast Guard). The civilian labor force con-
sists of persons classified as employed or
unemployed (unemployed includes all civilians
who were not at work and were looking for work
during the last four weeks and were available to
accept a job).

Source:
Department of Education and Cultural Affairs for
the State of South Dakota. Statistics for dropout
rates and enrollment are for pre-K through
twelve. Child Count data on disabilities is for
individuals age three through twenty-one.

Definitions:
Dropout rate: Dropout rates presented in the
Factbook are "event dropout rates". The event
dropout rate represents the share of students
who leave school without completing high
school during a single year. The dropout rates
for the State of South Dakota districts/schools
were calculated by dividing the number of
dropouts in the school year by the accumulative
enrollment. A "NA" indicates there were no
schools (private and/or public) in the county.

Enrollment: Total number of students enrolled in
school on the last Friday of school in Septem-
ber.

Children with a disability: This information is
obtained from the Special Education Child
Count done every December to determine age,
placement alternatives, and disabling conditions
for children with special needs. The number
presented represents the number of children
with disabling conditions in the designated
school district. These conditions include: deaf,
blind, serious emotionally disturbed, mental
retardation, hearing and visual impairments,
specific learning disabilities, multiple disabilities,
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orthopedic impairments, speech/language impair-
ments, other health impairments, autism, and
traumatic brain injury. Child Count data does not
include private or BIA schools but does include
Chapter I State operated/State supported pro-
grams.

Source:
Information for this portion of the Factbook was
obtained from a variety of sources. Juvenile
crime referrals was provided by the Court Ser-
vices Department of the South Dakota Unified
Judicial System. The Department of Corrections
gathered the data on admissions to juvenile
correctional facilities. Admissions to drug or
alcohol treatment programs was provided by the
South Dakota Department of Human Services,
Division of Alcohol and Drug Abuse. Teens not in
school and not in the labor force is from ihe 1980
and 1990 Census and was provided by the State
Data Center of South Dakota.

Definitions:
Juvenile crime referrals: This figure represents
the number of youth under eighteen years of age
who are referred to the Unified Judicial System
(UJS) by the states attorneys. Juvenile informa-
tional complaints may be filed with the states
attorney by law enforcement officials, parents,
court services officers (alleged probation viola-
tions), and others, The state attorney may decide
to file a formal petition, refer the case to a court
services department for a 90-day informal adjust-
ment, refer the case to a private agency approved

by the court, or take no action. Numbers are for
the county in which apprehension took place and
represents the number of cases rather than
individuals. In other word, if a child was referred
to UJS for several different offenses, he or she
would be counted several different times.

Juvenile admissions to drug or alcohol treatment
programs: Admissions include youth eighteen
and under who are receiving treatment for alcohol
or drug abuse from a state accredited facility. The
individual is counted once for every program he
or she participated in. However, if the individual
was admitted to the same program more than
once, they are only counted once. Admissions
include residential as well as outpatient treatment
programs.

Admissions to juvenile correctional facilities: Total
number of juveniles admitted to a Department of
Corrections facility (includes the State Training
School, Youth Forestry Camp, and the Lamont
Youth Development Center). Figures are by
county of commitment which means the county of
record in which the judge conducted the adjudica-
tion and dispositional proceedings. It can be
county of residence or the county where the
offense occured.

Teens not in school and not in labor force or
unemployed: This figure is the percent of all
individuals sixteen to twenty who are not enrolled
in school or are not high school graduates ("high
school dropouts"), and unemployed (currently
seeking work) or not in the labor force (not cur-
rently seeking work).
