ABSTRACT
This KIDS COUNT data book examines statewide trends in the

well-being of New Jersey's children. The report begins with general state
facts and trends in child well-being, county composite and quartile ra.1-1:cin:J.
for 1994, state composite rankings for the years 1991 through 1994, and state
quartile rankings by county for the years 1993 and 1994. The bulk of the
report provides data in two forms on a county-by-county basis, including a
composite ranking table and a table of trends which compares Kids Count data
from 1991 through 1994. Twelve indicators of child well-being include: (1)

low birthweight; (2) no prenatal care; (3) infant mortality; (4) AFDC
benefits; (5) food stamp benefits; (6) births to teens; (7) child abuse and
neglect; (8) child deaths; (9) teen deaths; (10) juvenile arrests; (11)

juvenile commitments; and (12) out-of-home placements. The third section of
the report provides data on 21 of New Jersey's major cities and their ranking
in relation to the state averages in the indicator areas of: (1) low birth
weight; (2) no prenatal care; (3) infant mortality; (4) AFDC benefits; (5)

food stamp benefits; (6) births to teens; (7) child deaths; and (8) teen
death. The report ends with a glossary of terms and definitions. (SD)

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GLOSSARY

Birth Statistics - Department of Health, 1992.

Births to Teens - The number of adolescents per 1,000 who gave birth in 1992 (Department of Health).
Children born to adolescents are more likely to be of low birth weight, to have health problems, and
suffer child abuse and neglect. Adolescent parents have fewer educational and career opportunities,
thus perpetuating poverty for themselves and their children.

Child Death Rate - The number of children (ages 1-14) per 10,000 who died in 1992 (Department of
Health). Over one-third of child deaths are caused by motor vehicle related injuries, infectious
diseases, and other injuries including those related to fires. These causes are related to risks in
families and communities, such as, the lack of well-developed interventions and services.

Children Receiving Aid to Families with Dependent Children (AFDC) Benefits - The number of children
per 1,000 receiving AFDC benefits in 1994 (Department of Human Services). Children who receive
these benefits are more likely to have health problems, to live in substandard housing, and to be
abused or neglected.

Children Receiving Food Stamp Benefits - The number of children per 1,000 receiving Food Stamp
benefits in 1994 (Department of Human Services).

Composite Rankings - The composite ranking is based on the cumulative standardized scores for
each indicator. The standardized score of an indicator is the number of standardized deviation units
that measure the distance from the mean of the distribution.

Indicator Rankings - All counties are arranged in sequential order from best (1) to worst (21) and
assigned a rank using the latest available data on each indicator. Whenever there is a tie of two or
more counties, they are assigned the most positive rank (for example, if three counties are tied at
ranking positions 10, 11 and 12, they are each assigned a rank of 10 and the next county is ranked 13).

Infant Mortality Rate - The number of infants per 1,000 who died before their first birthday in 1992
(Department of Health). High rates of infant mortality are indicative of poor access to health care, lack
of prenatal care, birth defects (including those caused by prenatal exposure to alcohol and drugs),
and high rates of poverty.

Juvenile Arrest Rate - The number of juvenile arrests (ages 10-17) per 1,000 in 1993 (Uniform Crime
Report/Census Data).

Juvenile Commitment Rate - The number of juvenile commitments (ages 13-18) per 1,000 in 1993
(Department of Corrections). Children in detention centers lack the opportunity to participate in family
life, traditional education systems and interactions with the community. They are more likely to come
from families and communities in which high risk behaviors are more prevalent.

Low Birth Weight - Percentage of babies born weighing below 2,500 grams (5.5 lbs.) in 1992
(Department of Health). These babies have a higher death rate (see Infant Mortality Indicator) and are
more likely to develop disabilities which create a greater need for medical services, special education,
and lifelong support services.
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Non-White Population - Includes all those who are non-white, either of Hispanic Origin or not Hispanic
Origin (1990 Census Data).

No Prenatal Care - Percentage of all children born in 1992 whose mothers reported receiving no
prenatal medical care (Department of Health). Such children are more likely to be of low birth weight
(see Low Birth Weight indicator). Mothers who do not receive prenatal care have higher rates of
maternal death, illnesses and complications, all of which have adverse implications for the child.

Out-of-Home Placement Rate - The number of children placed in settings such as foster care,
residential care or other out-of-home placements per 1,000 in 1994 (Department of Human Services
and Department of Education). Children who are placed in such a setting often lack the stability of a
nurturing home life.

Per Capita Personal Income - U.S Department of Commerce, Bureau of Economic Analysis, 1992.

Population Statistics - U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of Census, Census Data, 1990.

Quartile Rankings - The portion of the distribution which comprises an exact fourth of the total. This
ranking shows the counties (13) that perform in the upper quartiles of the state and the counties (8)
that perform in the lower quartiles of the state on indicators of child well-being. This gives a
composite picture of county performance on all indicators of child well-being. Counties in the first
quartile are the better performers.

Teen Death Rate - The number of adolescents (ages 15-19) per 10,000 who died in 1992 (Department
of Health). A high percentage of adolescent deaths are caused by motor vehicle related injuries,
homicide, suicide, and other high risk behaviors. These causes are associated with risks in their
families and communities, such as the lack of well-developed interventions and services.

Statements
Child Abuse and Neglect - The New Jersey Division of Youth and Family Services has not yet released
its annual statistical summary of child abuse and neglect reporting in New Jersey. The Division is
analyzing the impact of a major case practice reform initiative. This change in case practice has
required the establishment of a new analysis process to allow for the accurate reporting of the entire
universe of children and youth who have been abused or neglected or who are at risk of abuse or
neglect. (DHS)

Population Calculations - Census estimates for 1991 and 1992 were available for the state. The 1990
Census Bureau MARS file (modified age, race, and sex), the statewide and county 1991 age/sex
estimates, and the statewide 1992 age/sex estimates were used to generate 1992 estimates for cities
and counties. The rates provided are only as accurate as the generated estimates. (DOH - Births to
Teens, Child Death and Teen Death Rates)
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
