The Food Stamp Program serves as the first
line of defense against hunger in the US. it
enables low-income families to buy nutritious
food with coupons or Electronic Benefits
Transfer (EBT) cards. Migrant or seasonal
farmworker households are entitled to expe-

dited service if they are destitute, and if eligible

for food stamps, they must receive food stamps
within 7 days. Migrant households receive a ful
month'’s allotment of food stamps (rather than
an allotment prorated from the date of applica-
tion) if they participated in the program within
the last 30 days.

State social service agencies administer this
program under the US. Department of
Agriculture’s Food and Nutrition Service.

For example,
a verification of certification card is issued to
ensure continuity of WIC benefits as migrant
participants move from one area or state to
another. The Bureau of Primary Health Care,
and the Indian Health Service (IHS), Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services cooper-
ated with the Food and Nutrition Service at
the Federal level to increase the extent of
co-location, integration, and coordination of
WIC services at Community and Migrant
Health Centers and IHS clinics in response
to WIC legislation. A manual of successful
coordination efforts is expected to be pro-
duced in the fall of 1999.
