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Legislative Commission on Indian Services

The Commission on Indian Services was created by statute in 1975 to advise the Legislative Assembly and other
Oregon officials and agencies on the needs of American Indian people in the state. The thirteen members of the
Commission are appointed pursuant to ORS 172.100 et seq, to two-year, staggered terms of office. These
appointments are made jointly by the Speaker of the House of Representatives and the President of the Senate and
are based on nominations submitted by American Indian tribes and communities in designated areas of the state.

All nine of the federally recognized tribes in Oregon have a representative on the Commission. These tribes are the
Burns Paiute Tribe, the Confederated Tribes of Coos, Lower Umpqua and Siuslaw Indians, the Confederated Tribes

_ of Grand Ronde Community, the Confederated Tribes of Siletz, the Confederated Tribes of Umatilla Indian

Reservation, the Confederated Tribes of Warm Springs, the Cow Creek Band of Umpqua Indians, the Klamath
Tribes and, the Coquille Tribe. Two geographic areas are also represented on the Commission. These are the
Portland Urban Area, and the Willamette Valley area. Two legislative members, a senator and a representative, are
also seated on the Commission.

The specific statutory responsibilities of the Commission include: 1) Compiling information about services for
Indians; 2) Developing and sponsoring programs to inform Indians of Services available to them; 3) Developing and
sponsoring programs to make Indian needs and concerns know to the public and private agencies whose activities
affect Indians; 4) Encouraging and supporting these public and private agencies to expand and improve their
services for Indians; 5) Assessing programs of state agencies operating for the benefit of Indians and making
recommendations to the appropriate agencies for improving those programs, and 6) Reporting biennially to the
Governor and the Legislative Assembly on all matters of concern to Indians in Oregon.

In order to carry out these statutory responsibilities, the Commission holds meeting to learn from American Indians
what problems they are facing and to discuss possible solutions. Often the Commission invites representatives of
state or federal agencies to discuss their programs as they affect the Indian population in the state. The Commission
also monitors legislation affecting Indians, both while it is being considered by the Legislature and after it becomes
law, and assists in presenting information to the Legislature on issues of importance to American Indians in Oregon.

The Commission on Indian Services embodies the State of Oregon's commitment to recognize the existence of
Oregon's Indian communities and their needs. Prior.to its establishment, there was no suitable mechanism in state
government to consider Indian needs and concerns directly. With the establishment of the Commission, this
significant barrier has been eliminated. The Commission serves as the primary forum in which Indian needs are
considered; it serves as the conduit by which concerns are channeled through the appropriate network; it serves as
the point of access for finding out about state government programs and policies; and, it serves as a catalyst for
bringing about change where it is needed.

The Commission actively promotes intergovernmental cooperation and coordination as a means of enhancing the
well-being of Indian people in the state. It is the Commission's belief that one of the best ways in which to assist
Indians is to help them help themselves. Therefore, while the Commission will often take the lead in addressing
needs and concemns, it will also encourage Indians to find their own solutions. The Commission recognized that it
will not solve many of the problems Indian encounter, but with the support of Indians and state government,
legislative and administrative solutions can be developed to meet many of these needs.

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INTRODUCTION

Tribal Sovereignty and The Federal Trust Relationship

Indian tribes represent unique legal entities in the United States. Tribes are distinct political communities with extensive
powers of self-government. Tribal sovereignty predates the United States and the United States Constitution considers
Indian tribes as separate governments. Except as limited by federal law, Indian tribes can legislate on matters of tribal
concern and they can adjudicate civil and criminal matters under their laws. They have the authority to levy taxes and
to regulate land uses. Many tribes have extensive water rights, as well as hunting and fishing rights, both within and
outside reservation boundaries. Unlike the Federal Government, most states do not have legal jurisdiction over Indian
tribes or their lands.

Indian treaties, federal statutes, and executive agreements over the past 200 years have established a special trust
relationship between tribes and the Federal Government. Since Indian tribes owned their lands, legal agreements were
necessary for the United States to acquire legal title. By treaty, many tribes ceded almost all their lands to the Federal
Government. In return, tribes retained small parcels as reservations, and they received promises of federal protection
for their lands, resources and people. These promises are collectively called "trust responsibilities.”

