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ACCREDITATION

Voluntary accreditation as carried out by the various accrediting bodies is a process uniquely American. Accreditation & sought
voluntarily by institutions and is conferred by non-governmental bodies. Voluntary accreditation has two fundamental purposes: (1)
quality assurance and(2) institutional and program improvement. There are two types of educational accreditation: institutional
accreditation and specialized accreditation.

INSTITUTIONAL ACCREDITATION

Institutional accreditation evaluates an entire institution and accredits it as a whole. An institutional accrediting body evaluates
more than the formal educational activities of an institution; it assesses as wellsuch characteristics as governance and administra-
tion, financial stabilty, admissions and student personnelservices, institutional resources, and relationships w ith outside communi-
ties.

Several agencies provide institutional accreditation. Within the Commission on Recognition of Postsecondary Accreditation
(COPA), a national umbrella organization for accrediting associations, six regional (Middle States, New England, North Central,
Northw est, Southern, and Western) and six other accrediting associations are recognized as institutional accrediting associations.
Some, such as the Association of Theological Schools and the American Assaciation of Bible Colleges, provide insfitutional
accreditation for institutions w ith particular religious purposes. Others, such as the Accrediting Council for Independent Colleges
and Schook andthe Accredting Commission for Career Schools/C olleges of Technology, accredit primarily institutions that are
for-profit. The National Home Study Council accredits institutions that provide correspondence programs.

SPECIALIZED ACCREDITATION

Specific programs within a educational institution can ako seek accreditation. This specialzed (or program) accreditation evalu-
ates particular units, schools, or programs within an institution and & often associated w ith national professional associations, such
as those for engineering, medicine, or law, or with specific disciplines, such as business, education, psychology, orsocial w ork.
There are more than forty such specialized bodies recognized by C OPA.

What is WUE?

WUE is the Western Undergraduate Exchange, a program coordinated by the Western Interstate Commission
for Higher Education (WICHE). Through WUE, students in western states may enroll in many two-year and
four-year college programs at a reduced tuition level: 150 percent of the intitution's regular resident tuition. In
all cases, WUE tuition is considerably less than non-resident tuition.

Which States Participate?
For academic year 1999-2000, the eleventh year of WUE's operation, resident students from the following
states may participate if they meet eligibility requirements:

Arizona ldaho New Mexico North Dakota Wioming
Colorado Montana Utah

NOTE: Residents of Hawaii may enroll as WUE students in four-year programs only.

Programs Available

Virtually all undergraduate fields are available to WUE students at the participating colleges and universities.
Some institutions have opened their entire curriculum on a space-available or first-come, first-serve basis;
others offer only designated programs.

The WUE Bulletin is available from high school counselors and admissions
offices in participating institutions.

Eligibility
Some institutions require evidence of academic performance, such as ACT/SAT test scores or high school GPA,
or place other limits on WUE enrollment. Consult the WUE Bulfetin for details.

If interested, apply for admission and WUE tuitioin status directly to the institution(s) of your choice. Mark
prominently on the institution’s application form that you seek admission as a WUE student.

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PUBLIC COMMUNITY COLLEGES

The community college system makes up the largestsegment of public higher education in Arizona. ltwas estabiished in 1960 under
the Arizona Revis ed Statutes, Title 15, Chapter, 6, now Title 15, Chapter 12. It consists of the State Board of Directors for Community
Colleges of Arizona and 10 districts each governed by alocally-elected board and located in 11 counties. The districts operate 19 com-
munity colleges on 34 campuses throughout the State.
Because of geographical availability, tuttion rates generally low er than those of the universities and private postsecondary schools, and
the wide variety of degrees, certificates and programs of study offered, practically every resident of Arizona has easy and affordable  ~
access to educational services. The educational services provided by Arizona community colleges include:

+ the first tw o years of university-level education—designed for transfer to any Arizona university;

» occupational training programs in technical, vocational and paraprofessional careers;

» general education opportunities;

» continuing education and job skill enhancement;

» academic counseling and job placementservices; and

» cultural and community services programs for community ennchment.

Enrollment Requirements
As a prospective Arizona community college student, you must meet one of the follow criteria:
»be a graduate of an accredited high school
* have successfully completed the General Education Development Certificate of High School Equivalency (GED);
*be an individual of 18 years of age who has not completed high school;
*be atransfer student in good standing from another college or community college; or
*be ahighschool studentwhowishes to take college courses.

The State Board establishes curricula and courses for the community colleges. This section includes a curriculum matrix w hich details
the types of educational programs available, the colleges atw hich they are offered, and the types of degrees or certfficates aw arded.

