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ENROLLMENT

HEADCOUNT
In Fall 2002, 27,461 new freshmen enrolled in the UW System (Table 1). This is a slight drop in enrollment from
Fall 2001. The proportion of total institutional enrollment made up of new freshmen ranges from 11.0% at
UW-Superior to 33.2% at UW Colleges.

The proportion of new freshmen who enrolled under either the Minnesota or Michigan reciprocity agreements
increased slightly from last year (Table 4). The proportion of other non-resident new freshmen, at 7.3%, is a drop
from the previous levels found in 2000 and 2001. The proportion of new freshmen who are Wisconsin residents
has ranged from 82 to 84 percent in the past ten years.

(Table 5). The percentage of female students by institution ranged from 35.3% at UW-Platteville to 66.9% at
UW-Green Bay.

Figure 1 shows the trend in new freshman enrollment by gender from Fall 1992 to Fall 2002. Female students
have made up the majority of the UW System new freshman class for at least ten years. The gap between
female and male students peaked in 2000 at 12.2 percentage points. The current gender gap (11.6 percentage
points) is an increase over 2001.

The proportion of UW System new freshmen age 19 and under has remained relatively stable over the past five
years. However, the proportion had been increasing over the past ten years and is still considerably above the
1991 level. The current proportion of new freshmen in other age groups has decreased slightly or remained the
same as compared with Fall 2001, and has been declining since 1991 (Table 9).

In Fall 2002, 95.6% of all UW System new freshmen were conventional admits (Table 10). Older new freshman,
those 21 years of age and older as of September 1 of the fall they first enroll, comprised 1.8% of UW System new
freshmen. New freshmen admitted as exceptions made up 2.6% of UW System new freshmen.

The proportion of new freshmen admitted as conventional admits has ranged from 93.2% to 95.6% in the last
decade (Table 11) and is currently at its highest level during this period. The percentage of new freshmen
admitted in the "older" category has declined from 4.3% in Fall 1991 to a low of 1.8% in Fall 2002. The

percentage of new freshmen admitted as exceptions has ranged from 2.0% to 3.1% since Fall 1991.

The average ACT composite score of UW System new freshman test takers remained the same for the last five
years (Table 13). The UW System new freshman average ACT composite score of 23.0 is over two test points
higher than the national average of 21.0. Since 1992, the average ACT composite score of UW System new
freshmen has ranged from 1.5 to 2.2 points above the national average.
