The new EAP retention rates range from 54% to 57% as shown in the Table above. The Fall-to-Fall retention rate
of Level 6 EAP students reached 57% compared to a 54% rate for the prior ENS curriculum, and a 60% rate for
all degree-seeking credit students. Under both the old and new curricula, 43% of students in the last level second
language courses were enrolled in credit courses the following Fall Term.

Note that the percent of students passing all courses during the starting Fall Term has also changed. Fewer
students are passing all of their lower level EAP courses compared to the 1999-1 ESL courses. In spite of this
fact, the retention rate for the lower level EAP courses has improved by 5 to 8 percentage points. Conversely,
more students are passing all of their level 3 or level 6 EAP courses compared to the 1999-1 ENS courses and
this may have improved their retention rate. Detailed data are in Tables 2 and 3 attached.
