Pupil
Accounting

Pupil accounting data are among the most useful sources of information available to
state and local administrators and to the public in general. This information provides the
core of the data used in evaluation, planning, allocation of funds, and measurement of
compliance with federal and state regulations. The basic pupil accounting form used in
North Carolina is the Principal’s Monthly Report. There are nine reporting periods of
twenty school days each. Enrollment (ENROLL), average daily membership (ADM), and
average daily attendance (ADA) are calculated from this report.  Membership-last-day
(MLD), promotions (PROM), and nonpromotions (NP) are derived from the ninth month
report. Tables 1-6 present state totals of these student counts for the past ten years. First
month 2003-04 figures areincluded for enrollment, ADM, and ADA. Pupil accounting data
for each local education agency (LEA) appear in Part || and in Part I11 for charter schools.

The definitions of pupil accounting terms used in this publication are;

Enrollment: The term enrollment represents the number of pupils registered in the
state’ s public schools. Once a pupil isinitialy counted in the enrollment figure, he/
she remains in that count throughout the school year. Students transferring to the
North Carolina public school system from ancther state or from non-public schools
are added to enrollment. Enrollment is not reduced by transfers, withdrawals,
deaths, or midyear graduations. The end of the year enrollment thus shows a higher
count than the actual number of students in school. Final enrollment, therefore,
should not be compared to first month enrollment.

Average Daily Membership: The total number of school days within a given term
—usually aschool month or school year —that a student’ s nameis on the current roll
of aclass, regardless of hislher being present or absent, is the “number of daysin
membership” for that student. The sum of the “number of daysin membership” for
all studentsdivided by the number of school daysinthetermyieldsADM. Thefina
average daily membership is the total daysin membership for all students over the
school year divided by the number of days school was in session. Average daily
membership is a more accurate count of the number of students in school than
enrollment.

Average Daily Attendance: Attendance is the presence of a student on days when
school isin session. A student is counted as present only when he/she is actualy
at school, present at another activity sponsored by the school as part of the school’s
program, or personally supervised by a member of the staff. The total number of
days of attendance for all students divided by the total number of school daysin a
given period gives the average daily attendance (ADA).

Membership Last Day, Promotions, and Nonpromotions: Membership Last Day
refersto the number of students remaining in membership as of thelast day of school
for the academic year. Students who are in membership on the last day are either
advanced to the next grade (promotions) for the coming school year or retained in
the same grade (nonpromotions) for the succeeding school year. Promotions and
nonpromotions have been adjusted after summer school.

Statewide nonpromotion rates over a five-year period are presented in Table 7. The
rates were computed by dividing the number of nonpromoted students (NP) by the last
school day membership (MLD). Nonpromotion ratesfor individual LEAscan be calculated
using NP and MLD figures given in Part |l.

Since promotion policies vary among LEAS, care should be exercised in making
comparisons of nonpromotion rates, particularly at the secondary level. Many secondary
schools require the completion of a fixed number of Carnegie units or of a required
curriculum to advance to the next grade level. In many cases, nonpromotion of agradein
high school may indicate the failure of a single course rather than the entire or overall
course load for that grade level.

Many students who are not promoted at the end of the regular school session attend
summer school. A number of them are promoted to the next grade after successfully
completing the summer session. Nonpromotion rates reflect the results of summer school
promotions. Table 8 reveals the impact of the 2002 summer school on the 2002-03
nonpromation rate.

Information on the numbers of exceptional students identified and served by primary
exceptionality classification as of December 1 isa part of the certified headcount submitted
to Exceptional Children/Instructional Services each year. Thefiguresin Table 9 represent
an unduplicated count of students (ages 3-21) who have Individual Education Plans (IEPs)
and aredigiblefor federal funds (Title VI-B). "Unduplicated" means, achild who has more
than one category of disability is counted only in the category of higher primary disability.

Information on pupilsin membership by their race and gender is collected annually by
the Department of Public Instruction. Thisinformation is maintained to ensure compliance
with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Title IV of the Education Amendments
of 1972. Membershipisreported by race and gender as of the end of thefirst school month.
Table 10isasummary of the pupilsin membership for 2003-04 by race and gender. Table
11 presents pupil membership by race from 1984-85 to 2003-04. These figures should not
be confused with average daily membership. Charter school membership is excluded from
Table 10 and Table 11. Table 37 on pages 321-322 lists this data for Charter Schools.

At the end of the school year, guidance counselors and principals at every high school
report the postgraduate intentions of their diploma recipients. The report includes all
those who have completed the requirements for graduation since the end of the previous
school year. Intentions of the graduates are categorized as follows:

- enrolling in senior (four year) ingtitutions (public and private);
- enrolling in community and technical colleges;

- enrolling in junior colleges;

- enralling in trade, business, and nursing schoals;

- enliging in military service;

- seeking employment;

- other.

Table 12 isthe state summary of 2003 graduates’ intentions. Table 13 presentsafive-
year history of thisinformation. High school graduates’ intentions for each LEA can be
found in Part 1l of this publication.

