1le
grunts and issues passports, nidd exequaturs to forelgn consuls. in the United
Ntates are issued through bis office.  Ile publishes the laws and resolutions

The act of February 11, 1903, provides that suits in equity brought under the
uct to regulate commerce, wherein the United States is complalnant, oy be ex-
pedited and given precedence over sther suits, and that appeals from the circuit
court lie only to the Supreme Court. The act of February 19, 1903, comnonly
called the Elkins law, prohiblts rebating, .allows proceedings in the courts by
injunction to restrain departures from publishest rates, and providessthat cages
prosecuted under the direction of the Attorney General in the name of the com-
missjon shall be included within the expediting act of FFebruary 11, 1903.

Under.the act of Augflst 7, 1888, all Government-aided raflroad and telegraph
companies ire required to file certain reports and contracts with the commis-
sion, and it is the commission’s duty to decide questions relating .to the inter-
vhange of business between such Government-uided telegrnph compnny and any
connecting ygraph company.

,}The act of March 2, 1883, known as the safety-upplinnce act, provides that
raflroad cars used in interstate commerce mtst be equipped with automatic

¢ines used fn moving interstate traffic shall be equipped with n power driving-
wheel brake and appliances for operating the train-brake system. ‘The act di-
rects the commission to lodge with the proper district attorneys information of
such violations as may come to its knowledge.
