The first was pub-
lished as Bulletin 1933, no. 10, National Survey of the Educationof Teacheis, Volume I. That volume contained 1,297 annotated ref-
erences selected from approximately 4,000 references, Publishedbefore June 1, 1932. Volume I was continued. through Pamphlet
No. 66, 1986, which contained 275 annotatid and classified references,
selegted from approximately 1,700 refervnces published betweenJune 1, 19w, and October 1, 1935. Tlie: present compilation includes
selections from approximatily 8,000 references published, with the
exception of a few earliei basic refirences, between October 1, 1935,and January 1, 1941. The teferences from which the föregoing
selections were made are available in card form at tho U. S. Officeof Education.

The criteria which were given primary emphasis in the selectionof references are serviceability to field and research workers, com-
prehensiveness of treatment, and acoessibiity. Preference was givento references characterized by objective'or statistical analysis and
treatment, but in some cases authoritative statements, and materialswhich give factual answers to questions frequently asked of the
U. S. Office of Education (kite included. At least some acquaintafice-
ship with important sources of information is made possible for those
interested in promising innovations., and in specialized activities and
fields in teacher education. Especial efforts are made in the citationsand annotations to assist the reader to extend his search for additional
references beyond the limits of this bibliography.
