tion. ARM incorporates abstracts of research and other materials which are useful
to a wide audience of users such as researchers, supervisors, teacher educators,
education specialists, administrators, teachers and others who have an interest in
vocational and technical education. AIM includes abstracts of materials typically
designed for teacher use or student use in the classroom, and annotations of biblio-
graphies or lists of instructional materials. These publications prepared by the
ERIC Clearinghouse on Vocational and Technical Education are published quarterly
beginning with Fall 1967 issues.

The ERIC Clearinghouse on Vocational and Technical Education is a divisicr, of
the Center for Research and Leadership Development in Vocational and Technical Edu-
cation located at The Ohio State University and is one of the clearinghouses of the
Educational Resources Information Center (ERIC-USOE). With the growth of vocational
and technical education programs, there is an increasing need for accessible infor-
mation that can be used in developing logical chains of reasoning for research acti-
vities, for improving school practices and for shortening the theory-practice gap.
This Clearinghouse is striving to provide a useful and vital function in dissemina-
tion. of information on vocational and technical education. ARM and AIM give visi-
bility to a document-based information system which constitutes an on-going data
bank of research and resource materials in vocational and technical education.
Following are some of the benefits derived from this data base:

* Provision for availability of primary source materials through the ERIC Docu-
ment Reproduction Service (EDRS) and/or other distribution agencies.

* A source of bibliographies and a resource for development of bibliographies.

* A source of materials for different user groups (i.e., administrators, super-
visors, teacher educators, teachers, legislative and advisory bodies) with
information needs in such diverse areas as teaching and learning, manpower
needs and requirements, research design and methodology, evaluation.

Since this Clearinghouse is a component of a larger information system, ERIC,
it is logical that certain similarities among publications exist. In this regard
the format of ARM and AIM is similar to that of Research in Education (RIE) .4, the
primary publication of the Educational Resources Information Center (ERIC). RIE in-

cludes abstracts from all ERIC Clearinghouses. The abstracts of materials reported
in ARM relate specifically to the educational field of vocational and technical edu-
cation and constitute a segment of ERIC, the national information system for American
education.

Agricultural Education; Home Economics, etc., and with reviewing and synthesizing
information related to topical areas such as the economics of vocational and tech-
nical education.

We are indebted to our colleagues within the profession for their cooperation
in forwarding materials to the clearinghouse and for their suggestions and comments
which have materially assisted in the development of this program. We anticipate
further refinement and improved procedures with the continued assistance of our
advisory committee.

Some suggestions for trainers in this new training program are: (1) All
supervisors and especially the top decision-makers in the institution need to be
prepared for the eventuality that employees may be asked to participate in the change-
design process as equals, (2) The trainer will have to avoid choosing participants in
the change design, implementation, and evaluation process simply on the basis of their
specialization or organizational rank, and (3) The university can serve a useful role
by functioning as an "outside" catalyst as well as "trainer" in this training process.

The proportion of workers in the South to the entire United States decreased
from 26.8 percent in 1940 to 25.4 percent in 1960. Over the 10-year period from 1950-60
the South suffered a net loss of 1.2 million persons and an out-migration of 650,000
Negro workers. For the 20-year period, white collar employment rose by 3.1 million,
blue collar by 2.5 million, service by 700,000, while farm employment declined 2.6
million. The change in the size of the labor force was projected to be 25.8 percent
from 1960-1970 and 19.6 percent in 1970-80. These projections were greater than for the
nation as a whole because of prospects for better education ane training programs,
reduction in out-migration, changes in age distribution, more urbanization, industrial
growth, and more equal employment opportunity in the South. For a report on age
distribution and employment participation rates see VT 010 238 (also in this issue).
