DESCRIPTION OF 1978 SUMMER TRAVEL/STUDY PROGRAMS
January 3, 1978

This new program has been developed to enhance the existing
eurricula of the Los Angeles Community Colleges by offering wider
avenues of non-traditional educational experiences and to provide
participating studants and teachers opportunities to visit other
areas of California, United States and/or foreign countries. Ten
(10) travel/study courses in such locations as Europe, Mexico, Bali,
Scandinavia, and various California environs have been recommended
to the Board of Trustees by the Committee on International Education.

Each class will be of approximately four (8) to six (6) weeks “
duration and can be offered between June 19 and September 11, 1978. °

charges for credit courses since public California community colleges
are tuition-free institutions. A modest fee of approximately $50

Six (6) of the courses will be offered for credit; four (4) will Al

guides and program administration.

Students will be expected to pay transportation, room, meal,
admission, and miscellaneous expenses. All faculty expenses will be
absorbed by organizations contracted with for travel and land arrange-
ments. A minimum of 25 students will be required for each class.

The credit courses will involve-lectures, outside reading, exami-
nations, and other assignments, in addition to direct participation
and observation. Time spent in study will approximate that time spent
in a traditional college-based summer school classroom situation., Non-
credit courses will include lectures and presentations, emphasizing
direct experience in the situations visited. Courses are either credit
or non-credit. There will be no intermixing.' In all cases, students .
will register at the college offering the particular class.

Appropriate travel organizations will be invited to develop con-
tract proposals for one or more of the offerings. They will be expected
to include transportation and land travel costs, meal and lodging
expense, and admission fees to museums, theaters, historical sites and
the like. They will also include insurance expenses, since the Community
College District must be excused from any liabilities arising from the
program. Once travel organizations have been accepted, students will
make individual arrangements with the organizations.