Most executive authority for administering the Indian trust responsibilities has been delegated to the Secretary of the
Interior. In- turn, the Secretary has designated the Bureau of Indian Affairs as the primary agency within the
Department of Interior to protect tribal interests.

During the 1950's, in a move to assimilate Indians into mainstream white America, the United States Government
ended federal trusteeship of roughly three percent of the country's Indian population through a process called
termination. Of the 109 tribes and bands terminated, 64 of them are native to Oregon. Even though the tone of the
termination legislation was emancipation, the net effect of the policy on terminated tribes was devastation culturally,
politically and economically.

In recent years however, vigorous efforts have been mounted by terminated tribes to reestablish or restore the trust
relationship. In 1977, the Confederated Tribes of Siletz won restoration, followed by the Cow Creek Band of Umpqua
Indians in late 1982, the Confederated Tribes of Grand Ronde in November 1983, the Confederated Tribes of Coos,
Lower Umpqua and Siuslaw Indians in 1984, the Klamath Tribe in 1986, and the Coquille Tribe in 1989.

Oregon now has nine federally recognized tribes: the Burns Paiute Tribe, Confederated Tribes of Coos, Lower Umpqua
and Siuslaw Indians, Confederated Tribes of Grand Ronde, Confederated Tribes of Siletz, Confederated Tribes of

Warm Springs, Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation, Cow Creek Band of Umpqua Indians, Klamath
Tribe, and the Coquille Tribe.
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Indian Ancestry and Tribal Benefits: Who Is Eligible?

People often assume that being part Indian automatically entitles them to federal benefits. This is a misconception
shared by Indians and non-Indians alike. Generally speaking, disbursements made to Indians represent income from
the following sources:

1. An individual's share of tribal money from a compensation decision made by the Indian Claims Commissvion;

2. Property owned by an Indian that has been collected for him by an agent of the Federal Government;

3. A tribal claim for payment for lands taken many years ago or in connection with more recent transactions;

4. The use of tribal timber or other reservation resource, a percentage of which is distributed among tribal members;

5. The fulfillment of treaty obligations. These funds belong either to the tribe or the individual and are held in trust by
the Federal Government.

To be eligible for payments from tribal funds, a person must be a recognized member from an Indian tribe whose
money is being distributed. Eligibility depends on proof of blood relationship and requires tracing this relationship to
an ancestor whose name appeared on a tribal census roll. If the ancestor's tribal name is known, eligibility assistance
can be obtained from the National Archives and Records Service, 8th Street and Pennsylvania Ave., NW, Washington,
D.C.,20408.

If the ancestor's tribe is unknown, considerable difficulty in tracing genealogy may be encountered. A good way to
begin is by locating records of birth, adoption, baptism, marriage, death or items appearing in local newspapers.
Records such as these can be found in churches, the city, county or state clerk's or records office, historical societies,
newspaper archives and libraries. Most librarians and genealogical researchers can assist in locating depositories of
such records. Bookmobiles often provide assistance to those not having access to libraries.

If direct descent to a legally entitled member of a federally recognized tribe can be established, the tribe itself or the
Bureau of Indian Affairs office which has immediate federal responsibility over it can provide the necessary
membership requirements. A list of tribal governing bodies and their addresses can be obtained from the Bureau of
Indian Affairs, U.S. Department of Interior, Washington, D.C., 20245.

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Oregon's Indian Population

Oregon's American Indian population is estimated at 38,496, according to the 1990 Census. It is a diverse population in
that each tribe and organization has its own particular history, value system, government, language and ties that bind
each entity as a distinct people. During the last century, and particularly during the Termination era, this population
was highly mobile. Many historically rural and reservation Indians have moved to urban centers, and this transition has
resulted in a unique blend of continually evolving values and needs. The dynamics of this population make it almost
impossible to classify its characteristics in discrete categories. In general, however, three distinctions can be made in
regard to Oregon's Indian population:

» Urban/Rural;
» Reservation/Nonreservation;
* Recognized/Unrecognized

A combination of these categories is required to reflect accurately the composition of the state's Indian communities.

URBAN Indians comprise roughly 89% of Oregon's Indian population. Nationwide, about 50% of the Indian
population is classified as urban. Most towns in Oregon have some Indian population; however, the majority live in the
larger metropolitan centers of Portland, Salem, and Eugene. An urban Indian community includes people from tribes in
Oregon and other states; people with strong tribal affiliations and those with none; people who choose urban living for
employment, education or other reasons; and, those whose decision was made for them by factors beyond their control.