Most programs average 19 or 27
weeks, 90-135training days. (Based on 3 clock-hour system, with a fee structure based on actual days of attendance )

A certificate is awarded to students who have completed an approved wvocational program designed to make students ‘job-ready" for entry level posi-
tions inthat field.

Tours - every Tuesday and Thursday at 9:30 A - Main lobby.

The Maricopa Skill Center provides entry-level training in eleven areas for anyone over 16 years of age and develops customized short courses for
business and industry on an as-needed basis.

The skill Center has perfected an open-emtry, open-exit format that allows students to enter and graduate according o their schedule and work at
theirown pace.The average time needed to complete acourse ofstudyis six-months; licensed practical nursing requires 13 months.

The schoolis open 51 weeks a year and holds 51 w eekly graduations. Students attend seven hours a day, five days a week, ¢he computeriab is
open until 9 pm., Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday). Students pay only for the hours they spend atthe school. Tuition averages $18 a day.

Students hawe individualized course outlines that build on the skills they bring to the program. They mayreque st remedial training in math, English,
GED preparation and English-as-a-second-lanquage . Work ethic, selfesteem, sakty and good w ork habits are emphasized in all classes.

Many areas give students hands-on training in local business. Al utilize their close working relationships with area business leaders o offer the cur-
rent programs and techniques used inthat industry.

The majority ofthe students have ajob in their field within 3 few weeks of graduation. Many of them are still with that company at the same or better
job ayearlater MSC's Career and Workforce Development Center provides job search assistance to students and alumni.

TRAINING AREAS:

BANKING/COMPUTERS/QFFICE/RETAIL SERVICES
An ability to handle money andfor computers can lead to jobs in any industry or business in the country.

Students inthe MSC Banking/Retail program develop an understanding of business practice and procedures. Students leam by working in the
Center Cafeteria and Meat Market,how to operate cash registers, balance daily receipts and handle cash. The banking program covers bankcard

activities, image keyers, lockbox, customer service ,data entry, clerking and customer service. Computer activities include ten key, credi cand pro-
cessing, refail sales and cashiering. Students who have mastered the teller machine hawve an opportunity to work in a local bank tw o days a w eek.

The two computerlabs, MSC Computer Based Programs and Computerized Office Procedures, offertraining in the sofbw are programs most used by
health care providers hospitals, government ofices and small businesses. They include spreadsheets, Macintosh programs, word processing, desk-
top publishing, WordPerfect and all the Window s programs.

Job titles such as data entry clerk, payroll clerk, microcomputer software operator and w ord processing operator are available astraining choices.
Students interested in the growing travel industry can leam to be a travel agent or reservation clerk.

Those with an inferest in working in professional offices, such asmedical or legal firms, can ask for specialized training leading o a clerical assistant
certitcate with a specialtyin medical terminologyAranscription; legal terminologytranscription.

HEALTH OCCUPATIONS
The MSC Health Occupations cluster allows students a quick entry into the many-faceted world of nursing care. Students who need an immediate job
and are interested in the health field can start with the three-week Nursing Assistant {NA) course. Those who are sure abouttheir career choice
should look into the eight-week Certified Nursing Assistant {CNA)program w hich is a prerequisite for the 45-week Practical Nursing (P N)program.
Students spend three days aweek in clinical care in area health facilities.
Students from all classes have consistently done well on the state certifving and licensing examinations. Graduates are quickly employed in long-
term care, acute care,home health care, outpatient facilties and medical centers.
Classes start each month for students who are 18 vearsof age and older and have successiilly metthe minimum nursing entrance requirements:
* Three-week class:a 15 onthe Wondeic general abilty test.
* Eight-w eek class: a high school diploma or GED; a 15 on the Wonderlic general ability test and a 44/45 on the SRA math assessment test.
* Practical Nursing program :the successful completion ofa CNAprogram with a grade of B or above within the past three vears; a 20 onthe
Wondetlic general ability test and a 4954 on the SRAmath assessment test.
* All Health Occupations students must have a recent physical exam and current immuniz ation records .

FOOD SERVICEMEAT CUTTING

Graduates of the MSC Food Preparation and Meat Cutting sequences find jobs in restaurants, country clubs, bakeries, hospitals or w holesale or
retail meat cutting facilities. Students learnthe practical side of the business by working inthe MSC Cafeteria and Meat Market.

Food Preparation students [eam the comect way to prepare stocks, soups, sauces, salads, breads, pastries, desserts, meats and main dishes in
steam jacket kettles, convection and baker's ovens and all the other pieces ofequipment in a commercial kitchen.