A projection of the number of high school graduates by LEA is presented in Table 14.
The future number of high school graduates in each LEA is determined by the prevailing
birth counts, immigration and emigration rates into and out of the region, promations, and
school dropout patterns.

A dropout is a student who leaves school before graduation or completion of a
program of study for any reason except death or transfer to another school. Students drop
out of school for many reasons — academic failure, discipline problems, employment,
illness, marriage, family instability, and/or didlike of school. The dropout statistics in
Table 15 are compiled from information submitted to the Department of Public Instruction
by local school systems.

Beginning with the 1998-99 dropout reporting, North Carolina State Board of
Education policy changes ended the annua reporting of unduplicated dropout rates.
Therefore, the rates shown in Table 15 are duplicated rates. The duplicated count of
dropoutsincludes all students who fit the definition of a dropout for the reporting year,
regardless of whether or not they had also been reported as dropouts in previous years.
These rates a so include students who withdrew from school to pursue community college
GED or adult high school diploma programs.

The retention rate is the ratio of the number of graduates (diplomas and certificates)
at the end of the current school year to the ninth grade final enrollment four years earlier.

During the 2002-03 school year, 3.5 percent of the studentsin seventh through twelfth
grades dropped out of school. The high school dropout rate (grades 9-12) for the year was
5.3 percent. The state total and percent include charter school dropouts.

The sourceisthe Public School Full-Time Personnel Report,
which categorizes personnel by activity assignment, sex, race, and source of funds. Thisreport
is the only source of data on all full-time personnel both instructional and noninstructiond.

Public School Personnel summaries for each LEA are presented in Part 1. Activity
assignment classifications which are not self-explanatory are defined below.

Officials, Administrators, and M anager s - Persons who set broad policies, exer-
cise overal responsibility for execution of those policies, or direct operations of the
school system — superintendent; deputy, associate, and assistant superintendents;
school business officias; directors and administrators of district-wide programs;
and other professional administrative staff.

Elementary Teachers - Teachers of kindergarten through eighth grade.
Secondary Teachers - Teachers of ninth through twelfth grade.

Other Teachers - Teachers of both elementary and secondary students. Teachers
who cannot be defined clearly as either elementary or secondary.

Guidance Personnel - Includes counsel ors, student counsel ors, and other guidance
personnel.

Psychological Personnel - Includes psychologists, psychometrists, psychiatrists,
and psychological-socia workers.

Librariansand Audio-Visual Staff - Staff memberswho areresponsiblefor either
school libraries or for preparing, caring for, and making available to instructional
programs the equipment, materials, scripts, and other aids which assist teaching
through sight and sound.

Consultants and Supervisors of Instruction - Staff members who provide |ead-
ership and expertise in a field of specialization for the purpose of improving the
performance of teachers and other instructional staff.

Other Professional Staff - Includes persons who cannot be properly included in
other professional categories such as non-classroom teachers, dentists, speech
therapists, school social workers, community workers, attendance officers, attor-
neys, architects, engineers, registered nurses, and other noninstructional steff.

Technicians - Includes computer programmers and operators, film inspectors,
projectionists, graphic artists, drafters, engineering aides, nurses (licensed, practi-
cal, or vocational), dietitians, photographers, radio operators, scientific assistants,
technical illustrators, and other technicians.

Clerkg/Secretaries -  Includes secretaries, bookkeepers, messengers, office

reporters, statistica clerks, dispatchers, license distributors, payroll clerks, and
kindred workers.

ServiceWorkers - Paraprofessionals and persons in cafeteria maintenance,
transportation programs, custodial workers and members of maintenance crews,
security guards, etc.

Skilled Workers/Craftsmen/women - Includes mechanics and repairers, elec-
tricians, heavy equipment operators, stationary engineers, skilled machine opera-
tors, carpenters, compositors/typesetters, and kindred workers.

Laborers - Persons who perform manual labor such as garage laborers, car
washers and greasers, gardeners and groundskeepers.

The experience status of instructional personnel is collected annually on the Professional
Personnel Activity Report or the School Activity Report. These reports include al school-
level professional personnel who have student contact. The information presented in Table
17 by LEA and state totalsis asummary of the experience status of al full-time and part-time
principals, assistant principals, guidance counselors, librarians, and classroom teachers.

The information presented in Table 18 represents the educational level of all certified
instructional personnel employed this year (full-time or part-time) at the school and central
office levels. Instructional personnel are all professional educators with direct instructional
responsibility such as principals, teachers, librarians, guidance counselors, and supervisors
of instruction. Please notethat it isthe highest degree held that isreported here, not necessarily
the degree upon which salary is based. The information in this table comes from the 2003-
04 teacher certification files.

The selected characteristics of classroom teachersin Table 19 have been compiled from
the sdary certification and teacher certification files for the 2003-04 school year. The
percentages and ranks that have been computed are based upon full-time-equivalents of
employment.