RURAL Indians are those living in non-metropolitan areas of the state. This category includes reservations and
nonreservation areas, and recognized as well as unrecognized Indians.

RESERVATION Indians live on or near Oregon's five reservations: Burns Paiute, Siletz, Warm Springs, Umatilla and
Grand Ronde. A reservation community includes enrolled members of the tribe or tribes for whom the reservation was
established, as well as Indians from other tribes living on the reservation. Oregon's reservations are strikingly different
in many aspects. Size is one example. Siletz is situated on 4,168 acres; Warm Springs on more than 641,000. Tribal
enrollment figures likewise vary considerably. Burns Paiute has the smallest enrollment with 302 and Grand Ronde the
largest with 4,369 enrolled members. Reservations differ markedly in other aspects as well including tribal governing
structure, resource base, and range of available services and treaty provisions.

NONRESERVATION Indians are those who live away from the reservation in urban or rural areas and can be either
recognized or unrecognized. The recently recognized Coquille Tribe is an example of a recognized, nonreservation
Indian tribe.

RECOGNIZED Indians are those who are enrolled members of tribes for whom the Federal Government has
acknowledged certain treaty or statutory obligations. Recognized Indians include urban, rural, reservation or

nonreservation people.

UNRECOGNIZED Indians include those from tribes with whom federal relations have been severed by congressional
action (termination) and those who's tribe has never been recognized by the Federal Government.

X INTRODUCTION
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Intertribal Organizations

Tribal diversity notwithstanding, all Indians have concerns, which they share with one another. A number of intertribal
organizations have been formed to address these issues and present a unified stand on them.

On the regional level, for example, the Columbia River Inter-tribal Fish Commission represents tribes in Washington,
Oregon and Idaho on matters concerning fisheries management. Another example is the Affiliated Tribes of Northwest
Indians. This organization provides assistance to Pacific Northwest tribes on numerous vital issues ranging from health
to natural resources. Promoting economic development for all Indians in Oregon and Washington is the goal of the
Native American Business Alliance.

On the statewide level, many intertribal organizations have been formed that are devoted to specific issues such as
education, health, legal matters, aging, alcoholism and adoption, to name a few. Others, whose missions are of a multi-
purpose nature, provide general assistance in the form of access to services and opportunities for Indians.

Because there exists such a pressing need for information on available services for Indians, the Commission on Indian
Services has made one of its major tasks the development of a resource guide for Indians. This Directory is intended to
be a comprehensive listing of organizations, programs, and services of and for Native Americans in Oregon.
Obviously, it does not include all resources within the state for which Indian people may be eligible, and some listings
that should be included may have been inadvertently omitted. However, with constant vigilance of Oregon's Indian
communities, the editors are confident that this Directory will continue to be the best of its kind available.

STATE/TRIBAL GOVERNMENT-TO-GOVERNMENT RELATIONS

There are nine federally recognized Indian tribal governments located in the State of
Oregon. These Indian tribes were in existence prior to the formation of the United States
of America, and thus retain a unique legal status. The importance of recognizing the
relationship that exists between the tribes and state government can not be
underestimated.

As sovereigns the tribes and the State of Oregon must work together to develop mutual
respect for the sovereign interests of both parties. The relationships between our
governmental structures can only be built through trust and mutual respect .

The purpose of formalizing the government-to-government relationship that exists
between Oregon’s Indian tribes and the State is to establish a process which can assist in
resolving potential conflicts, maximize key inter-governmental relations and enhance an
exchange of ideas and resources for the greater good of all of Oregon’s citizens, whether
tribal members or not.

IT IS ORDERED AND DIRECTED:

1. That the Governor’s Legal Counsel, or such other person as the Governor may
from time to time designate, shall be accountable to the Governor for the
implementation of this Executive Order and be responsible for convening an
annual meeting where representatives of the State and the nine federally
recognized Oregon tribal governments will work together to achieve mutual goals.