Meat Cutting students leam how to cut, slice, weigh,wrap and price meat as well as maintain a deli-case and fix party trays.
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THE TRADES

Students who like to work with their hands often ind careers in automofive, aerospace, printing or maintenance industries.

The MSC Auto Body sequence can lead 1o jobsin auto body shops as well as to larger applications in metal repair and refinishing in manufacturing
firms. The program has three patts: metal repair, pantprep Hetailing and painting . Students learn by repairing and repainting their own or the public's
vehicles.

Those who enterthe MSC Machine Trades program learm to manufacture and measure machine parts with a +# folerance of +.001. They receive
training in using blueprints, shop drawings, precision instruments, manual and Computerized Numerical Control machines.

The MSC Welding course starts with a mastery of simple w elded joirts and progresses to complex w elded joints from 1at to overhead postions.
Eighty percent of class time is spent in hands-on welding projects. All instruction leads fo preparation for the American Welding Society (AWS)D1 .1
certifcation test in Structural Plate or Pipe Welding.
The MSC Printing Trades program gives students hands-on training in the MSC Print Shop. Students use the latest printing equipment to leam the
trade:presses with T-heads, darkroom and dawiight cameras, platemakers, paper cutters and other bindery equipment.
The practical approach to building mairtenance is taught in the MSC Facility Maintenance program. Graduates find work in resorts, educational facili-
ties, office and apartment complexes or governmental office facifties. Each training segment builds on the other, so thatthe full thity-week program
includes instruction in heating, ventilation, cooling, plumbing , electrical repair and general mairtenance. The students wotk on appliances brought in
bythe public and maimtain several social service facilties as a public service.

SPECIALT Y CLASSES:

HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION PRE-EMPLO YMENT PR OGRAM
A six-week course to give women and minorities an overview ofthe skills needed to succeed in a highway construction career. It includes a look at
electrical and campentrytrades, heavy equipment operations, cement finishing as well as strength training, computer literacy and keyboarding, blue-
print reading and drawing and structured worksite feld experiences.

LEAD ABATEMENT PROGRAM
A six-week course to train JTPA-approved workers in lead abatement, sponsored bythe City of Phoenix Neighborhood Services. The frst five weeks

will include training in tnol use, safety, door and window removal and replacement; the sixth week, onlead removal, is taughtbythe University of
California.

CUSTOM CLASSES FOR BUSINESS, INDUSTRY, GOVERNMENT, FOR GROUPS OR INDIVIDUALS:

MSC will develop short or ongoing classes in response to employer or employee needs. These caninclude introductory, re fesher or specific training
for any number of students. Courses may be held on or off site.

Federal Correctional hstitution — Classes in computers, facilities mairtenance and horticutture given atthe correctional institution.

Arizona Department of Economic Security — Four-day class on Job Search Skills and an optional fith day on Life Skills for selected DES welfare
clierts held at four DES sites.

Arizona Restaurant Association — Five-dayintroduction to the hospitality industry for graduates ofthe MSC/DES Job Search Skills class.

Appienticeship 5 an organized system of paid training for those industrial occupations requiring a wide and diverse range of know ledge
and skills. As practiced by modem industry, apprenticeship i a formalwritten plan, encompassing the terms and conditions of employ-
ment, training and related technical instruction. A w otk er entering the industiy is given continuous supervised instruction, both on and
off the job, in all practical and the oretical aspe cts of the w ork required in askilled occupation.

Apprenticeship terms range from one to five years, depending upon the particular trade involved. Each apprentice works 40 hours per
week and is required, in addition, to take related supplementaly classes totaling 144 houis per yeai. The starting pay of apprentices &
40 peicent to 60 percent of a journeyman's (skilled ciaftsman's) pay. Thewages inciease with the skill acquired, usually at6-month
intervaks.

To qualify, applicants must be at least 16 years of age, in good health, and have an acceptable personality, including the ability to w otk
with others. A high school diploma or GED & required and one to ™ o years of vocational training is helpful. Applicants must ako show
through aptitude testing that they have the ability to leamn specffic job duties.

Applicants are evaluated and, ff successful, are placed on a w aiting list. The competition for ap prentices hips & intense and the openings are
often extiemely limited. Therefore, apprenticeship does not represent immediate job possibilities even after the application process has been
completed.

There are over 100 occupations in Arizona that may currently be leamed through an apprenticeship program and the application
process varies for each. After anindividual has selected an apprenticeship trade, he or she should contact Apprenticeship Services.
Apprenticeship Services distributes all information on apprenticeships in Arzona (including requirements and openings), and counsek
indvidual applicants.