In Table 19, the definition of classroom teachers aso includes guidance counselors and
librarians. The percent and rankings of classroom teachers with graduate degrees include all
who hold a degree higher than abachelor’s. The percent and rankings of classroom teachers
with no prior experience include al who are teaching this year for the first time.

The sdlary supplement information in Table 20 was compiled from the Local Saary
Supplement Reports. It provides data on the number of LEAS paying local supplements and
the amounts paid by LEAs with the highest and lowest supplements.

Salary supplements are monies paid from local funds to augment the salaries of persons paid
on the state salary schedule.

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Financial Information

This section is designed to provide information about the financing of public education.
Since thefiscal and school years do not coincide, the datain this section are one or more years
behind the data found in other sections of this publication. Data obtained from externa
sources, such as the disposable income by counties, may lag two years behind.

The total expenditures for a school year are grouped into two major categories:

e current expense expenditures are all expenditures connected with the
daily operation of the more than two thousand schools of the state.

» capital expense expenditures consist of all disbursements made for the
construction of new buildings and grounds, reconstruction or repair of
old buildings, and the acquisition of equipment with a lifetime greater
than a year.

The amount of capital expense expenditures fluctuates considerably from year to year.
The current expense expenditures on the other hand, being closdly tied to the number of
students, are more stable. All derived statistics are computed for current expense expendi-
tures only. This is especially true for statistics that can be meaningfully compared over
severa years.

The Annual Financial Report System contains the current expense expenditures ob-
tained from financial records submitted during the year, and el ectronic records obtained from
the LEA files at the close of each fiscal year. Although the contents of the latter transmission
are not audited, they are an accurate accounting of revenues and expenditures by each LEA
for the preceding fiscal year. By legidative mandate, long-term debts of school systems (debt
service) are a part of the county budget and controlled by the commissioners of the 100
counties and, therefore, not reported on the Annual Financial Report System. The report
contains all current expenditures for public kindergartens, elementary and secondary
schools, and special schools for exceptiona children. However, expenditures for the
Governor Morehead School for the Blind, the North Carolina Schools for the Deaf, the Fort
Bragg and Camp Lejeune military base schools, and the Cherokee Indian reservation schools
are not included.

One derived statistic, per pupil expenditure, is of special interest since it is quoted and
compared most often. In the tables of this section, it is computed only for current expense
expenditures (excluding community services, Head Start, adult education, and inter/intra
fund transfers) by using final average daily membership (ADM). Other publications,
especialy those from national sources, use average daily attendance (ADA) in computing
this statistic. Since average daily membership is greater than average daily attendance, the
latter method yields a higher figure for the per pupil expenditures. The average daily
attendance figures in other sections of the Profile can be used to convert per pupil expenditure
figures contained in this section to ones based on average daily attendance.

The expenditure data contained in this section have three distinct funding sources. The
first two, state and federal, are the amounts spent for education from the budgets of state and
federal governments respectively. The local expenditures, on the other hand, are not
synonymous with the amounts expended by local county governments. All expenditures not
funded by the state or the federal governments are regarded as local expenditures. As such,
they include all funds supplied from local governments and other local sources.



There are two tables in this section that list the per pupil expenditures for each school
system. One includes all current expense expenditures while the other excludes all
expenditures connected with child nutrition activities. The need for two separate tables
emerged from our definition of local expenditures. Since the expenditures students make
in purchasing their lunches are not funded by the state or federa governments, they are
regarded as part of thelocal expenditures. In some contexts, however, thereisaneed to bring
the local expenditures as close to the amounts spent by local governments as possible. The
second per pupil expenditure table is designed to respond to that need. Current expense

expenditures are given by source of funds and on a per pupil basis for each LEA in Part 1l
of this publication.

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Charter Schools

Charter schools in North Carolina are public schools that are operated by a group of
parents, teachers, and/or community members as an autonomous school of choice within a
school district, operating under a charter with the State Board of Education. The charter
school’s approval is a two-step process with the final approval on all charters being granted
by the State Board of Education. In addition, the charter school must sign a contract with the
local board of education laying out the relationship between the charter school and the local
board of education. Charter schools are designed to give significant autonomy to individual
schools and in turn to hold these schools accountable for resullts.

The charter school law in North Carolina, Chapter 731 House Bill 955, was ratified
by the General Assembly on June 21, 1996, and Senate Bill 297 amended the legidation on
August 22, 1997. The law provides for a choice of preliminary chartering entities, allows
any individual or group to organize a charter proposal, gives automatic exemption from
many state and local regulations, allows up to 100 charter schools in the state, provides local,
state, and federal funds that follow the child, does not require certification of all the school’s
teachers, and provides a high degree of fiscal autonomy to the charter schooal.

In authorizing charter schools, the North Carolina General Assembly created an
avenue for parents, teachers, and community members to be innovative, take risks, and cre-
ate new and more flexible ways of educating all children within the public school system.