2. That the head of each Cabinet level department who is either appointed by the
Governor or who reports to gubernatorial appointees and is made subject to this
Order by the Governor ( hereinafter “department”) shall be accountable to the
Governor’s office for adopting a departmental State/Tribal Government statement

that:

a. Recognizes that Oregon Indian tribal governments are interested in the
development of state policy that affects tribal interests (hereinafter “state
policy”) and recognizes the desirability of dialogue between tribal
governments and the state, with regard to those state policies;

b. Identifies key personnel of the department as a “key contact[s]”
responsible for coordination with tribal governments;

C. Establishes a process for the identification of those state policies by
designated tribal representatives and key contacts ;

d. promotes dialogue between Oregon departments and
tribal governments on those state policies ; and

e That advances the government-to-government relationship by notifying
staff and employees of this Executive Order.

3. Through the process established under this Executive Order the key contacts

and designated tribal representatives shall identify issues of mutual concern
arising from state policy. The departments and each tribal government shall
make reasonable efforts to design solutions and develop programs to
achieve mutual goals in relation to state policy.

4. That each department shall recognize the opportunity to use a number of tools to
achieve mutual cooperation including but not limited to use of cooperative
agreements with Indian tribal governments as provided for in ORS 190.110 when
it is appropriate to do so.

5. That each department shall provide key managers with periodic training which
enables them to better recognize Indian issues and to understand and respect the
legal status of tribal governments and of American Indians as citizens of Oregon
who also have their own unique and distinct culture. It is important as well for the
tribes to develop tribal training so its members will better understand the
workings and process of state government. It is the hope of the state that these
training’s will enable the tribes and the state to learn about each other’s cultures
and improve our mutual ability to communicate our interests more clearly. The
key contact and designated tribal representatives shall consult on the scope and
content of training as well as the coverage of its cost.

6. That the departments shall work cooperatively to accomplish the goals of this
order.

It is the hope of the state and the tribes that this executive order will result in improving
the quality of communication between our sovereign governments. The tribes and the
state recognize that this order cannot and is not intended to create a forum for resolution
of all issues between the tribes and the state. Nor is it meant to replace presently existing
lines of communications. Both the tribes and the state recognize that issues that are the
subject of litigation or that are likely to become the subject of litigation are inappropriate
for discussion in this process.

Nothing in this order shall require the state or any of its agencies to violate or ignore any
laws, rules, directives or other legal requirements or obligations imposed by state or
federal law including but not limited to state Public Records laws, Public Meetings laws
and provisions of the state Administrative Procedures Act. ’

The Confederated Tribes of Grande Ronde is a federally
recognized tribe. Its 10,800-acre reservation is located in
Yambhill County. The Tribe provides services to its members
and other Indians through a variety of programs. The
official governing body for the Confederated Tribes of
Grand Ronde is the nine-member Tribal Council, elected by
the general membership. Current tribal enrollment is
approximately 4,200 members, a majority of whom live
Oregon.  Revenues from gaming and the sale of tribal timber
each year go to support programs and governmental
functions. These include the tribe's education, housing,
small business development, natural resources, and health
and wellness services. The Tribe opened its health clinic in
1997, which provides medical services and dental services to
tribal members and other Native American people, and
people residing in the Grand Ronde community. The Tribe
also provides addiction treatment and counseling services,
various social services programs, and operates its own tribal
court. Nanitch Sahallie, a youth residential treatment
facility, is located in Keizer, Oregon and is also owned by
the Grand Ronde Tribe. '
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The Tribe's largest business project, Spirit Mountain Casino
is located in Grand Ronde on Highway 18. The casino
employs approximately 1,200 people. Spirit Mountain
Lodge, a new hotel owned by the Tribe, opened in
December of 1998. The Tribe is working on several
business ventures to diversity its economy.

The tribal Governance Center was completed in October,
1998 and houses administrative and Tribal Council offices.
In 1999, the Tribe hopes to complete the construction of 40
units of elder housing.

The Confederated Tribes of Siletz (a confederation of 24
bands originally ranging from Northern California to
Southern Washington) is a federally recognized tribe with a
3,987 acre reservation located in Lincoln County, of which
350 acres were newly acquired in 1994 through legislation.
In November 1977 the Confederated Tribes of Siletz, which
had been terminated in 1955, were the second tribe in the
United States and the first in Oregon to be restored. The
tribe is proud to be one of the 23 tribes in the United States
to have become part of thé S€lf-Governance Demonstration
Project. Committed to the betterment of the Tribal
Membership as a whole, the nine member governing Tribal
Council has been very innovative in exploring options to
produce revenue and provide services.

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JERIMIAH CURTAIN LEGENDS PROJECT

MYTHS OF THE MODOC

In a curtain part of the Modoc Country it snowed all day because that was where /witsdak/ or blizzard lived.

/witsdak/ was a storm that blew back and fourth so much that the people who lived around there could hardly breathe. This was the home of
snow.

It happened one day that the people that lived there asked /tqda.ak/ (gray rock squirrel) if anything could be done to conquer snow. /igda.ak/
answered, "Why yes!" and then she warned them, "But one thing that has to be considered is you man /w'as/ (coyote). e is full of mischief and
he would take hold of my bag and let snow out.” The /tgda.ak/ took her great sack and went to where snow lived. She held it open and said blow
right in /witsdak/, or blizzard, couldn't help going into the sack when she said to. All of the snow went into the sack and became pucked as hard
as a rock. She told the snow to "stay right in there!" and it did. Next, after all of the snow, she took a buckskin string and tied the bag shut.

Now, there was no more snow in the world for it was all inside the bag. She told the people to go with her because she was afraid of /w'as/
(coyote). She told the people further, that they must watch her as she went because she warned, "l feel he is going to meet me." /tqda.ak/ took the
bag on her back and tied the strap on top of her forehead. In this manner, she carried all of the snow and so there was no more in the world. She
started 1o go where there were large rocks. It was her purpose to hide the bag filled with snow under the rocks.

/tqda.ak/ told the people to get ready to help her. She explained to them thut if she came across the man /w'as/, no one would be safe
because Snow would come with a great fury.

She packed the bag of snow and was just about to cross a dried up branch when she came across /w'as/. He was there catching mice.
She stood still and adjusted the strap that was around her forehead.

As soon as /w'as/ caught sight of her he went to her. He begged her awfully hard to tell him what was in the sack. /tqda.ak/ told him,
"Oh, | am not carrying anything to eat. I'm carrying something that you have sometimes walked upon and it has made you shiver. I; am going to
destroy it!"”

/w'as/ boasted, "' | can eat anything in this world-all that flies or crawls!" and then continued, "Let me have it to eat!” I can eat even
the wind and air. You have nothing that | cannot eat!”

/tgda.ak/ replied, "Oh, I didn't know that you can eat everything. [ never heard of that!” and so she told /w'as/, it is snow that I am
carrying.”

/was/ bragged, "Oh, yes [ can eat snow! It is good! | expect to eat it!" /igda.ak/ tried to talk to /w'as/ every way she could think of to
try and get him to let her pass by him. In the end he just wouldn't let her get by him. At last she told /w'as/ that she shouldn't open it and if he
wanted it, he had to open it himself. /w'as/ hurt her head and neck as he began pulling at the sack while she was still standing there.

As she finally dropped the sack onto the ground she told /w'as/ "You must not untie it until I am across the prairie!” She ran with all
her might across the flat but before she could get across /w'as/ loosened the string.

Immediately, snow began to escape and /w'as/ began eating them one at a time. As /tgda.ak/ reached the other side of the prairie,
/w'as/ loosened the string even more. Snow canie out fast and thick but still /w'as/ caught it and ate it just as fast. /w'as/ jumped about and with
his mouth he snapped in all directions saying "Poo-Poo-Poo!"

He untied the bag altogether now and out came a great amount of snow and he caught all of it. /tgda.ak/ now got to the rocks and ran
in among them. By this time /w'as/ was full. There was still more in the bag and now it came out in a great storm and covered the world. /w'as/
now lay dead from over-eating. Snow came out of his nose, ears, mouth and eyes and soon scattered everywhere on the world.

All of the people that /tqda.al/ tried to save died from the great and angry storm that escaped from both the bag and from /w'as/.

Now, /w'as/ can and will die of snow and cold in the winter. If someone tries to live there-they will die of starvation or because of Snow, for
Snow lives there yet.

If /tgda.ak/ had been able to hide the sack under the rocks, there would never had been anymore snow. /tqda.ak/ was driven among

the rocks by the snow and since that time, has become Gray Rock Squirrel.
